March 4.—To minimize the
racetrack betting and to pre-
vent people who cannot afford to make
wngera on horse races, the Jookey Club,
through its counsel, Joseph C. Auerbaoh,
has suggested that the Codes Committegs
of 'he Legislature might amend the Percy-
(iray betting law so that there will be no
money bet at the racetracks. This amend-
ment means the adoption of the English
svatom of betting and would wipe out the
fiel'l stands at all tracks, which are fre-
quented by the pikers. a

Mo closing arguments for and against
the Agnew-Hart bills, which repeal the

The
Jockey Club was well Brepresented; Au-
guet Belmont, H. B. Duryea, and Andrew
Miller being among these who came to
Albany Wn the special train to attend the
bearing. James H. Butler, theowner of
the Empire City track at Yonkers, was
also present, and he and Mr. Belmont ap-
peared to be on most friendly terms.

The fact that former Governor Frank S
Black was to make the answer to the argu-
ments in favor of the passage of the Agnew-
Hart billa attracted many. Mr. Black was
in his best form and ridiculed the efforts
to repeal the Percy-Gray hetting law. He

Extra Telegraphers Emplosed (o Falnl the
Nine Hour Workday .

The law requiring a nine hour workday
for railrond 1elegraphers went into eflect
and ofticials of railroads cen- |
tering in this city were prepared to meet its
requirements i part It was estimated |
that from 5000 1o 8,000 more telegraphiers
would be required throughout the country
s the result of the new law

Vice-President Harris of the New York
Central =aid last evening that the New

yesteraay

! York Central had established a school for

people |

railroad telegraphers some time ago and
was able to meet the new conditions at
once.  No proposition had been made to
reduce wages, he said, and as far s he
knew there was no movement on the part
of the other roads to rediuce wages

“All 1 can say.” he said, “is that we will
live up to the law. I[n some places where |
it 18 not =0 easy to make preparations the |
carrving out of the law will cause some
hardship. In the East we will he able to |
meet all contingencies at once, but on some
of the Westarn connections of this road
there will be a good deal of embarrass-
ment at first. It remains to be seen how |
this adding to the rinning expenses of the |
railroads will result ultimately. There is a |
logical limit to everything.”

The Pennsylvania Railroad put 300 extra
telegraphers to work along the line east of
Pittaburg and will put 200 more to work
west of Pittsburg. A representative of the
company said that the company wonld live |
up to the law.

Jumped inee From Brooklyn Bridge.

John G. Grant, who tried to end his life
a few days ago by diving off the Brooklyn
Bridge but came up between the ice Hoes
uninjured, killed himself yesterday by in-
haling gas in the home of his brother at 187
Dean street, Brooklyn

Besides his attempt to commit suicide by
diving off the bridge Grant had tried several
other times to take his life, but each time
had been unsuccessful. He cut his wrists
before he leaped into the river, but even this
did not aid him in hia effort to end his life

Farly yesterday morning Grant's sister-
in-law detected the odor of gaa in the house.
sShe called her hushand and together they
They found him dead
on the bed.  All the gas jets were turned on
and the windows were closed

Grant had heen a prizefighter in his day.
He had fought a draw with George Dixon
and av one time was considered 1o be a
comer in the pugilistic game, He got a
knockout, however, which he never got
over. He had not been working much of
late and had been very despondent. Since
his leap off the bridge Grant had been keep-
ing close to his brother’'s house.
