I have heard every uow and then of the
capitalization of hope Much has been said
in public utterance of the advisability of per-
mitting the capitalization of hope. Well,
my friends, if those who capitalize hope
would retain the securities resting upon hope
and not dump them upon others who expect
something besides hope there would be more
to be said in fayor of such issues

What is desired is that securities
should be desired and 1 believe
desired, by railroad men as well as by
the public should represent value, should
be fairly issued. My triends, everyoue knows
in every department of life that there is an
honesat way to transact business and a way
that is not honest. And the great business
of this country is honestly done; the country
could not last if it was not

If just regulation of the affairs of rail-
road men was to be achieved, said the
Governor, the adequate machinery for such
regulation must be provided, so that the
matter could be dealt with fairly, prudently
and justlv. He added

If vou would escape sporadic and il con-
siderad attempts to interfere with what vou
regurd as important business without due
consideration, then let means be afforded
s0 that dne consideration can be had, do
not make the mistake of supposing that any
protest against that which is ill considered
will canse yvou to be able to remove the prob-
lem altogether from attack. The true way
is to provide machinery so that any man
who has 'got a complaint, that any man who
thinks anything 1= not right, has a place to
go where he can tell about it to some one
who has authority to deal with it, and then
let us see what is in it, and you may be sure
that in the long run it will be dealt with fuirly
i an American community

The great danger is in throwing matters
which demand careful analvsis and study
of particular facts, intricately related facts
into a seething caldron of general agitation,
s0 that vou cannot get any specific
dealt with because you are so husy dealing
with something wrong that is not defined

The great trouble is that with the American
public, as a rule, 1L is a difficult thing 1o ex-
plain matters which are necessarily involved
20 that precise difffculties can be defined
It is peculiarly difMcealt in connection with
the Legislature for a matter of intricacy and
special complaint and grievance
matters of intricacies to be worked out satis-
factonly This is not a reflection on
Legislature

The speaker brought a laugh when he
said that he hati had considerable experi-
ence with one Legislature. But he was quick
to amend his statement with one to the
effect that “taking the legislators as a whole
thev are fairly representative ™ He warned
his hearers that railroad men make a great
mistake by crying out against the Legis-
latures and expect that the latter would
not retaliate by crying some themselves,
Indiscriminate assaults, either on the Leg-
islatures or by the Legislatures would not
help railroad regulation. He closed his
speech with this warning:

It is a tremendous blunder for any one in
charge of corporate enterprise when any
board or bhody or legislative commitiee or
public oMcial s intrusted with
hility regarding it to see whether he can
reach out and in some indirect way approach
that board or body or commitiee or oMeial
and get hold of him and control him, It 1=
A great mistake to try to place men 2o that
they can be nsed when it 15 their duty 1o
act in A representative capacity In that
way lies agitation and disaster

But, on the other hand, it ix not an inpos-
sible thing, On the contrary any one that
knows the American people knows that it is
anentirely possible thing to rawse the standurds
of a*ministratio so that you can have boards
and hodirs and oficers dealing with these
matters that will deal with them fairly, with
no intent hut to get at the truth and mete out
justice. That is the line of true effort, con-
tributing on the part of citizens to the estab-
lishment of proper standards of administra-
tion and - Meiency.

As we look forward in this country to the
increase of our activities in State and nation
and the necessary multiplication of gov-
srnmental activities we realize that the one
thing upon whichall persons in the community
must insist, and those first of all who have
business enterprires at stake, is absolutely
straightforward, honest adrinistration, ac-
cording to the oath of oMce and for the
benefit of the people. If it were possible
for the future to properly hold that you
cannot trust the American people to provide
boards and bodies dealing with these neces-
sary questions in a fair way and that your
only security was to get hold of them and
control them the security would not last
very long, and |1 would not give much for
the future of this republic.

Despite the fact that Mayor MeClellan
and Comptroller Metz have declared that
the city hasn't the money to build the
Fourth avenue (Brooklyn) subway the
Public Service Commission intends to go
| ahead and advertise for hide

“The Fourth avenue line.” Chairman
Willcox said yesterday. “was authorized
by the old Rapid Transit Commission and
it was approved by the Board of Estimate,
and the presumption is that the Board of
Estimate in giving its approval to the
route set aside the funrs for its construc-
tion. On this assumption it is the inten-
tion of the commission to advertise for bids
in a few weeks.”

