Prices of stocks ylelded €o-day under
the Influence of & sentiment in the finanocial
distriot which was almost universal that
desplte the many encoursging factors
that have recently developed in the general
situation the upward movement in stock
market values had been of too violent a

nature to be further prolonged without
some Intervening period of reaction and
digestion. If the advanoing movement
had been continued throughout the day
the rise in values would have been carried
on through eleven suoccessive sessions of
the Btook Exohange, with ounly one day
during this time when the average quota-
tion for the leading stocks olosed at a re-
oession. A sustained upward swell of such
oharsoter is most unusual in polat of time
in Stook Exchange fluctuations, even if
greater advances have been recorded in a
similar period, and as it is the almost un-
Interrupted advance in the principal rail-
road stocks up to the opening of buainess
this morning was nearly six points. Never-
theless, despite the prevalenoe of scepticism
a8 to the immediate continuance of the
rise, the market was still very strong in the
early hours of business to-day, absorbing
without difficulty a large quantity of
liquidating sales and rising before noon to
the highest level of the month, Net gains
over the final figures of Saturday of be-
tween one and two points were made in
the prominent issues, and it seemed at one
time as if the advancing tendency was
almost getting out of bounds. But liquida-
tion went on steadily, however, and the
market st last suooumbed under it, as of
courss it was bound %o do sooner or later,
Speculative selling for the decline was no
doubt increased as prices receded, but the
only feature of the day's trading was the
large and persistent profit taking which
became urgent in the olosing portion of
business hours. Final prices were at or
near the lowest and were usually at con-
siderable declines.

There is every reason to believe that
prices would have fallen to-day whatever
the news might have been, and attempts
therefore to make out that the decline was
due to the decision of the Supreme Court
of the United States upholding the con-
victions obtained by the Government in
what are known as the Armour packing
cases were not very conolusive. The de-
cisions were merely to the effect that the
well known Elkins act applied to the cases
in question, although there were some
technicalities In the matter which caused
the Court to take ita stand on this particu-
lar issue by a divided vote. less was
heard to-day very paturally about Jusl
week’s rumors to the effect that the Gov-
ernment proposes to adopt & concillatory
attitude hereafter, or at least for the time

being, in its policy regarding corporations, |

and more or less suspicion was engendered
that this revision of policy might be found
to be more in the interest of the labor unions
than employers. The formal announce-
ment of the character of the suits soon to
be brought against the Southern Pacific
Company, in addition to the proceedings
by which the Upion Pacific Railroad's
control of the Southern Pacific Company
1# sought to be destroyed, did not convey
the impression that, as concerning certain
railroad organizations at least, the officers
o' the Government are animated by any
more consideration than they have been
in the past; and some degree of pessimistic
comment was excited by the statement
of the president of the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad Company,
recently published, to the effect that divi-
dends upon his company's stock would be
reducad before wages were. Flood damage
to railway lines in the Northwest and the
passing of the quarterly dividend on the
preferred stock of the Crucible Steel Com-
pany were also stock market influences
in a measure, although offset as market
factors by the action of the Appellate Divi-
sion of the State Supreme Court in refus-
ing to sustain the contention of the Attor-
ney-General in the suit brought by him
to annul the charter of the Consolidated
(Gias Company, by the advance in the semi-
annual dividend distribution on the common
stock of the Minneapolis, St. Paul and Sault
Ste. Marie Railroad Company and by the
continued firmness of the markets for lead
and copper. The full statement of the
country's exports and imports in February
as they became available this moring
for the first time also made very cheering
reading. Merchandise exporta decreased
for the month $8,350,541, a smaller falling
off from the preceding month than waa
indicated & few days agb, when only
the volume of agricultural exports was
made known. As it was exports for Feb-
ruary were the largest on record for the
period and imports for the month again
diminished in such an extraordinary way
~falling off nearly $44,000,000—that the
excess of exports for the month rose to
$88,743,361, the largest gain shown in Feh-
ruary for the last ten years. The trade
balanoce in the country's favor too for
the first eight months of the flscal year
stands now at $520,880,724, being the largest
excess thus shown since 1900 and making
it very possible that the balance in our
favor for the year as a whole will also be
the greatest in our history.

Prioes Esasler Aftor Some Early Firmness

Cash Trade Quiet—Larger Northe

western Wheat Recelpts—New Crop
Outlook Geod.

Wheat declined owing to long liquidation
due partly to good weather on both sides of
the Atlantic and partly to large Northwest-
ern receipts and world's exports. Besides
foreign markets declined, though Liverpool
before the close rallied, on “good outside
support, wheat cargoes belng 1% to 8d. up.”
Broomhall put the total world's exports at
11,504,000 bush., against 10,708,000 in the
previous week and 9,328,000 last year.

Crop reports in the main were bearish.
Snow sent highly favorable reports in re-
gurd to Kansas snd Oklahoma. Liverpool
closed equal to *j0. higher on futures, but
Berlin declined 5-180. and Paris partly e,
Budapest was unchanged, On ths whole,
however, the foreign news was disappoint-
ing to the advooates of higher prices, Pat-
ten, Armour, Barrell, Yove, Logan, Pringle,
Warren and the Northern Grain Company
were reported to have sold. Commission
liouses bonght In some cases, but with the
weather and crop news favorable the buy-
ing was mainly to cover shorts,

The export trade ocontinued dull. The
Northwestern recelpts were about 80 cars
larger than a year ago. Winnipeg got 333
cars, against 181 last year, Pit traders ham-
mered the new crop months,

On the other hand an active milling demand
was reported at some points, There were
some complaints of green bugs and of Hes-
sian fly. The stock at Minneapolis has de-
creased 50,000 bush, in two days. Kansas
advices reported small farm reserves. The
visible supply decreased 1,213,000 bush,
against an increase of 1,604,000 last year. A
strong market for corn early (n the day had
some effect.

But in the main sentiment was bearish ow-
ing largely to favorable weather and crop
reports, nn( believe that the strength of
the cash position must bring about consider-
ably higher prices later on. At the moment,
however, the favorable outlook for the new
crop is the dominant factor,
