CORPORATIONS DOCTORS.

Appellate Division Upholds the Cenviction
of the Woodbury Institate.

The conviction at Special Sessions of the
John H. Woodbury Dermatological Insti-
tute of a misdemeanor in “unlawfully ad-
vertising to practise medicine without
lawful authority and legislation,” was up-
held yesterday by the Appellate Division
of the Supreme Court by a divided opinion,
the Justices standing four to one. The

decision also upholds the fine of $100 imposed |,

on the corporation.
Justice Laughlin and Presiding Justice
Patterson hold that the prohibition im-

posed by statute extends as muoh to a
corporation as to a person, and that while,
in a technical sensp, a corporation cannot
“practise” medicine, yet there is statutory
provision to enable corporations to receive
patients and provide suitable accommoda-
tions for their care and treatment and
employ physicians and surgeons to treat
them. Justice Laughlin adds:

This being 8o, | see no public good or ad-
vanoement in the cause of relleving the com-
munity from the imposition of quackery
that will flow from a judicial decision that
a corporation thus authorized to receive
and provide for the medical or surgical treat-
ment of patients may not advertise that it
prescribes medicines sor performs surgical
operations, for the reason that it is not and
cannot be registered as a physician or sur-
geon, and that it is physically impossible
for it to so prescribe or perform operatinng
because of its inanimate nature, but that it
may lawilly advertise just what it in fact
does, and that is that it receives patients
and employs physicians and surgeons to
treat them, for everybody knows that that
I8 the only way it could treat them,

Justios Laughlin holds therefore that a
duly authorized corporation engaged in
the treatment of patients may advertise
ita business, and as a corollary, a cor-
poration such as the Woodbury Institute,
which was not duly authorized to receive
patients, bit was merely incorporated to
manufacture chemical preparations and
sell literature, may not advertise that it is
engaged in a medical business and prepared
to receive and treat patients. noe its
s0 advertising was a violation of Section 15
of the Medical Law passed in 1807, which
prohibits any upauthorized Jperson to
“advertise to practise medicine.

Justice Houghton's dissenting opinion
will probably form the basis of an appeal
by the Woodbury corporation, as he sug-

te that if the contention of the peop

n this case is correct many corporations
maintaining sanitariume and hospitals
throughout the State violate the law when-
ever they advertise that they conduct such
establishments.

SUBWAY ORATORY SHUT OFF,

But Plans for Bullding Fourth Ayeoue Line
in Sections Advaneed Somew hat.

The plans adopted by the Public Service
Commission for the building of the Fourth
avenue (Brooklyn) subway came up for
consideration at yesterday's meeting of the
Board of Estimate. The board referred the
matter to a committee consisting of Comp-
troller Metz, Chief Engineer Lewis of the
Board of Estimate and Corporation Counsel
Pendleton. The committee is to report at
the meeting of the board next Friday.

The committes was dirbcted particulaxly
to report on & proposition made by Mr.
Lewis that the tunnel should be built piece-
meal and that money should be appropri-
ated at once for the building of a section
from Nassau strest to Willoughby street
and on a resolution offered by Comptrollér
Metz that the work of building three sec-
tions, extending from Nassau street to
Sack ett street, should be undertaken by
the city.

Comptroller Metz offered a resolution
that the hoard should approve at this time
of the entire route. [t was voted down.

The meeting of the board was attended
by about three hundred property owners
and real estate speoulators from Brooklyn,
most of whom have been attending such
hearings for years. The delegation wore
