It was arrang: to-day etween the
President, Benator Aldrich, Pepresentative
Payne and Representative Dalzell that the
tariff inquiry resolution should be put
through without delay. The preseat in-
tentio *, as a result of the conferencs be-
tween these four, is to have a special ses-
sion of the Sixtieth Congress, probably as
early as March, 1909, for the purpose of
tariff revision,

The Beveridge child labor bill, which
excludes from interstate oommerce all
artioles produced by ohild labor, will not
be pressed. The Distriot of Columbia child
labor bill is intended to serve as & model
for Btates and to induce States to enact such
legiglation. The anti-injunction propositions
have met with so much opposition already
that none of them will in all probability
be inclhded in the legislative programme
but it is expected that Mr. Roosevelt will
say a good word for the anti-injunction
cause in his special message,

The President is anxious to get on the
statute books an act amendatory to the
Sherman anti-trust law, and it was with
that purpose that he has badn holding con-
ferences with representatives of the Civic
Federation and. others. Mr., Roosevelt
desires to have the law amended in several
réspects. He wants it so changed as to
permit rallroads and industrial corporations
to make combinations under ocertain re-
strictions. The latest proposal considered
by the President and those with whom
he has been conferring is that the Sher-
man law shall be so amended as to insert
the word “unreasonable” among the first
few words of section 1, which now reads gé
follows:

“Every contract or combination in the
form of a trust or cth rwise, or cons iraey
in restraint of trade or commercs among
the ssveral Stet s or with forelen nations.
is heraby declarad to be {llleral.”
