NEWTHEATRE DIRECTOR HERE?

Granville Barker, to Whom Rumor Glves
the Job, on the Celtio.

Granville Barker, the young English
playwright and actor-manager, who, ac«
cording to general report, ia goiog to be
the director of the New Theatre, arrived
yoaterday aboard the White Star liner
Celtio. He is not a veteran voyager and
was seasick several days on the mighty
rough trip of the big liner. His first im-
pressions of the town were formed through
rain and mist and his mental attitude to
his interviewers was a trifle foggy, too.
He said he had come here to look over the
situation and talk with the promoters of
the enterprise. He had talked last sum-
mer in Paris with Otto H. Kahn and Mr,
Kahn had suggested that he take under
oonsideration the project of assuming
the art directorship of the theatre. He
could not say what he would do until he
had discussed the matter with Mr. Kahn
and others interested

Mr. Barker is not 82 and has been for
four years manager with J. E. Vedrenne of
the little Court Theatre, in Sloane Square,
(‘helsea, celebrated for [ts artistic suc-
cesses, He is a friend and ardent ad-
mirer of Bernard Shaw, whose reputation,
he sald yesterday, was as solid as “one
of your skyscrapers.”

Accompanying him on the Celtic waa
William Archer, the London dramatio
critic. They publshed last year a booklet
in which they advocated the establish-
ment of a national theatre in which no
play should be performed more than two
nights conseoutively. The authors of the
plays should receive 10 per cent. of the
gross receipts and the stook company
should consist of forty-two actors and
twenty-four actresses,

Mr. Barker intimated somewhat hazily
that his ideal theatre might be somewhat
on the order of that he and Mr. Archer
hag written about, He said there was &
preponderance of the spirit of commercial-
ism in the drama in London, and his idea
was not to work with his eye primarily on
the box office receipts. K:: wanted I o
dom to experiment. At times Mr. Rarker
talked in the cryptic manner of Mr. Shaw.
He said a .play was not born until it was
produced: that Maeterlinck was *decorative
rather than dynamic.” Ibsen, he said,
would always have an audience, and it
probably never would be a large one he
would not say even that it might be an in-
tellectual one. Liking the Ibsen drama was
a mere matter of personal taste. A critio
had declared that Ibsen was not “whole-
pome.” Mr. Barker did not agree with
that. Personally he did not like onions,
but there was a general belief that they
were wholegome nevertheless,

If he should aooemt the management of
the New Theatre, Mr. Barker let it he
vaguely inferred, he should want to have
free rein, He said he might stay here
about a week and that he could not tell,
yerhaps until his return to England, what
iw would do about the proposition. He
has bmu;ht over one pew play, “A Chinese
Lantern,” written in collaboration with
Laurence Housman, and several others ex-
clusively his own. He favored the abolition
of the dramatic censorship in England, not
becaus® the censor suppressed Mr. Barker's
play, “Waste,* but because it was an an-
tediluvian and worthless sort of an offige,

Mr. Barker and Mr. Archer were enter-
tained last night at the Players by David
Bisp bam at a dinner attended by a number
of actors, managers and others interested
in the New Theatre.

OPERA IN PHILADELPHIA,

Plans for the Next Season There—Brooklyn
to He Favored Also.

The final arrangements by which the Phil-
adelphia season of opera given by the com-
pany from the Metropolitan Opera House
will next year be extended considerably
will be made to-day. The Philadelphia sub-
scribers have offered to guarautee to the
company $7,000 for eight representations
in addition to the sixteen now given, This
will bring the number of performances ane
nounced for next season up to twenty-four,
So with Mr., Hammerstein's opera house
also giving opera Philadelphia will have a
greater supply than ever before,

The Metropolitan company will also
make during the present week the final
arrangements to give a seriea of ten }{rr—
formances of opera in Brooklyn. These
will be given in the new Academy of Music
on Monday nights, and there has been

romised to the company a satisfactory

nancial guarantee.

The performances in Brooklyn and Phila-
delphia, taken together with those to be
given by the company at the Metropolitan,
will bring up the number during the season
to more than a hundred representations of
grand opera.

Free Chorus School at the Metropolitan.

The Metropolitan Opera Company will
have next year a free chorus school which
will be not alone for the development of
the voice, but will also include courses of
elementary music, sight reading, lan-
guages and etage deportment. As the
pupils acquire ability and experience they
will get a salary for chorus work. The
salary will increase as they become more
proficient. Preference in the choice of
pupils will be given to applicants of Ameri-
can birth ng good voices and hav-
ing fair stage presence. The managerent
of the ra house will utilize the servicea
of the chorus students by assigning them
as supernumeraiies in the regular opera per-
formances, for which services they wiil get
the regular supérnumerary’s fee.
