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°D. 1 HILL NANED FOR BERLIN

AMBASSADOR TOWER TO GIVE
U'P POST ON JUNE 1.

——

President Sends Nomination to the Sepate
With Thete of Beaupre and Spencer
FEddy —Wants the Subject Dropped -
Beriin Thinks the Seeret Is Out,

Wasginarox, March 31.<The end of the
German-American incident arising from
the reported opposition of Emperor
William to Dr. David Jayne Hill, was
officially announced to-day with the
transmission to the Senate of Dr. Hill's
nomination as Ambassador to Germany.
Charlemagne Tower, the present Ameri-

'\ ean Ambagsador at Berlin, has sent in his

resignation to take effect June 1, and it
has been accepted.

With Dr, Hill'a name the Preaident sent
to the Senate the nominations of Arthur
M. Beaupre of lllinois to be Minister to
the Netherlands and Luxemburg, succeding
Hill, and of Spencer F. Fddy of IMNinois to
be Minister to the Argentine Republie,
succeeding DBegupre. Mr. Eddy is now
secretary of the embassey at Berlin

On account of the great reticence on
the subject observed in official eircles and
the desire of President Koosevelt and his
advisers to have the subject dropped and
forgotten it cannot be learned in any
authoritative way whether Mr, Tower's
resignation was tendered as a result of the

embarrassing incident arising from hin
telegram to the State Department that
there was “opposition” to Dr. Hill on the
part of the Kaiser. A few davs ago it was

said in oficlal cuarters that Mr. Tower
had never resigned formally, so that his
resignation seems to have been cabled
since the Hill incident was begun

Mr, Tower's resignation appears to have
been a voluntary act on his part, however,
although the date set for his retirement
8 earlier than that mentioned by him in
a previous communication. He indicated
then that he would remain in Berlin until

A t., The setting forward of the data
l*‘n to have been due to a desire on the
paW® of the Administration and Mr. Tower

to give Dr. Hill the opportunity of pre-
senting his credentials to the Emperor

_ without any great delay in order to empha-

gize that there was and is not the slightest
objection on the Emperor's part to receiv-

ing him
The Hill incident is ended, the offcials
declare, and nothing has come to light to

indicate that President Roosevelt holds
Mr. Tower in any degree responsible for
what has oceurred. Too much idle gossip
on the part of prominent members of the
society set in Berlin is given as the basis
for the supposed opposition to Dr. Hill

HERLIN THINKS THE TRUTH I8 KNOWN,

BeruiN, March 31.—All America and
Europe now so well knows the truth of the
lamentable episode concerning the Ameri-
can Ambassadorship here that the only
excuse for a further reference to it is the
extraordinary outburst of comment by the
CGerman press to-day. The organ of the
Copservatives of the Extreme Right de-
clares that whoever suggested doubts of
Dr. Hill's suitability did the Kaiser a bad
service, as the utterance of such doubts
might have easily disturbed the friendly
relations with the United States which he
desires,

The National Zeitung prays that
benevolent destiny may preserve Berlin
from becoming the ElI Dorado of di-
plomatists who owe their position less Lo
ability than to wealth.

The Tagliche Rundschau thinks the

Germania, the organ of the Centre party,
asks whether the Chancellor had knowledge
of Ambassador Tower's letter, acoording
to which, the paper declares, the greatest
possible outlay by the.

A man named
Smith and a woman known as *“Chicago
May " Churchill attempted to murder Guerin
in London last June. They were arrested
and tried. Smith was sentenced to penal
servitude for life and the woman received a
sentenoce of fifteen years penal servitude.

Havana, March 81.—The Munioipal Coun-
oll of Cienfuegos has unanimously voted to
annul the aqueduot contract held by Mr,
Ryley and to either call for new bids or
have the city iteelf, aided by the State, do
the work. Gov. Magoon has the power to
overrule the oounocil's decision, but he will
probably refer the matter to Washington,

A deputation of the Conservative party
visited Gov. Magoon to-day to inform him
regarding the oconstitution of the party.
The rumors that the Conservatives will
ocoalesce with the Zayista faotion of the
Liberal party are now disoredited. It ls
believed the Conservatives will put a full
ticket of their own in the feld.

Sefior Guerreras, a delegate from San-
tiago, submitted to the party a plank plead-
ing that the Conservatives stand for com-
plete independance and for the seouring
of mich an interpretation of the Platt amend-
ment as will prevent in the future inter-
vention by the U'nited Ntates in the affairs
of Cuba except to wupport the existing
Government. This was modified by the
convention, the party recognizing that at
present it was impossible to secure com-
plete independence or any modification
of the Matt amendment.

MaNiLa, March 81 -Dr. Dominador Go-
mez, (he anti-American agitator who was
expelled from the Assembly on February
11 last by a vote of # to 35, was returned
to the Assembly from the First district of
Manila to-day to fill the vacancy made by
his expulsion. His majority was between
400 and 500, and the result was not unex-
pected, as he has many supporters,

Members of the Assembly generally ex-
press indignation that Gomez should again
present himself and declare that he will
not be seated. Justo Lukben, who was de-
feated by Gomez in the first election and
again in the sscond vote, will protest, It is
probable that the matter will be disposed of
forthwith.

Libel Charge Against Woman ‘“Who Says
she's His Wife,

Loxpox, March 381.—Prince Victor of
Thurn and Taxis has brought suit against
Josephine Moffitt, the former American
showgirl, and the 'Daily Ezpresa because
of an interview published in which Joseph-
ine Moffitt alleged that she was the Prince's
wife and that he married and left her in
America, where she is afraid to return be-
cause of the Prince's many creditors.

