Malniested His Winnings on the Deal With
the City In Stocks - Supposed to Have
Clearsd About 8200000 Out of the

Joseph A. Flannery, lawyer and real
eatate manipulator, who Is supposed to
pave cleared something like $200,000 by
the sale to the eity of & site for the Hunts
Point Park in The Bronx, was called as a
wiiness yesterday at the investigation by
the Commissioners of Accounts of Borough
president Haffen's office, Flannery ad-
nitted that he was interested in the deal,
vt he refused to tell what he had paid
for the land, which was sold to the cisy for
282,118, while ite value on the assessment
books was only $48,000,

Flanuery first appeared as attorney for
the owners of the land and wound up as
recorded owper of the property. Just
how the deal was made he refused to tegtify.
As the price paid was fixed by a commisgion
appointed by the Supreme Court the Com-
missioners of Accounts will be unable to
siddle the responsibility directly on the
joliticians who rule The Bronx.

Flannery testitisd that
the sita had originally been owned by
the East Bay Land Improvement Company,
for which he was counsel, and that when

company ga organized and owned, the
lirectors being emplovees of his.

Flannery ineistad that he was the only
man to any extent interested in the sale of
the land to the eity and that no politicians
shared in the profits.

Business —May Settle the Strike,

the coal strike operators in the Pittsburg
district have begun a fight among them-
selves which threatens a rate war and may
end the labor trouble speedily.

The Pittsburg Coal Company has slashed
roriou and has taken contracts amounting

500,000 tons from firme which have been
patrons of independent operators.
