Weamxeton, April 5.—Partisan spirit
is remping higher in the House of Repré-
wontasives at this time than in any seseion

of Congress for many years. In their
onslaught on the Republican majority in
the House the Democrats are using ammu-
tition supplied te them by a Republican
President, The Republieaps are placed
in the attitude of opposing policies formu-
‘nted by a Republican Administration
znd they are decidedly uncomfortable.

When the Democrats early last week
started the filibuster  with the announced
purpose of foroing the Republicans to en-
sct legielation recommended by President
Rocsevelt no feeling of hostility between
the leaders on the respective sides was
manifested. Conditions have changed
within the past few days. The Republi-
can leaders are now in a very ugly frame
of mind, The Demoorats on the other
hand have become very much incensed
over the drastio rules brought in to expe-
lite business and they announce their
ntention to run riot for the rest of the
~easion. !

While the conflict at the beginning was
naugurated by the Democrats for party
idvantage it has now reached a stage
whers Demooratio and Republican leaders
nre making charges of bad faith against
«ach other. Bitter verbal clashes between
tfohn Bharp Williams, the minority leader,
«nd John Dalesll, who is leading the fight
cn the floor for the Republicans, are ex-
pected this week, Mr. Williams is fighting
mad. Mr. Dalgell is mad also. Mr. Will-
ama is calm and composed in debate under
rdinary circumstances, but in extraor-
i \ary ciroumstances like the present he (s
l.zely to lose his temper. Mr. Dalzell can
ne & bitter partisan who pever seeks to
.void trouble

Mr . Williams and Mr. Dalzell are members
'f the Committee on Rules, the all powerful
sody in the House. Mr. Williams declares
:bat his Republican oolleagues on the com-
mittes played a pesky trick on the Demo-
crats last weok With Representative Sher.
man of New York too ill to attend com-
mittee moetings it was possible for Mr,
Wiliams to break a quorum in the eom-
mittes, but by some means or other the
minority leader, so he says, was inveigled
into attending a session of the commitiee
a dayor eo ago. Thereupon a rule waa re-
ported applying the gag, thus rendering
the filibuster less effective than it had been
aarly in the week. Mr. Williame's ire arose
against Mr. Dalzell, and he intends to even
up this week if possible.

Partially exhausted from their strenuous
work of the last week the Republicans
and the Democratic leaders rested up to-
day in expectation of u resumption of ac-
tivities tosmorrow. To-night councils of
war were held in the respective camps.
One of tha bills recommended for passage
in recent messages of President Roosevelt
will be brought into the House to-morrow.
It is the measure providing for the enact-
ment of an employers’ lability law. The
indieations are that it will be passed without
much trouble, but it will afford an oppor-
unity for the Democrats to oreate a little
‘seitement,

The bill was ordered reported by the
{ouse Committee on the Judiciary last
“riday. Opposition to it—if there is oppo-
.vion—will come from the Republican side
[ the House. Representative Littlefield
{ Maine is opposed to the measure on con-
titutiong! grounds, and he will file a mi-
ority report setting forth his views on the
wibjec. If permitted to get the floor he
vill oppose the passage of the hi'l,

The party whips sent out notices to-night
rging members to be in their seata to-
morrow. Members out of town have been
1sked to return to Washington post haste,
In the notice sent to the Demoorats they
are directed to vote “aye® on the em-
ployers' liability bill. “If this measure
loes not pass,” the notice reads, “we want
io place the responsibility for its failure
on the majority.” It is pointed out also
that the Democrats should be in attend-
ance in order that a quorum shall be main-
tained at all timee during the remainder
of the session,

The Republican whip pointed out the
necessity of members of the party being
present in order that the majority might
keep the filibuster within limits.’

That Republicans quite generally are
very much provoked with President Roose-
velt for recommendations which have
placed the majority in the House on the
iefensive is apparent from remarks made
juring the Jast week. The President
mapped out & legislative programme em-
braeing measyures of the highest importance
and lovolving work that would keep Con-
irees busy for many months, The Demmo-
erats took advantage of the
situstion. One of the measures proposed
by the President provided for important
changes in the Sherman anti-trust aot,
and it took form and substance in the
vivie federation bill, which good lawyers
declare legalizes the boycott. In addi-
tion the bill proposes that labor unions
shall be exempted from the provisions of
‘be anti-trust act. The Demoorats intend
1o beat the tomtoms on this bill with a
view to embarrassing the Republicans
and at the same time make a bid for the
labor vote.

