A spurt of aotivity in the last hour of
Block Fxohange business to-day, most of this
being confined to the closing thirty minutes
of the pe1®d,saved the stock market from
making a new low record for dealings for the
year. In the first two hours of the session,
usually the time when the market is most
aotive, the quantity of stocks turned over
was less than one-half of the emall number
of shares bought and sold in the same time
yosterday, so that it seemed as if even
the two or three professional room traders
who shared between them the bulk of yes-
terday's operations had well nigh wholly
osased their usual daily effort to either
buy or sell stocks for an advance or a de-
oline of % or '{ of 1 per cent. But the mar-
ket at this time was, if almost absolutely
inert, remarkably firm. Favorable com-
ment was everywhere excited by the fact
that stocks did not appear to be pressing
for sale, even If buyers were fow; and such
a oondition when it develops is not infre-
quently sufficient to cause in and of itself a
recovering movement in values, During
the morning the only stock in which any
life to speak of was exhibited was that of
the Third Avenue Rallroad Company, which
rose at one time 414 polnts upon only a lit-
tle buying, the rise belng acocompanied by
storigs that an official report was likely soon
to be made by the receivers of the company
showing that its affairs were better off than
had been commonly imagined, and also that
the company would derive benefit from the
prospective abolition of the passenger
transfer system so far as it is concerned.
In the ourb market a break in Yukon Gold
Mining stock to the lowest polnt yet touched
by it was regarded as a natural commen-
tary upon the peculiar campaign for the
advance in the stock that has been con-
ducted. Neither this matter, however,
nor an advance in Canadian Pacifio stook
exercised any sympathio influence upon
prices in general. Canadian Pacifio is a
stock that has been so constantly manipu-
lated, especially on the occasions when
the fortnightly English financial settlement
renders such an operation easy, that the

seemingly wide variations inits quotation
have cpme to be noticed only In a passing
way.

In the first two buMness hours after mid-
day there were hardly any dealings in
stocks at all, but in the final hour the
market quickened suddenly and rapidly
advanced so that net gains for the day of
between one and two points were shown in
the leading issues The reasons as com-
monly assigned for the rise In speculative
circles appeared to be threefold. One of
these was the hardpess of the market shown
in the early part of the day to which refer-
ence has been made. The second was a
prevailing conviction that the Govern-
ment's 'monthly crop report to be made
public to-morrow afterncon would exhibit
winter wheat as being in the most advanced
stage seen at this season of the year for
very many years back and would testify
to the presence of a favorable agricultural
state of affairs in general. If such a re-
port is made it will only be in accordance
with the views of practically all the well
known crop experts and private crop
reporting bureaus; while to-day and last
night the drought, or what has been called
such, in the winter wheat section in Kansas
an®Nebraska was broken by heavy showers,
Wheat prices were therefore agaln weak
to-day, although not to such an extent as
they were yesterday, Gratifying as all
this is, it 18 perhaps well to remember that
the orop season has only just begun and
that conditions at this time of the year are
but those of a preliminary and initiatory
stage. Many of the great staple crops have
not even yet been planted, and there is
alwaya this thought to be taken in the mat-
ter, that & continual decline in the price of
grain due’ to forees of the kind described
may not induce an altogether cheerful
feeling ammong the farmiog population or
gserve to stimulate mercantile and com-
mercial trade. In the third place there
was a strong popular impression in Wall
Street to<day that the Erie's plan of meet-
ing its maturing short term note indebted-
ness, which has been the subject most
talked of in the financial district in the
lust ten days, would be found to-morrow,
when the notes in questionn mature, to be
substantially successful. But whether the
event will prove that these hopes were
illusory is, it must be confessed, & matter
concerning which a good deal of uncer-
tainty was oxpressed in high quarters
The gross and net earnings of the Union
and Southern Pacitio raillways reported
during the afternoon were for the Southern
Paciflc somewhat worse than had begn
looked for, inasmuch as all but $200,000 of
the gross decrease of $1,000,000 shown
was lost in net. The Union Pacific managed
$0 cut down its gross decrease of $413,000 to
a net falling off of $213.000. The statements
were on the other hand comparatively
better than those for the month of January
After the close of business the scheme
proposed by the Mexican Government and
the banking interests in this country allied
with it for the merger of the Mexican
Central Company and the National Railroad
of Mexico was announced, The details of
the consolidation were found to be in the
