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BIG RAIDS ON THE TREASURY

TWO PROPOSITIONS INVOLVE AN
EXPENDITURE OF 850,000,000,

Congress Willing to Pass the Onnibus Pube
He Buollding B, but the President
Threatens to Vota It Unless It Also
Provides for Four New Battieships.

Wasninoron, April 10.~Two |egialative
propositions involving expenditures ap-
proximating $50,000,000 are giving the Re-
publican leaders in the House of Repre-
sentatives a great deal of concern. One is
the proposal of the Administration that four
battleships costing more than $4,000,000
apiece shall be authorize! at this sesalon.
The other is the omnibus publie building
bill, a measure that has many friends ani
which it is now estimated will carry appro-
priations in exceas of $20,000,000,

Preaiiant Koosvelt has tol| oallers at
the White House that if Congress should
fall to provile four buttleahips he woull
veto the publie building bill if it came to
him for signature. On the other hand,
those leaderas have given notiocs that
would be politically unwise to impose this
deain on the Treasury. The Administra-
tion is balancing the one measiure against
the oth r.

Holding tight the purse strings through -
out the present session, the House leaders
see in the battleship programme a possible
undoing of their plans to keep appropria-
tions within bounds. They have therefors
practically notiflei the House membership
that it must take ita choice between battle-
ships and public buildings.

There is pood reason to believe, howaver,
that the leaders will be bowled over if they

attempt to atop the publie building bill.
Republicans end Democrats alike are very
much in earnest in their demand that the

public buildinge shall be authorized and
on both sides of the Houge it is agreed that
the public building bill shall be passed,
hattle#hips or no battleships. If the battle-
ship programme fails and the President asa
result should veto the public building bill
that measure would undoubtedly be passed
over his veto. On the subject of publie
buildings the House membership is pre-
pared to override the will of the leaders and
to put the bill through regardless of discip-
line.

It was sald to-day by a member of the
House committee that in framing the public
building bill every State in the Union
will be recognized in the measure. It
takes a two-thirds vote in House and Senate
to overrule the President's veto. More
than two-thirds of the membership of both
branches of Congress will he favorable
to the bill in the form in which it will be
submitted to the House.

The Republican leaders realize the tamper
of the House on public building legislation,
but they are assuming bostility (o it in
order to scare off members who are dis-
passdd to vote into the naval bill four battle-
ships instead of the two recommended by
the Committee on Naval Affairs.

Just what will happen when the battle-
ship section of the naval bill comes up for
passage the leaders themselves do not
really know. They have counted noses
time and again and have repeatedly ex-
pressed the belief that the four battieship
schedule could not go through.

The situation did not look 8> promising
to-day, howaver. Repressntative Rich.
mond Pearson Hobson has been as busy
a8 a bee for several months and has caused
it to be made known that sixty-five Demo-
oratio members are pledged to & programme
providing for the construction of four bat-
tleships. The rest of the votes needed,
he declared, will come from Republicans
and others who will uphold the hand of
the Administration in any and all ciroum-
stances. Represcntative Hobson an-
nounced that the naval bill when it leaves
the House will carry appropriations he
advocates. He is 82 cocksure about it
that the leaders are puzziep.

Whether the President will carry out his
intention, expressed some time ago, and
send in a message on the subject is prob-
lematical. Should this be done thers is a
likelihood that the messige will meet with
a rebuff,

Mr. Roosevelt's habit of prodding Con-
grees on matters of legislation has irritated
even thos» Republicans who approve hie
policies and a battieship messige might
touch off some fireworks distinetly to the
President's disadvantage. A message call-
ing for battleships in the opinion of some
leaders would hava an effect just the re-
verse of that intended. Instead of forcing
the House to act it would stiffen the backs
of those leaders who are sincers in their
belief that an authorization of two battle-
ships is all that should be made with the
Treasury fecing a pessible deficit

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DEFENCE OF TRE NAVAL BILL

Made by Ciairman Foss and by Mr. Padgett
for the Minerity.

