WasnmnotoN, April 18.—~The naval ap-
propriation bill, with the programme of
construction practically ' as prepared by
the Naval Committee, was passed by the
House to-day-—234 to 12. The single notable
exoeption was the addition of two colliers
to cost $1,800,000, making the total sum
carried in the bill §100,000,000.

Much time wds spent in disctissiog the
authorization of submarine torpedo boats,
the net result being th adoption of a provi-
sion directing the Secretary of the Navy
to contract for eight at a total cost of $3,-
500,000, of which $1,000,000 was appropriated
by the bill.

A paragraph inserted in the bill and
adopted by the House authorizes the Secre-
tary of the Navy to expend of the $8,000,000
appropriated for repairs $5,653,30) for re-
paira to the ships named in ths sums in-
dieated: Brooklyn, $453,500; San Fran-
olsco, $600,250; Baltimore, $653,300; Alabama,

L AFTER THE RAILROADS AGAIN,
Attorney-General Beeks Information Re-
garding Vielations of Rate Law,

WasminaToN, April 18.—Information ie
about to be collected from every part of
the country by the Attorney-General in
regard te those railroads whioh may be
held to be operating In violation of the
so-called commodity clause of the rallway
rate set which is to become effective on
May 1 next. Although the anthracite
coal roads of Pennsylvania are commonly
:fu-dod aa being the principal carriers

eoted by the n:m. of the act which
fmakes it unlawful after May 1 of this year
fo transport frelght which is the product
of property owned by these roads, there are
many other railways which are affected
more or lessa by this law. The followgu
notice was given out from the Departmeént
of Justioe to-day:

The Attorney-General tp-day prepared a
ofrcular letter which will be sent to the United
States Attorneys throughout the country
Inquiring as to the situation of the railroads
In the various districts with regard to the
commoditles clause of the Hepburn act, The
United States Attorneys are directed to in-
form the Department as soon as practicable
iIf they know of any railroad or railroads
within their districts which are generally be-
leved to have habitually trausported com-
modities which come within the terms of the
prohibition of the clause or contemplate such
tranaportation In the future, Attorneys are
directed to furnish the Department with full
information in the premises, including the
names of the roads, the nature of the com-
modities and the extent and origin 6f the
ownership or interest of the railroads, and are
ulso directed to furnish the Department with
copies of the railroads’ charters or of special
acts incorporating the roads if the latter are
not incorporated under the terims of general
law

It was said at the Department of Justice
to-day that the information called for by
this letter to the District Attorneys would
be wuseful in governing the future action
of the Department in m?miniutormg the law,
hut especially serviceable in connection with
the case which the Government proposes to
bring to test the validity of the commodity
clatme, The Department has not made
known in what jurisdiction the action will
be brought or what ralfroad will be the
nh’ﬂ"l of the test case.

n the weantime the question of post-
poning the penalty feature of the commodity
clauge will he considered in Congress, The
, Department of Justice is favorable to a
| reasonable postponement until such time

as the whole question of constitutionality
