was a4 “mystery” introduced by William
Berri. Mr. Berri brought it over with him
from Brooklyn, whers he i8 a business man,
newspaper proprietor and amateur poli-
tician, and turned it looge toward the close
of the dinner. - [t was this;

There was he, a regularly elected dele-
gate to the Republican national convention,
He would like to say a few things but
he had observed that, according to the
oustom of the times, it was a wise thing
for a delegate who wished to retain his
seat to keep his mouth shut. He realized
that New York had a faverite son and that
New York wae going to support him. He
would not say anything disparagingly
about him. Nor did he care to comment
on the guest of the evening, although he
did feel at liberty to say that he had heard
the Secretary of War well spoken of. But
the “mystery”

“Now how many of yon?" asked the
Brooklyn delegate, “expect to vote the
ticket I do next election? Hold up your

hands."

About 300 of the 450 pairs of hands shot
nto the air and Secretary Taft looked both
embarrassed and pleased, It was a cinch
that the old Sphinx riddle guesser (Edipus
wasn't needed to solve that one,

In all other respects the dinner to the
Seoretary of War was most un-Sphinxlike.
They -the magazine and other advertising
men who make up the club - whooped things
up for feir, They liked Mr, Taft and they
told him so, incidentally comparing him to
Lincoln and the heroic standard that Car-
lyle had conceived in his mind's eye. But
they went further than that, They elected
him, had him inaugurated and ushered the
president of the club into the White House
as a claimant for political preferment as
the original Taft man. 7This, however, may
have been in fun,

But all the food things that the adver-
tising men had to say about Mr, Taft were,
in fact, only a suitable return for che bou
quets which he had thrown at them in his
opening speech, He had praised the maga-
wines for the part which they had taken in
bringing about “the moral awakening® of
the country, which, he deolared, was still
in progress and was likely to goon. Those
who regard this movement as an attack on
wealth, he predicted, would surely be dis-
appointed in the end

Secretary Taft showed at the start that
he had prepared himself to get inclose touch
with his hosts. He spoke of the Sphinx
and its place in mythology and switched
easily to the origin of the magazine and the
newspaper. He spoke familiarly of Defoe,
Addison, Swift, Steele and Johnson, and
told how they and others rose in honor in
the nation. There was no reason to-day
why Richard Watson Gilder shouldn't be
made Secretary of Sfate or Albert Shaw
become Nir Albort

(‘omparm,i\lhﬁ magazine in the days of
Addison with the modern publication, Mr.
Taft said:

It is true that in the matter of independence
and freedom of thought and expression all
governmental and penal restrictions have
been removed and that in this respect the
Ilife and comfort of the writer have ceased
to be precarions

But thisaffects only the life and convéunience
of the writer. What | am now discussing
e the progress from the standpoint of the
community at large which has been made
In this branch of Buman activity. s it not
In the extending of tne uselul infuence of
megazine reading to the masses of the people?
Is it not in bringing within the reach of the
poorast who read the power of enjoying the
brighteslt and best of modern literature and
art? 1Is it not in offering to the thousands
and milllons of this century, instead of
to the hundreds and thousands of the last
centureis, the elevating influences and the
opportunity for rational, intellectusl enter-
talnment contained in the kaleidoscople
pages of the modern illustrated magazive?

In beauty of illustration and type there
bad been great progreas, but the cheapness
of the modern magazine and the ease with
which it eould be oq»tainml made it a strik-
ing instrienent of civilization. There were
other things to help the poor man--electric
cars,telephones, ruralfresdelivery, machine
made clothing. Nothing made morestrongly
for moral elevation and righteousness
than such comforts and amusements, be-
cause they removed the templation to vice
and vicious pursuits, Getting back to his
subject the SBecretary went on:

Magazines hold the mirror up to existing
conditions of morality and reflect with great
sceuraey the popular ehanges in this regard.
During the lust four years there has come
a note of warniug to the people of the United
Btutes thut, prosperous as they have been,
marvellous oo has been (heir industrial ex-
pansion, greal as bar been the moiease of
comfort and oconvenience of living of all
clusses, whether rich or poor, there has been
in the discharge of certain ndelity trusts,
in the conduet of eertain great corporate
allairs, and in certain enormous business
operations, a clearly distinet element of
dishonesty, illegality and disregard of moral
principie, and that unless it is checked by
publie condernnation and protest there fs
grave danger that the moral foundations of
the businesa of the country will be sapped
und degradation and disester follow

The magazines of this countr§, throngh
the articles written on the subject, have
left no doubt where they stand in respect to
tlus morel awakening, and have proven to
be potent insirumenta for the presching of
& crusade agiinst the mammon of unrighteous-
ness

