Ryall's com-
panions were Charles Robertson, a brother
of George Robertson, who is to drive the

| Panhard car in the race on Friday; C. D.
Weed, wh is employed by A. G. South-
worth, agent for the Matheson, and Rohert
Murray, who is connected with the Metro-
politan Skating Rink.

The car which Ryall was driving was a
fast machine, built as a candidate for the
American team in the 1906 Vanderbilt cup
race, but which did not finish in the Ameri-
can elimination trial. The machine has
been fitted with a double runabout body,

and Ryall has driven it in a number of hill i

climhing events, endurance tests and beach
and track races since the fall of 1806, a8 well
as for every day use,

Ryall was making his first trip over the
Briarcliff trophy course. His car had not
beon enterad in the contest, which is sched-
uled for Friday, nor had he been named
aw driver for any of the cars that have heen
entered, though there was a possibility
that he would decide to buy the Bianchi
