*including the roads that have been reor-
ganized and supposed to have been put on
a sound basis—taking them as a whole,
hoth in steam railroading and surface rail-

“A large percentage of them-—90 per
cent, of them,” said Mr. Ryan, “haven't
had anything. Not only that; in the reor-
ganization that took place from 1900 up to
1007 they assessed stock and gave bonds.”

*We understand, then,” said a juror,
“that the roads only cost about 5 per cent
of the capital issued—they were built with
bonds.”

“They were built with bands.,” replied
Mr. Ryan. *“The Union Pacific Railroad
is built with bonds and got a land grant
worth $250,000,000 from the Government
besides.” .

In his testdmony @bout the so-called
Inoting of the Metropolitan, Paul D. Cravath
said that William C. Whitney was a re-
sourceful and brilliant man, yet in the light
of present events it would seem that he
was not a good prophet or a close student
of the Metropolitan properties or their
financial condition. There had heen a great
deal of eriticiam of the decline and fall of
the surface lines, Mr. Cravath said

“l hear it right along,” he added, “and
this is the natural reasoning, that the sur-
face lines of Manhattan and The Bronx,
the greatest city of our country, must be
of untold value. For some reasons the
people do not understand that these liges
nave deteriorated physically. and financi-
ally have been bankrupt.” The directors
have lost many times $10,000,000 in the
decline of these securities, and yet the
lig men like Mr. Whitney and his estate
and Mr, Widener and Mr, Dolan are rich,
and therefore the suspicion is a perfectly
natural one and usual one that some one
must be to blame, and that this system
wak looted, and that the looting of this
svstam, the maladministration of this
svetem, are responsible for the present
misfortune of the surface lines.”

Mr. Cravath said he would be very glad
to give the Grand Jurors his views on it,
and they told him to go ahead. Before
I4king up the modern period-—-the period
from 1902, when the Metropolitan Securi-

FOUND SOME BALLOTS LOOSE

In Storage, Four pf Which Appeared to
Have Been Yoled - Others Blank,
John T, Dooling, who succeeded John R
Voorhis as president of the Board of Eleo-
tions on January 1, 1907, was the chief wit-
ness yesterday at the trial before Justice
Lambert and a jury of the suit brought hy
Attorney-Gieneral Jackson to oust Mayor
McClellan and install Willlam R. Hearst as
Mayor. Mr. Dooling, who was a lawyer
employed in the office of Alton B, Parker,
Me(lellan's personal counsel in the pre-
liminary recount proceedings, until he got
John R. Yoorhis's job, testified that he and
Fugene Lamb Richards, who is condueting
the trial for MeClellan, went in January
last to the warshouse where the Manhattan

ballot boxes have been stored.

He identified a couple of photographs of
the loft. One of these showed several tiers
of boxes stacked up against the walls and
a lot of papers lying on the floor in front of
the boxes

Dooling testified that he had found the
floor of the loft, which has been under his
charge aa president of the board and under
the seal of the Board of Elections, strewn
with what appeared to be voted ballots,
some torn and crumpled, others merely
folded and dirty, Some, he said, were
Republican, but most appeared to be Demo-
cratic ballots, and one of the latter he (found
under the steam radiator. Others he found
in a barrel,

Under cross-examination by Deputy
Attorney-General Dolson he admitted that
he cnul«{n’l swear to seeing more than four
voted ballots, two of which he thought were
Democratic, one Republican and one Inde-
pendent. He had no idea how they came
to be lying on the floor and couldn't give
any definite information concerning them.
He thought that a good many of the papers
lying around the floor were unvoted ballots.
‘The floor in the warehouse where the boxes
were stored was also used for storing away
unused and emergency paraphernalia of
the elections bureau, including extra or un-
voted ballots,

The other witnesses of the day included
Pollcemen Hughes and Quinn, who told of
the removal of the ballot boxes to the ware-
house. They were both certain that the
hoxes were in good shape and practically
intact, unless in some isolated instances
where the gummed labels had dried loose.
These lahels were regummed, but in no in-
stance, they said, were there any boxes
in such shape that ballots could be removed
from them or others inserted, John W
Noble, clerk of the board in Manhattan
gave similar testimony. The trial con-

CHEAP PRICE AND CHEAP HOSE

CITY DIDN'T GET ANYTHING
BETTER THAN IT PAID FOR,

Althongh the Specifications May Have
Called for the Best- Sometimes the
Specifications Were Queer - The “'Mid.
dieman"” Is Extremely Consplenous,

Further testimony taken by the Com-
missionars of Accounts yestarday in their
investigation of the Fire Department tended
to show that the hose sold to the city by the
Windsor Fire Appliance Company contained
short fibre cotton instead of long fibre, as
was provided in the specifications. It was
brought out also that of forty specifica-
tions drawn for the purchase of duck hose
sinoe 1002 betwean twenty-five and thirty
are drawn in such a way that competition
was limited, if not done away with alto-
gether.

Walter Gormlay, the axamining angineer
for the Commissioners of Acoounts, teati-
flad that this limiting of competition was
accomplished in several ways. The spaci-
fications would, for instance, provide that
Fureka hose or some “hose equal thereto®
should be bought. Then it was a matter

ALLIES ACROSS SEA,

Prof. Burgess Would Have England, Ger-

many and the United States Leagued,

Prof, John W. Burgess of Columbia Uni-
versity, Roosevelt professor to Germany,
made’ an address at the celebration of
Shnk'upenn-'s birthday at the Arion So-
ciety in Park avenue lest night on “The
Principal Questions of Present Day Ameri«
can Politics.”

Prof. Burgess made the chief feature of
his address an appeal for a new triple alli-

, ance between the United States, England

and Germany for the preservation of the
world's peace and the peaceful settlement
of the Far Eastern question

“Such an alliance,” said Prof. Burgess,
“would unite the three great Teutonic

| peoples, which are the richest and most ad-

vanced in civilization in the world and pro-
vide a combination which could guarantee
the peace of the world and the orderly
progress of civilization for years to come.
England, with her position in Asia, her
navy and her alliance with Japan, Germany
with her army, the United States with its
newly acquired and growing prestige as
one of the great nations--no stronger or
more rational alliance of nations could be
made —nor one which could exert a stronger
and more continuous influence for the
orderly yet steady progress of civilization.”

Prof, Burgess devoted the remainder of
his talk to a discussion of internal questions
of American politics. He approved of the
tendency toward national centralization
and advocated hberal interpretation of
the Constitution in the powers given to
the central government., The judiciary,
declared t'rof. burgess, was properly
placed above the legislative and executive
branches of the Government., He declared
for Federal regulation of the trusts.
