SUES STANDARD OIL MEN.

West Virginian Wants 81,808,939 Lost In
& Raliroad Deal,

T. Moore Jaockson of Clarksburg, W. Va.,
has brought a sult in the Bupreme Court in
this county against H, H. Rogers, George
A. Burt and Alfred C. Bedford, prominent
in the Standard Oil Company, to recover
from them a sum which with interest
amounts to §1,803 089,

Papers were filled in the suit yeaterday
after the defendants had been served.

It is contended by Mr. Jackson that the
amount mentioned represents the loss he
sustained (n a rallroad deal in West Virginia
The railroad was the West Virginia Short
Line, which Jackson says he organized in
1807 and which had had surveys made for
a line to run between Mr. Rogers's Ohio
River Rallroad and the West Virginia Cen-
tral, owned by the B. & 0. Mr. Jackson
says that by misrepresentations Mr. Rogers
and his associates got him to surrender con-
trol of this road and to embark in large
enterprises that were to feed it with freight
and then rold it to the Baltimore and Ohio,
with which Jackson had intended it to com-
pete, with the result that his property

, his creditors came down upon
him and he was virtually wiped out.

Jackson says in his complaint that he
was the president and chief stockholder of
the West Virginia Short Line and that it
was concelved and organized in 1897 for the
avowed and published purpose of com-
peting with the Baltimore and Ohio, which
had refused to give Jackson the freight
facilities he wished for his coal lands After
paying $40,000 for surveys and entering into
& contract for the construction of the road
he secured options and rights to more coal
lands along the projected line of the road,
the investments amounting to more than
$310,000, a large part of which was borrowed,
his credit then being good.

He has since learned, he says, that Mr.
Rogers and the Standard Oil interests had
been trying for a long time prior to January,
1007, to sell their Ohio River Railroad to the
Baltimore and Ohio, but the Baltimore and
Ohio had refused to buy, one reason being
that Mr. Rogers's road had no connection
with their lines and traversed no coal flelds.
It waa in order to effect this sale, the com-
plaint says, that Mr. Rogers and his asso-
clates conoceived the plan of getting the
West Viriginia Short Lineand by threatening
oomg‘uuon forcing the Baltimore and Ohio
to their road.

GROUNDS FOR THAW'S PLEA,

He Declares He Isn't Insane and 1s Unlaws
fully Held In the Asylam.

Povankekpsie, April 23.—The papers in
the habeas corpus proceedings brought to
free Harry K. Thaw from the Matteawan
Btate Hoepital were flled to-day in the
Dutchess County Clerk's office. They dis-
close in part the reasons which Thaw's
attorneys will urge upon Supreme Court
Justice Morschauser as sufficient for their
client's discharge.

A point on which much streas is laid is
that Thaw's commitment was illegal, inas-
much as the court order on which it was
based does not conform to the terms of
section 464 of the Code of Criminal Pro-
ocedure, which defines the action to be
taken In such cases.

Regarding Thaw's sanity it is alleged in
his behalf that it has never been made the
subject of a judicial prooceeding, that he
has never been heard by any court of jus-
tioe thereof as to his sanity, that no exami-
nation of him was made and that no evi-
dence was taken to ascertain his condition.

Thaw, it is alleged, was sane when he was

committed, and might be properly re-
leased from without ger to the
blic or safety. It is further con-
ded on w's behalf that his commit-

ment was in violation of the Constitution
of the State, inasrmich as he has been de-
prived of his liberty without due process
of law and is denied equal protection of the

w.
The typewriiien statement in which the

reasons why the petitioner should receive

his liberty are set forth is signed by Thaw.
