About Threesfourths of the Brokerage
Dealn Reported Yesterday Were From
the Northerly Borough—Twe Family |
Honses and Cheap Lots Sold Mostly.

A oonspicuous feature of yesterday's
trading at private contract was the larger
proportion of sales reported for the Bronx. '
Ordinarily the Manhattan sales outnumber
thosa in the northerly borough, Yesterday,
howaver, the case was reversed, the Bronx
gales comprising three-fourths of the total.
Most of them were concerned with two
family dwellings and vaocant lots,

In some quarters iv is olaimed that The
Bront realty market is on the high rosdl
to recovery, and the claim is to some ex-
tent borne out by the fact that bullding
construction i being resumed there on an
inereasing scale, Last week for example
forty-nine new bulldings, valued at $461,000,
worn projected, against forty-three build-
ings, valued at $481,000, projected in the
same week & year ago,

The new constructions are mostly in-
expensive houses in the outlying sections,
corresponding in kind to those figuring
in the current brokerage dealing
