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PAPERMAKERS IN CONTEMPT

FEDERAL GRANDJURY CALLS FOR
PAPERS IT DOESN'T GET.

We Can't Get Them, Say the Withesses —You
Must, Says the Grand Jary, If Yoo Have
to Sue for Them--Can't Sue, They Say
~Oh, | Gness You Can, Says Judge.

The Federal Grand Jury's investigation
into the affairs of the Fibre and Manila
Paper Manufacturers Association was
brought to a temporary halt yesterday
when throe witnesses were taken before
Judge Lacombsé for contempt.

They were Dr. J. E. Campbell, secretary
of the Dexter Sulphite Company of Dexter,
N. Y., James Outterson, president of the
De Grasse Paper Company of Carthage,
N. Y., and Louis F. Haupt, sales agent
for the Munissing Paper Company. of
Munissing, Mich,

The charge of contempt was based on
their failure to produce certain books and
papers belonging to their respective com-
panies which they had voluntarily sur-
rendered to John H. Parks, the organizer
and present sacretary of the Fibre and
Manila Paper Manufecturers Association,

District Attorney Stimeon told Judge
Lacombe that John H. Parks founded the
Fibre and Manila Paper Manufacturers
Association in 1908, and it waa at his office,
1 West Thirty-tourth street, that meetings
of the association were held. At those
meetings minutes were taken and sent out
1o the conatitnent companies. In addition
Parks conducted a voluminous ocorre-
spondence, monthly payments of money
hased on sales were paid into the asso-
oiation's coffers and 70 per eent. wWas re-
rrned to mills which were operating or
were inoperative, Monthly statements were
also issned and Parks himself did all the
handling of money

Last week the three witnesses were asked
to produce all the papers. On  Friday
morning last all three appeared and re-
ported that they had gone to Parks's office
and askied the head clerk there for the
papers, Wr. Parks was in Europe and the
clerk disclaimed any knowledge of the
papers and declined to give them up. Sub-
sequently the clerk testified before the
Grand Jury that he had been umable to
find the papers, At the same time the three
witneases reported to the same effect,
whereupon the foreman of the Grand Jury
instructed Mesars, Campbell, Outterson
and Haupt to exhsust every wmeans of
getting the papers and even to institute
lo%ﬂ proceadings if necessar:

hen the Grand Jury resumed its sitting
vesterday morping the witnesses again
a;;pfnml without the desived data, and all
of thent declined to institute at their own
expense legal proceedings to recover papers
which were of no special galue to them
and which they had voluntarly given up,

Samuel Untermyer appearad on Imhn‘lf
of Mesars. Campbell und Ontterson. He
raid that pone of the witnesses could
make out a case if he brought suit, since
all had surrendered the papers voluntarily

Judge Lacombe after staiing that he
would give Mesare. Campbell and Outterson
until Friday at 10,30 A. M. to produce the
paperssaid: @ '

Wheat closed lower owing mainly to comn-
mission house liquidation and a lack of ag-
gressive support. There was no great pres-
sure as & rule, but in a narrow market the
selling told. September was sold rather
freely at one tinvo by Clement, Curtis & Co,
Some thought Armour interests were selling,
Shearson, Hammill & Co., Sidoey Love
& Co., Wrenn, Barrell, Scott, Pringle, Bloom
and Northwestern houses were aellers,

The weather news was better thouglt {t
was still ratler cold in some sections. Most
of the crop accounts were favorable, The
domestic demand for cash wheat continued
light. The cables were considered bearish,
Liverpool was "yo. lower to 1lgc. higher,
The market there was influenced by the
fear of large May deliveries, reporis that
the Continent was reselling recent purchases
and the fuct that cargoes were 84, lower.
Berlin was 5-16¢, higher to 'jo. lower. Buda-
pest advanced ¢, Paris was unchanged
to 14%¢, higher. Further good rains were
reported in Rumauis, while the growing
wheat has a healthy appeatance in Austrias
Iungary, though the growth is Amall.

The narrowness of the speculation was in
itself a deprassing factor. The fear of large
May deliveries on I'riday causes many to
hold aloof. Bears contend that crop prospects
were pever more favorable at this time of
the vear thun they are now. They think,
too, that supplies are ample to mee} requires
ments between now and harvest,

Minneapolls was weak, showing the effects
of liquidation by small holders,

At one time, however, a rather sharp rally
occurred. Mauy of the commission houses
have orders to buy on the sethacks. Besides
there was scattered covering of shorte., De-
spite the favorable crop outlook bears are
not at all aggressive, There was considera-
ble buving of May and selling of July at the
prevailing difference.
