COURTNEY FAVORS SCULLERS.

Cornell Coach Criticises Method of Plcking
Olymple Crew,

TTHACA, N. Y., April 30.--Taking issue with
James Pilkington and Julian (urtiss. the
committee in charge of the selaction of an
American crew to take part in the Olympie
Henlev, in their decikion to make their selec-
tions from the ranks of the college crews
which compete at New London and on the
Thames, (oach Charles E. Courtnev of the
'ornell navy declares that in his opinion the
hest results would be obtained by forming
the American eight out of the best scullers
on this side of the water,

Courtney says that there are in this country
plenty of good scullers among the colleges
and in outside rowing circles who could be
enlisted for the ODlymple crew,

Asked why he favored ecullers as against
members of college or other crews, Courtney
sald that it would not be posaible to get eight
men from the college crews, used to rowing
long distances, to row over the Henley course
of a mile and five-sixteenths in any time at
all. “This English conrse,” he said, “is very
short, and the race at best would be only
a clawing race "

Courtney sald point blank that he would
rather take his chances with his freshman
crew this vear in the Olympic race than with
the crew that the American committee plans
to plck, The freshman crews are coached to
row a short race of two miles, and Courtney
#ave they would be much better fitted to row
the Henley course than an eight composed
of men who, either in college shells or others,
had been accustomed Lo longer races.

The "old man” also takes exception to
Plikington's and Curtiss's plans because of
what he calls the dificulty in getting & unl-
form stroke for their proposed crew., The
wide variance in the strokes which the various
college crews use is an impertant factor
against the committee's plan, he says.
