QUEENS GRAND JURY TURNS THE
JOB OVER TO HIM, |

“Demanding” That He Make s Thorough |
Investigation of Queens Borough Ad- |
ministrative Departments—No Indict-
ments Against Bermel or Anybody Else.”

Mayor McClellan has been invited to go i
on & graft hunt in the Borough of Queans.
The invitation was made in a presontment
handed up toJudge Humphrey in the Queensa
County Court, Long Ieland City, yesterday |
morning by the Grand Jury of that county.
For several weeks this Grand Jury has been |
struggling with the old Kissena Park scan- |
dal, It took up the inquiry at the direction
of Gov. Hughes, and its troubles socumu-
lated remarkably, On the day following
his resignation as President of the Borough
of Queens Joseph Bermel, one of the al-
leged star performers In the Kissena vaude-
ville, sailed away for Italy with a Grand
Jury subpeena in his pocket. This was but
one of the troubles of the investigators,
And now they've put the whole thing up
to the Mayor, not only requesting but de-
manding that he resume the chase after

When the jurors arrived at the tempo-
rary court room in the upper floor of the
Fourth street police station in the Hunter's
Point section yesterday morning rumors
that two indiotments were in store for the
fleeing ex-President of Quedns were set
going again, The jurors were in secret ses-
gion more than two hours and then the pre-
sentment was ready. [t was evident, how-
aver, that the report presented to the Court
was written in haste. It was written with
pen and ink and wasscarcely legible, while
the other presentments were neatly type-

Whereas grave charges are made in the
pabilic press and by citizens that fraud and
corription are generally prevalent in the
