The extent of
these variations will depend chiefly upon
the extent of the errors in differences. lo
ather words, these errors will disturb the
vormal parity above described. These dis-
tirbunces have a very far reaching effect,
especially on the distribution of speculative
TinkK,

On thia question of “the distribution of
meculative risks,” Mr. Bmith is quite cer-
tain that it should be borne by the spect-
jative clasa rather than by the grower or the
spinner. In this, says the report, the New
York system fails, since “fixed differences
sre an attempt substantially to render
future transactions a ‘sure thing' for a
limited class of speculative experts.”

The final Aght for freedom in the case of
Harry Thaw will be begun to-day In the
Supreme Court hefore Justios Morschauser
at Poughkeepsie, where Thaw will appear
1o seek his freedom on the writ of habeas
corpus secured by his newest atlorney,
James G. Grabam of Newburgh.

Judge Morschauser will sit to hear argu-

District Attorney Jereme has announced

' that he will fight Thaw's release and As-

sistunt Distriet Attorney Frank Garvan will
bhe on hand to represent him. It is expeoted
that Mr. Garvan will present a motion to
have the case transferred to this county,
but the decision resta with Judge Mor-
schauser. and it is expected by the Thaw
lawyers that Judge Morachauser will re-
fuse the transfer and that the case will at
onee go to 4 hearing.

It Thaw is freed he will probably come
direct to this eity to be on hand on May 11
to fight his wife’'s annulment suit, which
will be heard on that date before Referee
Robert K I‘GY\I

Through her counsel, Col. Franklin Bart-
lott, Mre. Willlam Thaw gave out yester-

! day a statement in which she said she was

in full sympathy with her son's move for
release and that should his release bLe
granted Harry would socompany her to
Furope for a long rest

*I am authorived to say,” said Col. Bart:
lett, guoting from a letter from Mra. Thaw,
“that the wild stories to the effect that the
Thaw family are opposed to Harry Thaw's
movement for release are without founda-
tion. While it is not necessary for the

The Court also holds that a church aban-
doned for a period of ycars is still a church
within the meaning of the act and that the
same prokibition is effective as if the build-
ing were actually occupied as a place of
worship.

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A JILTED MAN MURDERS TW

SHOOTS THE GIRL AND HIS
CAPTOR IN BROOKLYN,

And When the Pollee Flually Got Him and
Rush Him to a Pire House Theusands
of Persons Resiege 1t—A Lot of Heads
Cracked In the Dispersal of the Meb,

Willlam Rekanski began asking Annie
Kookonwa to marry him when they were
boy and girl together in Poland a good
many years ago. He asked her again yes-
terday afternoon in the hallway of the tene-
ment in whioh they boarded at 92 Kent
avenue, Williamsburg, and when she told
him, as she had before, that ahe would not
marry him and added that there was
another man who pleased her bettar, he
shot her in the breast, Inflicting a wound
from which she died ‘an hour later. In
attempting to escape after the shooting
Sekanski mortally wounded Michael Kirsain
of 71 North Fleventh street, Williamsburg,
who was passing in the street and attempted
to seize the murderer.

Annie Kockonwa tired of Sekanskl's
attentions three years ago and came to
this country, finding employment at New-
buryport, near Boston. Six months ago
Cekanski learned of her whereabouts and
followed her to Newburyport, where, he
says, alie at last consented to marry him.
About three weeks ago the girl, without
saying anything to her lover, slipped away
and came to New York. She found a place
to boa d with Puul Natiewich at 92 Kent
avenue and soon fonnd work In the jute
mills in Greenpoint

Sokanski managed to traoe her, and a
few days ago bobbed up at the Willlamaburg
boarding house with his persistent ques-
tion, Anmie gave up in despair then and
told him frankly about the other man.
Sekaneki took rooms in the hoarding house
and gave up all of his time to meeting Annie
and repeating lis demand that she marry
him

Yesterday afternoon he followed her into
the hallway as she was going out and the
other lodgers in the house heard him say:

“If you won't marry me you'll never
get the chance to marry any one else.” The
pistol shot followed at once. The people
in the house were afraid to yenture out; but
as Sekanski jumped over the girls ¥
which bad fallen ueross the threshold, and
started down the steps, Michael Kirmain,
who happened 1o be passing the house,
grappled with hiny - Sekanski shot Kirsain
i the abdomen and ran on down the street
to Norths Ninth street and up to Wythe
avenue with an ever growing crowd of
excited Poles in chase

At Wythe avenue Sekanski turned on
the crawd, now numbering several hundred
persons, but lis revolver missed fire and
in a moment he was down and the mob
were beating and kicking him. “That he
wan not Killed was due to the faet that his
ansdilauts were so numerous that they kicked
one anot her as often as llwr did Sekanski.

Policemen Fergason and  Kelly of the
Bedford avenue station managed to elub
their way throngh the erowd and dragged
Sekanski to the house of Fngine Company
117 on Wythe avenue. ‘The firemen closed
the doors on the tol, which had grown to
several thousand people of all nationalities,
Jling the etreer for two blocks on either
side of the engine house, The erowd
goemed bent on storming the engine house,
but one of the policemen held them at bay
with his revolver while the other fele-
phoned 1o the Brooklyn police headquar-
ters for help.  Capt. Dooley of the, ford
avenoe siation hustled the  reserves ol
and raised the siege on the engitw bouse
after many heads had been cracked

NSekanski was tlien (o thé police statioh,
where he calimly admicted his guilt, ex

plaining that he bad shot the girl beoause
she n-fmwl to marry him afrer having
promised to do go

Anuie Kockonwa and Michael  Kirsain

were taken to the Fasterp Distriet Hospltal,
