SHORTAGE GROWS $100,000.

Pittsburg Cashier's Thefts Now Foet Up
81, 380,000-Forgery His Method,

Pirrsnvra, May 13.—As the result of
further investigation to-day by Bank Ex-
aminer Folds the shortage of Williami Mont-
gomery, former cashier of the Alleghany
National Bank, has been increased $100,000,
making the total $1,350,000,

Montgomery was taken to the office of
his attorney this afternoon, where a fur-
ther confession was got from him by Clar-
ence Burleigh, counsel for the bank. It
is said that much information was secured
which may result in the arrest of other
persons.

Details of the system used by Montgomery
became xnown to-day Most of the money

was taken in exchange for spurious notes
signed with the names of p nent business
men.

This afternoon it was announced at the
Pittaburg Stock Exchange that the Marine
National Bank, which for many years has
cleared through the Alleghany National,
would, commencing to-morroWw, clear
through the Union National,

The first clue to Montgomery's pecula-
tions was found when an inventory of
the bank's assets was made N‘;repmtory
to a deal by which the First National was
to take over the Alleghany National. Will-
jam Stewart, the president, is advancing
in age and wished to retire, He had ar-
ranged for an extensive FEuropeaf trip
this summer.

MEXICAN BANK BILL ADVANCED.

Commitiee of Congress Reports Measare
Framed by Minister Limantour.

Mexico Ciry, May 13.—The Commitiee
on Finance of Congress has reported favor-
ably the bill prepared by Minister of Fi-
nance José Y. Limantour for the regulation
of chartered banks. The prime object of
the measure is to protect depositors and
to add to the solidity of the banks. It

rohibits officials of banks from borrowing

rom their own banks during the first year

of the existence of the institutions. All
loans must be amply secured. Loans of
banks of issue are limited to periods of not
more than two months. The bill contains
many other stringent regulations.

The new olauses governing banks of pro-
motion direct that depositors received by
such institutions shall be p by keep-
ing on hand at least 20 per cent. more than
at , either in cash or in first rate
securities, with the remaining 80 per cent.
in notes liable to discount and taken for
a period no longer than six months. In
the matter of bonds the existing regula-
tions will be amended to the effect that the
total amount of the issue may not exceed
the holding of the bank in cash plus its hold-
ing in first class securities. In no event
shall the total issue exceed five times the
paid up capital of the bank.

Wife Says A. J. Lamb Makes More Than
$58,000 a Year —She Gets No Counsel Fee,