Any contract, however, which the Public
Service Commission may enter into does
not become valid until it has been approved
by the Corporation Counsel and the Board
of Estimate,

Mr. Willcox repeated yesterday that the
question of the city's finances was not one
with which the Public Service CCommission
had nn{thing to do. The work of the
board, he said, waa to lay out routes and
it was then up to the municipal authorities
to determine whether or not the routes
should be built. Mr. Willcox added that
the only way out of the difficulty was so to
amend the existing rapid transit act as to
attract private capital.

REV. GEO. A. COOKE LIKES NOT
ASSAULTS ON ROOSEVELT

And Would Have Churoh Try the Assallant
for Speaking 111 of Magistrates —Cooke
It Is Who Rusied Himsell Accusing Dr.
Buckley, Prof. Bowne and Others.

Chancellor the Rev. Dr. James R. Day of
Syracuse University has found himself the
object of attack by a first class charger, so
to speak, otherwise the Rev. George A,
Cooke of Brandon, Vt., a brother alergyman
in the Methodist Episcopal Church who has
already charged several other members of
hia ministry with sundry violations of the
rules and discipline of the Church

Chancellor Day's offences as thay appear
in Rrandon, lie in the fact that the chancellor
some time ago found his conscience im-
pelling him to warn such of the faithful as
listenn to his admonitions that President

Roosevelt practised the most dnmgemun,

sort of anarchy

If any there be who wonder that Brandon
should he so stirred by the Syracuse chan-
cellor's utterances— nay, if any there be
who not knowing Brandon wonder where
it is on the map, let the testimony of the
gazetteer be adduced at once to record that
Brondon is a banking post village of Rut-
Jand county, Vt., on the Rutland Rail-
road, seventeen miles north by west of
Rutland.

Furthermore, saith the gazetteer, it is
about one mile east of Otter Creek. Also

At Brandon, where they have all these
things, they have also the Rev. Mr. Cooke,
who doesn’t find enough to do there (Pop.
of the town in 1900, 2,750—gazetteer) and has
busied himself at odd moments bringing
charges for the purification of the Metho-
dist ministry against several more or less
distinguished brethren, among them, for
example, the Rev. Prof. B, F. Bowne of
Boston University, the Rev. Dr. John T.
MacFarland, corresponding secretary of
one of the Methodist Church departments,
and the ever Rev. Dr. James M. Buckley,
who has had so many ecclesiastical scraps
that his face is wrinkled with the smiles
they've enabled him to indulge.

It is only a month ago that Dr. Buckley
got out of Mr. Cooke's care, which was be-
stowed upon him far his religious good just
after Mr. Cooke got through attending to
the case of Prof. Bowne. Mr. Cooke had
charged Prof. Bowne with heresy,and Dr.
Buckley's defence of the professor, a de-
fence so successful that the professor was
cleared of the charges, so affected Mr.
(Cooke that he was impelled to get after Dr.
Buckley.

Dr. Buckley in the course.of his work of

| defence had sent some of those things Mr,

(‘ooke's way which are sometimes described
in real literature as barbed shafts, and it was
openly whispered at Dr. Buckley’s trial be-
fore nine clergymen in Brooklyn a few weeks
ago that it was the itch of some of those
barbed things which had led to the pro-
ceedings which had brought Dr. Buckley
to the bar of the church.

Be that as it may, the nine clerical judges
exonerated Dr. Buckley, and one member
of the court said afterward that Mr. Cooke
geemed imbued with a desire to set the
course of Methodism in a very atraight and
narrow way, that he was painfully honest
in his convictions and that hia chief trouble
lay in a parrowness which engendered mis-
apprehensions and gave rise to ill founded

charges.

*“He is an humble pastor of a New Eng-
land church.” said this ministerial judge,
“who unfortunately believes that some of
those in the high places of Methodismare
not conforming to its rules.”