The interview further set forth that she
had come to England iv give the Prince
an opportunity of meeting her unmolested
by money lenders. The case is to be heard
on April 4,

The troubles of the young woman, who
called herself Mrs. Taxis and who said she
married the Prince of Thurn and Taxis
by clasping hands across a table and ex-
changing troths, became public in this
city on July 12 of last year, when she went
to a newspaper and announced that the
Prince, her husband, had disappeared after
a quarrel with her, She managed to keep
before the public pretty well from that
time on. First there was a pin which the
Prince was said to have bought for $300 on
credit and which somebody pawned, Her
lawyers had some trouble to prove that
she had nothing to do with the pawning,
and a lot of love letters said to have been
written by the Prince to her were pub-
lished as an incident of the court hearin
for the recovery ofithe trinket by the jewel-
lers. Next the farniture of the young
woman's rooms, at 480 Park avenue, were
seized for a bill of $500 that the Prince left
unpaid. Shesailed for Europe on March 19,
deolaring that she would look up the Prince
and if necessary her grievanoces to
the Emperor of Austrii.

Mrs. Taxis, as she called herself, was
formerly Miss Josephine Weat, & naiive of
Jacksonville, Fla. She confessad to being
20 years old, She appeared on the stage in
vaudeville and as a showgirl in sores Shu-
bert productions as Josephine Moffitt.

VIDAYER IS TWICE INDICTED

ON CNARGES OF EXTORTION IN
HAMILTON BANK CASE.

Jackason Will Meve Tomorrew to Have the
Presentment AWeeting His Integrity
Growing Out of the Samie Bank Case
Expunged and Nol Nent te Albamy.

Two indictments were filed yesterday
by the Grand Jury against Nathan Vidaver,

who was one of Attorney-General Jackson's |

special deputies. The indictments are for
attempted extortion, and Vidaver will be
arraigned this morning before Judge Foster
of General Sessions,

The Grand Jury finished its investigation
of the Vidaver case yesterday afternoon.
The witnesses examined were Froderick W.
Searing, William R. Montgomery, ex-presi-
dent of the Hamilton Bank, and Detective
Norman J. Fitzsimmons of the District
Attorney's oMice, who arrested Vidaver.

The testimony before the Grand Jury
was about the same as that brought out at
the hearings before Magistrate Herrman on
the extortion charge made against Vidaver
by Montgomery. The first indictment is
based on the charge that lawyer Moses
Grossman for Montgomery paid $600 to
Vidaver. The second indictment relates
to the $600 in marked bills which were
handed to Vidaver by Montgomery in the
Astor House on the day of Vidaver's arrest.

Montgomery swore at the police court
hearings that he believed that the money
he paid was to go to Attorney-General
Jackson. It was in the office of Mr. Bear-
ing, Montgomery says, that he and Vidaver
and Grossman talked over the payment of

$1,500 to prevent any criticism of Mont- !

gomery as head of the Hamilton Bank com-
ing from the Atloruey-General's office,

Runs & Loag Way, but Surrenders ‘B
eause Murderers Always Get Caught."

ORaxoR, N, J., March M.—Alfred
MoGrath, 16 years old, of 237 Bouth Nioth
street, Newark, Is lying dangerously

wounded in the Orange Memorial Hospital
to-night and Ralph Marasco, one year his
Junibr, who lives at 86 Sixth avenue, New-
ark, s & prisoner at Police Headquarters,
Fast Orange, where he confessed that he
shot the MoGrath boy beocause the latter
got a job he wanted,

After the shooting Marasco ran as far as
the Lackawanna station in Orange. There
he oonoluded It was not worth while to
run away, because, as he said, “murderers
always get oaught somehow or other.” 8o
he hid his pistol and retraced his stepe,
inquiring the way until he reached Police
Headquarters, where he gave himself up,

saying:

Xl'm the boy what shot the kid, I done
it because | had & grudge against him for
getting my job.”

Marasco was taken before Chief of Police
Bell and readily told his story. He said
that about a week ago he saw an advertise-
ment in & newspaper which said that a
bo“vu wanted at the habe store
of W. 8. Roberts, &85 Broad street, Newark.
He applied for the plice, but just about
the same time MoGirath appeared and was
engaged. Marasco felt would surely
have got the job If MoGirath had kept away
and he became very angry and swore that
he would have revenge.

He stole his father's pistol, of .38 calibre,
and carried this about for several days,
watching McGrath's movewents, until fin-
ally this evening he saw him walk up Broad
street with a bundle to be delivered in Fast
Orange. Molrath boarded a trolley car
and Marasco jumped on a track to follow.
At Walnut street, East Orange, McGrath
alighted from the car and walked north.

Marasco followed, and with the revolver
in his ket he walked up to MeGrath
and ed what time it was. McGrath
turned to answer and Marasco fired at him
through the pocket, the bullet strikin
the boy just above the heart. It travell
around & rib aod lodged in the hack near
the spine. Shouting a taunt at the fallen
boi{ Marasco ran away,

State Alleges That lllinols Central Has
Hidden Taxable Gross Reeelpls,
SerinarieLp, I, March 31.—Charges
of iraud sgainst the iliinois Central Rali-
road Company are contained in the amended
bill for an accounting to the Btate of Mlincis
in the suit instituted by Gov.