Many comservative Democrats are op-
posed to the civio federation bill, but real-
tring that it cannot pass they intend to
zain all the political capital possible out
of the present situation. Samuel Gom-
pers, president of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, appeared before the House
Committee on the Judiclary yesterday
to urge a favorable report on the ecivio
faderation bill. He served notice that
If the bill was not passed the Republicans
would be held responsible.

All of which contributes to the unhap-
piness of the Republicans in Congress.
'ho belief Is expressed here that if the
resent situation continues there will be
open hostility to the Administration on the
floor of the House. The sole blame fovl

Kmvasron, April 5.—~Judge Betta of the
Supreme Court in this distriet, before whom
the case of the suspended Jenkins Trust
Company of Brooklyn has been heard,
handed down last night a memarandum,
preceding a formal order which is to follow,
which prqvides for the discharge of the
temporary receiver of the trust compuny
and its reopening for business. By Llhe
terms of this court order the temporary re-
ceiver {s to turn over the assets of the Jenkine
Trust Company on or before April 11 and
the institution is to reopen its doors for
the resumption of business not later than
April 22,

The form of the order whioh Judge Betts
is to serve on the temporary receiver will
ba agreed upon at a consultation with
State Superintendent of Banks Clark Will-
jams at Albany on Thursday next, at whioh
time the oourt will fix the fees to be paid
to John Mulhall, the temporary receiver,
and his counsel.

Judge Betta's decision to permit of the
reopening of the Brooklyn institution,
which closed its doors in Ootober, is based
on a report recently made to him by Clark
Williams. According to Williams's report,
the assets of the Jenkins Trust Company
now stand at $4,302,712.48; the liabilities,
including the estimated expenses of the
receivership, are $3,750,624.22. This leaves
the capital intact and a surplus of $46,188.24,
In addition to this capital and surplus the
board of directors will be required to deposit
Jointly a direotors' fund of $100,000 prior
to resumption of business. This fund will
be repayable only out of a surplus which
may be accumulated in exoess of $1560,000.

The Jenkins Trust Company has, roughly,
£,000 depositors. Judge Betts's ruling pro-
vides for the payment on demand of all
depositors having in the funds of the com-
pany less than $5 and the payment on
demand also of all depositors who did not
assent to the deferred payment plan upon
which the trust company is to resume
business. This plan makes pravision for
the payment of depositors other thau those
specified in ten montbly instalments and
the payment of all banks which may be
oreditors of the trust company a proportion
of the amount due them upon reopening
and the balance in instalments of thirty,
sixty and ninety days.

The Court, citing the report of the Bank
Superintendent, says it is his opinion that
the assets of the Jenkins conoern revived
will be of much greater value than those
of the company liquidated. Reference is
made to the fact that the resignation of
the old board of directors is in the hands
of A. R, Latson, counsel for the depositors,
and Hugo Hirsch, co®nsel for the direc-
tors.

BLOODSHED IN PORTUGAL.

Lisnoxn, April 5.—~The elections for mem-
bers of the Cortes have proceeded thus
far without a hitch. A feature has been
the extraordinary Repubioan movement in

Lisbon and Oporto.

At last
acoounts, however, the Rapublicans had
secured four seats in Lisbon.

Ninety-nine members of the combined
monarchist parties have been returned
up to the present to the Chamber, which
has a total membership of 148.

TO DETECT ANARCHISTS,

Duty of Asusiant U, §. Atterneys Whe
Have te Do With Nataralization,

'\ ASHINGTON, April 5.—~A conference of
assistant United States attorneys who
represent the Bureau of Immigration and
Naturalization in naturalization proceed-
ings in different parts of the country has
been called to meet in this city on April
20. The conference, it is thought, has a
direct bearing on the anti-anarchist cru-
sade undertaken some time ago hy the
Department of Commerce and Labor

The function of these attorneys is to
represent the Government at the final hear-
ing given to persons who desire to secure
certificates of maturalization and thus
become citizens of the United States. The
bureau, under the law enacted eighteen
months ago, makes an examination not
only of the antecedents of the person who
desires to be naturalized but anlexami-
pation as well of the two persons who sign
the application. This examination is made
through the assistant attorneys who will
meet here on April 20. Special examiners
are detailed to assist the attorneys in their
cirouits.