Wasminaron, April 10.—By virtue of the
“special programme” rule Speaker Canvon
declared the House to be in committee of
the whols to consider the naval appro-
pristion bill immediately upon assembling
this morning, Mr. Mann of lllinois was
called to the chair. Chairman Foss of
the Naval Committee explained briefly
its provislons, For the first time in many
years the enlisted force of the navy was
within 600 men of the total authorized force,
Last year 40,000 applications were made to
enlist, but only 13,000 were accepted. The
charaoter of the enlisted men, Mr. Foss
sald, was never better than now, and in
Intalligence, patriotisin and ability they
were never surpassed. The plan of Ameri-
canizing the navy had proceeded so far
that @433 per oent. were natives of this

ocountry.

[he programme of naval construction
| 1aid down in the bill, Mr. Foss said, included
two battleships, ten torpedo boat destroyers
and eight submarine torpedo boats, which
would cost about $30,000,000, slightly |ess
than half the sum recommended by the
Becretary of the Aavy and General Board to
be expended for inorease of the navy. Mr,
Foss warmly defended the polloy of ocon-
struction pursued by the Department, as-
perting, on the authority of Admiral Con-
verse, whom he regarded as the best
equipped, all around officer in the navy,
and of Admiral Capps, who had not been
surpassed as & constructor, that the United
States had never huiit a ship inferior to that
of any navy built at the same time. Noth-
ing but numbers was lacking to make the
| American navy the best i+ the world.

It was no use, Mr. Foss continued, to build
a navy if it was not to bhe sent on aruises.
Each ship of Admiral Evans's fleet, Mr,
Foss said, had been found to be (n better
condition after arrival at Magdalena Bay
than when it started from Hampton Roads.

INTERNATIONAL PRIZE (OURT.

Great Britain Proposes & Conference to
Agree on the Detalls.

WasHINGTON, April 10.-Great Britain
has proposed to the various Powers signa-
tory to the Hague peace conference that an
international conference be held at Lon-
don for the purpose of harmonizing the
views of the different countries on the or-
ganization of the proposed international
prize court. At the second peace confer-
ence held at The Hague last summer a oon-
vention was adopted creating an inter-
national prizecourt,and the main features
of that tribunal were outlined in the treaty.
There are saveral provisions of the treaty,
however, which require further amplifi-
cation, and it will be oneof the duties of the
pro conference at London to en-
deavor to arrange a complete agreement
on the details of the proposed court which
were not settled in the convention adopted
last summer.

Delegates from the United Btates will be
pamed. It will not be necessary for Con-
gress to any legislation authoris
the participation of the United States, al-
though an appropriation will be required to
defray the expensea of the American dele-
gates. It is expected that a supplemental
agreement will be drawn at the ﬁmpo"d
oonference covering all the details of the
pro oourt which have not been settled
and the supplemental agreement will then
be submitted to the various Powers for
ratification.

The convention adooted at The Hague
last suramer is still panding in the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations, and no
action is likely to be taken upon it at this
session. Ira ratification will Srob-bly be
delayed until the supplemental agreement
to be nerotilud at the proposad conference
is mbn]» tted to th’e g:mlo.lwheut:)loth the
original treaty and the supplemental agree-
megll will be considered at the same time.

| Appetiate Division Holds, by 8 to 3, That
Extra Current May Be Disposed Of.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme
Court decided yesterday by a majority
vots that the Interborough Rapid Transit
Company has a right, under the terms
of ite lease of the subway, to sell its surplus
electric power to any consumer, even
though the power is oconveyed through
ducts which are the city's property.