The Secretary said that those who looked
to encialisin as a solution of the present in-
equality in the distribution of wealth ware
eounting on o change in human nature
that hatl not taken place and wasn't likely
to for canturies. Reforms based for their
operative success upon the complete alim-
waton of selfishness were cortain to fail,
He added

But those who suppose that this movement
i# to he regarded as an attack upon wealth

popular will. He is far afleld, in my judg-
ment, whosupposes that this popularity of the
moral issue, if | may use the expression, in-
dicates a desire to depart from the institutions
of our fathers to amend the guaranties of life,
liberty and property as contained In our
Constitution, or to reach any other end than
equality of all before the law and the pro-
motion of the equalily of opportunity in the
pursuit of happiness.

“This movement is still in progress and
there is likely to be no backward step,” said
Mr. Taft in conclusion. *“It is & prhrﬂoﬁ:
to live in a time when the public pulse
quiockened with a moral throg: and to take
part in the movement that grows out of
such a state of the public mind.”

Mr. McElroy said that Bphinx was only
another word {or mystery, and he wanted to
kgow how it was that when the club's long
suit was mystery it should hail as ita guest
a4 man about whom there is the least mys-
tery of any one in the United States.

“Our distinguished guest is a great many
admirable things," gaid the speaker, “but
he is not a mystery.

OFFICE FOR A ROUGH RIDER.

Guy Murehle of Boston Appeinted U. 8.
Marshal for Massachusetts,

WasHINGTON, April 18.-—Another Rough
Rider was nominated for a Federal office
to-day. He is Guy Murchie of Boston and
the office is that of United States Marshal
for the district of Massachusetts.

Mr. Murchie is a Harvard uate who
organized the Harvard troop of Roosevelt's
Rough Riders. There were many appli-
cants for the place and Senators Lodge and
Crane had about agreed to recommend
Edward Graves, president of the Boston
Republican city committee, when Mr,
Roosevelt sent for them on Thursday and
asked them to conseut to the nomination
of Murchie,

A statement was given out at the White
House to-day in whioh it was said ‘that
Murchie was “a personal appointment of
the President in which the two Senators
aoquiesced.® Mr. Murchie is a lawyer and
is secretary of the Taft League of Massa-
chusetts. The salary of the Marshal is
$5,000 & year,

President Roosevelt acted as godfather
to Donald, son of Guy Murchie, at the
christening about a year ago. It was Guy
Murchie who was asked by the President,
then Secretary of the Navy, to recruit col-
legians for the Rough Riders. Mr. Murchie
became a Captain. He is 35 years old and
a graduate of Phillips Exeter, Harvard
College and “Harvard Law School. In
1902 he was appointed to Gov. Crane's staff
with the rank of Major.

A UNION OF STOCK THEATRES.

Shuberts In a Deal Which May End In a
Trust of Stock Companies,

A deal was completed yesterday in this
city and in Cleveland between the Shu-
berts and a combination of two play-
brokers by which six independent stock
companies of the first order will be es-
tablished to play in six of the large cities.
This move means that a trust in stock
companies and plays may be forthcoming.
Just what the effeot on the vaudeville
vircuii playing stock companiza will be ie
not yet Lnown. but it is said that a working
ocombination will probably be entered into.

The cities and theatres which will be
first entered will be Detroit, at the Detrait

Opera House, where the first play will be
ut on to-night with “The n on the
x"; the Cleveland Opera House, the

Alexandria Theatre at Toronto, the Gar-
rick at St. Louis, the Shubert at Kansas
City and the Mary Anderson in Louisville,
Elizabeth Marbury and Archibald Selwyn
& Co. of this city were the two playbrokers
to combine to furnish the plays with the aid
of the Shuberts. Vaughan Glaser, an actor
now in Cleveland who is to play in “The
Man on the Box” in Detroit to-night, has
been engaged practically as general stage
manager. Aocording to a representative
of the Shubertas se n here last night, the six
companies will be separate organizations.

COMBINE FOR LOWER RATES.

Raliroad Commissions of Four States Have
Joint Reltef Projeet.

GaLvestoN, Tex., April 18, —The railroad
commissions of Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas
and Arkansas, in session here, have made
a departure in the interest of lawer ratea
throughout the Western country to the
Gulf ports. They know the Interstate
Commerce Commission will conlest the
authority of the combine and expect the
case will be taken to the courts.

The commissions will arrange schedules
for the through rates upon a com-
hination of the local State rates. The com-
missions have had this plan under con-
sideration for a year.