Mr. Cooke, in fact, is so convinend that
some of these high dignitaries or furction-
aries of his church are not conforiming to
proper rules that he has published a pam-
phlet which he hadentitled “The Integnty of
Our Episcopacy.” which according t
some n; ite sub-titles is “Revealing a Crisi
in the Affairs of Methodism.” and furthe:-
more contains “Some Suag:ntion_n to the
General Conference of 198"  Incidentally
Dr. Buckley, before hiatrial on Mr. Cooke's
charges, had refused to permit an adver-
tisement of Mr. Cooke's mphlet to ap-
pear in the columns of the Christian Advocale.
January having seen Dr. Buckley tried
and February seen him cleared, March sees
Mr, Cooike in the broad light of day once
more with charges against Chancellor Day,
for the foundation of which Mr. Cooke
has gone back to the Sth day of May,
1908, on which occasion he alleges that the
chancellor gave uttarance to such wicked
words as these, to wit:

Anarchy of the sort practised By President
Roosevelt is the most dangerous kind of
anarchy. Anarchisin in the White House
i# the most perilous anarchism that has ever
threatened our conn'ry. It means anarchy
if the Judges are to be set aside and their
verdicts upheld to criticism by the President.

Now paragraph 30 of the general rules
of the Methodist Church says among other
things:

It is therefore expected of all who con-
tinne therein that they shall continue to
evidence their desire of salvation, first, by

doing no harm, by avoiding evil of every
kind, especially that most generally prac-
tised, such as * * * uncharitable or un-

In the juxtapesition of these two axtracts
lies the gist of the char, which Mr. Cooke
has preferred against . Day and which
have been forwarded to the Presiding Elder
of the New York district of the New York
conference of the Church, the Rev. Dr.
P. M. Watters of Yonkers.

Mr. Cooke of Brandon is a member of
the Troy, N. Y., conference, but Mr. Day,
almhnugﬁ residing in Syracuse. continues
to be technically a member of the New
York conference. And as the rules of the
Church provide that the accused and the
accuser shall be brought face to face, the
matter comes before the Presiding Elder
of the accused's distriot, who may appoint
a committee to hear the charges, which
committee may report to the conference,
or the charges may lie over and no straight
before the conference, )

All the indications in the present instance

int to the Cooke charges going straight

fore the conference which meets in St.
James's Church in this city on April 1, but
Dr. Watters declines to make any announce-
ment upon the subject, inasmuch as by
the rules he must act as judge in case of
the appointment of a committee to hear the
charges. .

It is within the power of the Presiding
Elder to reject the charges should he con-
sider them of teoo trivial a nature to be
heard formally, but in the case of a man
prominent as Chancellor Day, to say noth-
ing of the more prominent man whose name

i in the case of these charges is linked with

his, it seems doubtfil if they can be set
aside readily.

HEARST TO 60 IT ALONE.

His National Party to Held Its Convention
After the Others,

The authoritative announcement by Will-
iam R. Hearst that the National Independ-
ence League, of which he ia the control-
ling spirit, will not in the approaching
Presidential battle support Theodore
Roosevelt, William J. Bryan or Gov. John-
son of Minnesota, but is to go it alone,
nominating its own Presidential ticket,
was food for political gossip hereabout
yosterday.

The announcement was interpreted to
mean that Mr. Hearst's National Inde-
pendence League will not support any can-
didate to be named by the Republicans at
Chicago or any candidate to be named by
the Democrats at Denver, but that in addi-
! tion to naming its own Presidential ticket
the Independence Leagues of the different
States are to name State tickets as well.

Mr. Hearst’'s National Independence
League, according to the announcement
made at Chicago on February 22, is to be
known as the National party and is to have

licans and Democrats have adjourned.

Mr. Hearst made this additional an-
nouncement: “The Independence y
is going to nominate its own candidate
[for President] and is going to vote for
him with a strength anﬁ a heartiness of
numbers that is likely to be a revelation
to the older and sadder political organi-
zations. If it does not elect this candidate
of ita own in this particular election it is
going to lay the solid foundation for doing
80 in the next.”

The Republicans who discussed Mr.