It is thought that with the facilities at
the command of the 'attorneys they will
prove valuable adjuncts in locating aliens
of anarchistic tendencies.

IS THE EARTH TILTING?

Why English Polar Observer Wants Inters
national Beundaries Marked.

Vicronia, B. O, April 1.+Moses B. Cot-
worth of York, England, who has just re-
turned from Alaska on his way home, gives
some additional facts regarding his theory
that the poles of the earth are shifting.
His theory will be discussed at the next
meeting of the British Association.

The mqvement is caused, he says, by the
immense accumulations of ice along the
Capadian shore of the Arctic Ocean, and
especially in Baffin's Land and Greenland.

CONTRACTORS' PLANT WRECKED
ON CHELSEA IMPROVEMENT.

Hounsesmiths snd Bridgemen's Unlon on
the Job as Well as NonsUnion Men—Just
Hefore Kxplosion the Watehman Saw
Two ‘Men Making for the River.

Two explosions of dynamite and gun-
powder wrecked last night the hoisting
crane and engine of a pler ‘ooutrucﬂng
plant owned by the MoClintio-Marshall
Contracting Company, which had been
established on the North River waterfront
between West Sixteenth and West Seven-
teenth streets preparatory to tha con-
struction of new Pler 5%, which is part of
the Chelsea Improvement, Members of
the Housesmiths and Bridgemen's Union,
as well as non-union men, were employed
by the contracting company. A repre-
sentative of the company said that o far
a8 he knew there had been no trouble with
the men.

Thomas Waldon, a night watchman em-
ployed by the McClintic-Marshall Company,
saw two men walking down the Old'phf
shortly befqre midnight. He thought that
they were going to get into a boat which
had been moorpd at the end of the pier and
paid no attention to their movements. A
few minutes later thg explosions came,

The watohman ran down into the yards
by the side of the old pier where the McClin-
tio-Marshall Company had erected a steam
power plant and a hoisting crane. He found
that the crane had been unssated and
hurled over upon its side and that the boiler
and surrounding fittings of the stationary
engine had been ripped out. There were
deep holes in the soil underneath both
pieces of machinery.

The noise of the explosion was heard as
far north along the riverfront as West
Eighty-sixth street and over the whole
Chelsea and Oreenwich village section,
Waldon notified Police Headquarters and
policemen were sent from the West Twen-
tieth street station to investigate.

Waldon told the police that after the ex-
plosion he had not seen the two men who
walked down the pier return and that he
believed they had made their way down
the river in the boat which had been moored
to the end of the old pier

There had not been any dynamite or
other explosive in the equipment of the
MoClintio-Marshall Company, Waldon said,
and what had been used must have heen
brought to the spot by the men who did
the wreoking of the plant

It was figured out by the police that the
first explosion, which wrecked the crane,
was of dynamite, The second explosion
peemed to come from the inside of the
boiler, and the police thought that it was
caused by gunpowder,

The work on the new piers started about
a week ago. The police learned that it was
partly a non-union job. Four watchmen
were employed to guard the materials
used in construction. They were stationed
along the line of the piers and declared
after the explosion that no one had passed
during the evening.

The last preceding attack upon the city
construotion work upon which bridgemen
are employed was made when on January
31 a leaf of the two leaved drawbridge
being built by the American Bridge Com-
pany over East Chester oreek was 8o
loosened by unbuckling the clamps of the
oables that held it that it fell into the
water. It was only on March 25 that the
New York and Long Branch Railroad
bridge at Perth Amboy was blown up by
dynamite.

The MoClintic-Marshall Company has
its headquarters in Pittsburg and Potts-
town, Pa, Edward R. Ensocoe, the local
representative of the company, sald last
night that his workmen had been prepar-
ing ta aract Dlors 07, b8 and 59, working on
a subcontract for R, P. and J. H. Btaats,
who have the contract from the city for the
new piers,

Mr. Enscoe said that neither his com-
pany nor the main contractors had had any
trouble with the workmen, as fur as he
knew. He said that the Housesmiths and
Bridgemen's Union included most of the
men on the job, '

The hoisting plan, Mr. Enscoe said, had
just been put in place. He could give no
estimate of the damage.