At Special Term the Public Service Com-
mission some weeks ago ohtained an in-
junotion restraining the Interborough Rapid
Transit Cornpany from selling to the New
York City Interborough Company, which
runs a svstem of street cars from the sub-
way at Broadway and )8ist street across
The Bronx to Tremont avenue, the surplus
current generated by the rapid transit
company in ita power houses and conveyed
through the subway ducts

Justice MoLaughlin, reversing the *'in-
junction order, says that it is admitted
that the rapid transit company has to gen-
erate more power than it needs for the
operation of ths subway, except in emer-

encies, and the only way of conveying
the power is through the subway ducts.
Henoe, it is & question of the terms of the
subway lease, and he holds, with Justioes
Ingraham and Houghton, that there is
| nothing in the,leass to prevent the rapid
| transit company from making any profit-
| able use of the subway property, provided

such use aoes not interfere in any way with
the transportation of passengers, or with
their comfort and convenience. No such
| objection arises here, say the three Justices,
so the use of the duots and the sale of the
| surplus current are perfectly legal

USE GUNS IN LINDEN RIOTS

Italians and Polacks Who Are Rushing to
the Standard O Plant New Bullding |
In New Jersey Demand Work Where
There Is Nono—Armed Men on Guard.

Evizapetd, N. J., April 10— Armed
deputies from the Sheriff's office are on
guard to-night at the Standard Oil Com-
pany's refineries now being erected in
Linden, where flerce fighting ocourred to-
day between Italians and Polish laborers
and scores of men were bruised and
wounded, They will be reenforoed by
special officers early to-morrow morning
and hope to prevent a repetition of the
troubles of the last few days by an effective
display of foroe before the hundreds of
laborers who go to the grounds daily to
apply for work.

Reven men were arrested to-day after
a fight in which hundreds of shots were |
fired and in which the lack of fatalities is
attributed to the exeorable marksmanship.
Scores were brulsed, but they were able to
limp to their homes in the settlemants
near by and evade the police. This after-
noon order was restored and to-night all
was quiet,

“Wa intend to keep order,” said Sheriff
Lawrence, “if we must shoot to kill. But
I have instruoted my men to shoot only in
the last emergency.”

A continuation of the riots to-morrow
morning may mean an appeal for State
aid by Supt. Black of the Standard Oil
Company. If the rioters once begin to shoot
fairly accurately the force at the command
of the Sheriff will be absolutely inadequate
to meet the emergency.

Special OMocer Grans braved 1,500 half
orazed laborers this morning and pointing
a pistol at one of the leaders read the riot
act for the first time since the coal dock
strikes here twenty years ago. A good |
many dispersed but the rioting continusd
for several hours, Women fed the men
loaded revolvers and missiles and helped to
sneak the wounded away to their shanties
in the settlement, The safaty of scores of
Standard Oil employees was endangered
when jseveral of the smaller outbuildings
were riddled with bullets. Two dozen of |
them were sworn in as special officers,

Finally order was established after Patar
Lepp, with a bullet in his cheek; Philip

TO INVESTIGATE MR. ANDREWS,

Appeliate Court Says His Conduel of Wife's
AfMalrs Should Be Inquired Into.

There was another turn in the litigation
over Mrs. Blanche L. Andrews, the insane
wife of Constant A. Andrews, president of
the United States Savings Bank, when the |
Appellate Division decided yesterday that
the charges against Mr. Andrews, as com-
mittee of the person of Mrs. Andrews,
were 8o grave that an investigation should
be held into them.,

The decision arose on an appeal from an |
order at Special Term removing John E,
Roosevelt, brother-in-law of Mrs, Andrews,
and Mr. Andrews, as committee of the
estate of Mrs. Andrews, which amounts to
about $1,000,000. The management of her
estate and person gave rise to serious dif-
forences between Mr., Andrews and Mr,
Notman and Mr, Roosevelt.

Minority Stockholders’ Right as te the
Books Again Defined.

The question of a stockholder's right to
inspect the stock hooks of a foreign cor-
poration in which he own stocks and take
memoranda of the book's contents was
brought up again yesterday in the Ap-
pellate Division and produced a division
among the Justices of 38 to 2, the majority
holding that “inspeection” does not neoes-
sarily convey the right to copy or take
notes,