All the new piers from No, 57 to No. 62
are to be a part of the Chelsea improve-
ment. Pier 58 is one of those to be leased
to the International Mercantile Marine
Company and will be occupied by the At-
lantio Transport liners. The new piers
are to be 500 feet long, with double decked
steel sheds.

ABRUZZI GUEST OF THE KING.

Has'Long Talk With Queen Margherita —In-
dications of & Family Counell.

Rome, April 5. —The Duke of the Abruzzi
arrived here at noon to-day. He is the
guest of King Vietor Emmanuel at the
Quirinal Palace. The Duke visited ex-
Queen Margherita and spent most of the
afternoon in her company.

The prevailing impression is that the
Duke's visit to Rome is connected with his
proposed marriage with Miss Katherine
Elkins. There is some speculation as to
why he did not comhe to Rome as soon as
he returned to Italy from the United States.
Much significance is attached to the faot
that the Count of Turin, another cousin
of the King, is also a guest at the Quirinal,

There is a likelihood that the Duke of
Aosta and the Duke of Genoa will come to
Rome. If they do all the male members
of the House of Bavoy of adult years will
be reunited The obvious deduotion is
that a family council is to be held to disouss
the proposed marriage of the Duke of the
Abruzzi and Miss Elkins previous to the
granting of the royal sanction.

No definite information will be pub-
lished, it is understood, before the ques-
tion of marriage is definitely settled.

the oresta from overwhelming her. Mean-
while the embryonic Minorcas were getting
{nto a condition that promised to make it
impossible for them to become natives of
America, .

Irving still had hopes when he got here,
but Customs Inspector Rowland Story, who
is n breeder of fancy chickens, told him that
no alien Minorcas would ever come out of
those eighteen eggs because they had been
addled by the pitching and tossing of theship.
The inspector said that if the trip had been
a few days longer Irving would have had
merely a large omelet.

$100,000 secured by them last week were
picked np on the beach and not taken from
the hold of the wrecked steamer Sylvia,
which went ashore on Sow and Pigs Ledge

a few weaks ago. 1Uf the stamps were got

aboard the broken hull no salvage can be

olaimed, but if they were washed upon
the beach then a claim can be entered.
The American Bank Note Company of
New York sent Arthur W. Woglom, a special
agent, to Cuttyhunk yesterday to investi-
gate the matter. Mr. Woglom could not
understand how the stamps floated ashore,
as they were packed in heavy zine lined
boxes, but the Cuttyhunk people assert
that the box was cast ashore by the waves.

The stamps are of the current Newound-

land two and five cent issue, and one woman

is said to have stamps of a face value of
$80,000, All of the two cent stamps are
sald to have heen sald and a collsotor of
this city has 100,000 in his possession.

The only damage to the stamps is that
the mucilage is washed off, and that the
sheets in many cases are so stuok together
that considerable difficulty will be ex-
perienced in separating them.

There were two boxes of stamps on board
the steamer and they were consigned to the

Newfoundland Post Office Department.

“A NO. 1" GIVES UP TRAMPING,

He Has Travelled More Than 300,000
Miles at & Cost of 87.80,

MippLerown, N. Y., April 5.—-*A No. 1,*
the most famous tramp in the world, has
oleared up the mystery of his identity and
is going to write a book of his adveatures.
Since 1888, when he started tramping, this
curious fellow has been known everywhere
as “A No, 1," and this title is seen on fenoes,

He does
not beg, but gets a living by carving artistio
images from Irish potatoes.

THEY WERE RETURNING FROM A
MARRIAGE REHEARSAL.

Bridesto-Be and Her Sister, Danghtors of
Adelph Morris, Are Badly Hurt—Streét
Car Smashed Aule' Against Elevated
Plilar and Gasolene Tank Exploded.

An automobile with seven persons in it,
turning to go weat through Beventy-ninth
street from Columbus avenue at §:30 o'clook
yesterday afternoon, was struck by a sur-
face car, which jamnmed It up against a
pillar of the elevated rallroad. The jar
of the collision started the gasolene tank
leaking. The fuel dripped down around
the pilof lamp and there was an explosion,

The flames shot up very high, touching
the roadbed of the elevated, and then set to
work on the auto, which was securely
pinned in between the car and the plllar.
The riders in the automobile were Besale,
Rosalind and Florence Morris, Clarence
Mott, Simon Newman and George M. Port,
it addition to the chauffeur, Richard Large.

Florence Morris managed to get out
through the rear of the car and was not
hurt, The men also leaped out and Mott
at once tried to got out Bessie Morris, to
whom he is engaged. She and Rosalind
were extricated within a few seconds, but
both were badly burned about the face.

Beesie Morris, who is 21 years old and a
very handsome girl, was burned ‘worse than
her sister, who is two years younger. They
almoat fainted from the pain, but were able
to walk to a house near by on Seventy-ninth
atreet, thrown open to them by one of the
persons who had heard the noise of the ex-
plosion. According to those about it could
be heard for three blocks. Policeman Ryan
of the West Bixty-eighth street station
called an ambulance from Roosevelt Hos-
pital and the sisters were taken there. Late
last night it was reported that although
both were in great pain neither was in
danger of dying.

The street car which helped to cause the
trouble backed away from the blasing
wreck. The automobile wes dragged to
one side by means of the front wheels, the
fire being almost all in the rear of the car
under the tonneau. It was an open tour-
ing car. Policeman Ryan sent in a oall
for a fire engine, and in the interval the
street car went on its way. [t was in charge
of Motorman L. Wyart of 827 West Forty-
fourth street. There being no complaint
against him no attempt was made to hold
him.
The call for a fire engine was indirectly
the cause of another accident. Engine 74
in West Seventy-seventh street had been
sent to answer an glarm up in West Ninety-
fifth street, where a fence was on fire. This
was 8o small that when 74 arrived among
the last of the fire companies it was sent on
to answer the call for the blazing auto.
On the way down at Eighty-third satreet
and Columbus avenue Baby, the off horse
of three prize grays which draw 74, crossed
his legs. The others were going so fast

that when Baby fell the engine couldny |

be stopped. They swerved acroes the strpet
and hit a lamppost. Baby had a leg broken
and had to be destroyed.

By the time the firemen did get down to
Seventy-ninth street there wasn't much
left of the woodwork and rear wheels of the
car. The engine and the front wheels as
well as the boller were intact. There was
no explosion of the boiler. The only thing
to show much about the car was the New
Jersey license tag 5158, on the radiator in
front. The police were told that the New
York number was 13165, which number in
the register is assigned to H. F. Allen of
Buffalo. The owner of the car, however, is
Adolph Morris of 308 West 106th street,
whose daughters were in the car. Morris
is a partner in the Manhattan Storage
Company, which is in the automobile busi-
ness at 8% West Forty-fourth street and
at 1611 Broadway

Bessie Morris is to be married on April
14 in the Bt. Regis Hotel to Clarence W,
Mott, who is manager of a clothing store
on Fourteenth street and who lives at 538
West 112th street. According to what was
said at the Morris home last night, the
whole party had been away somewhere
rehearsing for the marriage ceremony
and were on their way back home when the
accident happened.

Newman, who said he was a clerk living
at 440A Hancook street, Brooklyn, was the
only one of the men in the car who was
hurt. He had a lacerated wound of the
right leg but did not go to the hospital.
He was treated by Dr. Archer, one of the
Fire Department surgeons. The other
member of the party, George M. Port,
gave his business address as 57 Warren
street, where he is vice-president of the
Hayes Rubber Company.

This does not jibe with the Administra-
tion sugiestion of a special session in
March, 1009, and on the face of the showing
Mr. Fairbanks is entitled to the oredit of
having said it first.

But whether the idea was original with
the Vioo-President or the President there
is reason to believe that the Administration
is thinking seriously of issuing a call before
election day for an extra session to be
held soon after election. In behall of this
idea it is urged that it will stop the ex-
peoted Democratio argument that the
Republioans were only blufing when they
promised to revise the tariff,
