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FVIDENCE THAT TRE TURF HAS
MUCH POPULAR SUPPORT.

VMore Than 100,000 Persons Visited Wel.
mont Park In Four Dayd Last Week and
All Seemed Prosperous and Happy,
Also Well Behaved--Entries for To«iay.

More than 100,000 persons passed through
the turnstiles at Belmont Park on Wednesday,
| hursday, Friday and Saturday of last week,
[t was a greater attendance for that length
of time than was ever seen before at t
magnificent racecourse and it belped to
demonstrate rather conclusively that the
tnrf in spite of the agitation that has been
going on since New Year's Day (s not en-
tirely without friends. A vikit to the big
irack last Saturday, for’ instance, disolosed
vm- fact that in the assem¥lage of more than

5000 persons were men prominent in all
\\nlku of life.

Financiers, Judges, Inwyern. doctors, rail-
rond presidents, politicians, artists, actors,
srchitects, contractors, tunnel buildiers,
theatrical managers, playwrights, real estate
promeoters, mining engineers, brokers, bank-
ers, dentista, merohanulq restaurant keepers,
hotel proprietors and business men of all
sorts were there, either in the clubhouse or
i the large grand sdand, And what were
they there for? To see the best thoroughbred
racehorses in America meet in thrilling com-
petition, to back their judgment with cash
wneers and to enjoy a most healthful outing
in the open country away from the wear, tear
and worry of the bristling metrapolis.

I his wonderful crowd in its appedrance
and behavior was a testimonpial to racing as
it is conducted by the Jockey Club. As the
thovsands passed through the clicking turn-
#tiles it waa noted that each man and waman
was well dressed, sober, clean and apparently
respectable.  There wasn’t a shabby visitor
to he seen anywhere,andall of the crowd ap-
grared to have money. With 250 layers on
hand to oppose the public’s judgment as to
probable winners it was soon'a busy after-
noen, but there wasn't so much as a disorderly
disprte, a quarrelsome mixup or an outburst
of profanity., Yet hundreds of dollars
¢hanged hands on the result of each event.
Not an arreat was made during the afternoon
ind not a crook of any known record was per-
nitted to pass within the gates. With 200
Pinkertons en hand to preserve order, it might
e =aid that one-tenth of that number would
have been just ag effective, for the racegoers
are edueated in this respect and never rhake
tranhle

Aaturally such an  orderly. prosperous
looking erowd, filled with good nalure and
rnioving the glorious spring weather, caused
1 State Senator to remark to THE SUN man:

I don’t aee any blacklegs, criminals, mur-
derers or sneak thieves here! Why, on the
contrary, I've met more friendg to-day than
I expected. [t looke to me as if everybody
gnen to the races, and that instead of there
being a publie clamor against the tracks there
ig a popular demand for the perpetuation of
the sport. When nearly 40,000 persons turn
out to see horse races and bet on them to
the extent of a few dollars it looks to me as
if the attitude of the reformers up the State
was not based on actual knowledge of the
facis

“llacing appears to bes a wonderful in-
dusiry, and there can be no doubt that the
public wants it to go along undisturbed.
Theae are 30,000 men hers to-day, they tell
me
sevcral friends. By means of endlesa chain
methods 1 can readily see how these men
can control perhaps 5,000 votes at election
tfime

“Wh doesn’t the Governor take a trip to
Relmont Park and look over the situation
st as peveral State Senators have done?
Perhaps he would find that anti-racmg leg-
islation has more real live opposition than
he imagined. Racing has powerful friends,
invelves milllons of dollars and provides
innocent amusement for thousands of New
Yorkers who reserve the right to spend their
own money in their own way.”

Iu restoring the 82 bet limit in the big ring
the bookmakers acted on their own responsi-
hility just as they did when they decided
at the opening of the local season that no
wagers of less than 85 would be accepted.
Deapite reports to the contrary the Jockey
Club had no connection, directly or indi-
reetly, with this arrangement, for the ex-
vellent reason that there have been no busi-
ness dealings between the racing assocla-
tions and the betting ring for three years.

When the 85 rule went into effect it was
pointed ont to the Mets and other layera in
the hig ring that the players who never wager
more than $2 to a race would go to the “fleld.”
This proved to be the case exactly, with the
reau't that the $5 rule also cut down the busi-
ness in the large enclosure so that many of
the luyers did not take in enough money
duriny an afternoon of speculation to pay
expenses. It then _began to dawn on the
lavers vvho framed this scheme that it was
the 82 and 83 bettors after all who made busi-
ness for them, so they concluded to go back
to first principles. It is pretty good evidence,
therefore, that there is no big betting to
mpeak of and no playing beyond one's means,
when racetrack regulars protest against a
riule of the layers that compels them to wager
not less than 85 instead of the old 82 privilege.

'he restoration of the $2 rule would seem
to indicate that the persons” who figured it
all ont last winter that during a single racing
season on the Jockey Club tracks the layers
handled a grand total of $300,000,000 were
either misinformed or ‘were prompted by
malice. Such assertions are absurd when Lhe
facts and figures are offered for careful
risal, Those who have looked into the ma ter
from an impartial viewpoint say the privilege
to wager $2 on a race in the grand stand mar
ketpluoe should never have been taken away
from the public. The statement made by
enrinies of racing that the 82 rule was re-
stored because the grand stand receipts had
fallen off while thoke of the fleld had been
proportionately increased does not agree
with the tabulated attendance flguges and
zate receipts in the offices of the various rac-
ng associations, which prove heyond perad-
venture thaf the receipts for boith grand
stand: and fleld enclosures at Aqueduct, Ja-
maica and Belmont Park this year have been
larger than ever before.

('[hn fluke victory of Field M ouge last Satur-
day illustrated the fact that in future, under
such trying eircumstances, the starter should
have the power to order jockeys to dismount.
Thosa who bet on Lady Hubbard, for in-
stance, got an unfair deal. The Madden filly
had to walk around at the post for 20 minutes
with 110 pounds on her back, including Jockey
McCarthy, while Field Mouse for perhaps
1% minutes was without a rider or saddle.
That meant that Field Mouse went to the
post with an immense advantage over Ladv
Huhbard, who was practically ready to drop
from weariness, If Lady Hubbard's jockey,
however, had heen allowed to clamber from
her back during the delay at the post she
would have been, no doubt, comparatively
fresh when the race was finally started, That
somehody erred in judgment there can be
no doubt, and that the peopleawho bet on Lady
Hubbard got a raw, though unintentional,
denl goes without saying. fn' future such
incidents ghouid mot be mismanaged, but
should eall for pmmpt action and sound
Judginent,

when the day'’s sport was half completed
before thé sun reached the half way poind.
The proximity of the two courses makes an
all day session possible. The arrangement s
such that the raclug at one track not only
does not interfere with that at the other but
there will be ample time het ween for lunoheon,
The United Hunts meeting will begin at 11
o'clock and the tard of fivé races will have
been run off by 1 o'clock, leaving an hour and
a half before the cnlunc of the first race at
the big course ackoss the pike. The card
consists of three steeplechases, one hurdle
race and one flat race.

Aside from the novelty of being able to see
racing both morning and afternoon, there
is another feature that will appeal to many.

ENGLISH CRITICS PRAISE REL»
MONT'S DERBY QANDIDATE.

Ootagon Colt Shows Much Cmprovement
Over Last Season’s Form and (iives Fias
Exhibition of Stamima—Sir Arohibald
May 'Tarn the Tables In the Derby.

The English -crition think well of Angust
Belmont's Norman I11., who recently won
the Two Thousand Guineas, and while they
point out that the race has not always besn
won by the subsequent Derby winner the
chances of the Amerioan colt for tha Epson
classio ranks high. The real story the
race arrived yesterday with the batch of
English exchanges, and all speak favorably
of the Belmont candidate, and especially

Norman IIT. finished strong and as he was
led away to the paddock exhibited little or
no effects of the tumsle. It is also hinted
that while the Two Thousand is only a mile
the Derby is half again as far and this may
make some difference. Sir Archibald, they
say, may turn the tables on Norman IlI. on
June 3, and it i within bounds that Whita
Fagle may show his heels to hoth, The Figld
of May 0 has the following to say edltorlan
on the Two Thousand:

und fleld who on last year's runming ap-
peared to have no earthly chance of winning
it was Norman J1]., because he had finished
behind so many of his opponents and

not known, by the public at least, to hava
improved in any marked degree. He had _
begun his career by run
(loose in the May Plate a'year ago, and when
he won at Hurst Park not long after he had
nothing better than Cindereilo, who was
giving 7 pounds, behind him. At
White Eagle and Bonspiel 11. finished many
lengths in front of him: at Newmarket in
July 8ir Archibald gave him 7 pounds and beat
him three lengths; at Goodwood he was un-
placed to Seai\'inz; in the Prendergast Stakes
he was unplaced to Fdnam and Bonspiel I1.;
in the Criterion Stakes he finished a length
and a half behind Primer: and in the Daw-
hurst Plate Perrier, Ednam, Your Majesty
and Dibs were all in front of him when they
passed the post., Thus seven of Wednesday's
fleld had beaten him (two of them twioce),
and in none of the races did it look as if Nor- ,
man 111, ought to have been further forward.
Indeed, on the book 100 to 1 hardly repre-
sented his chance for the Two Thousand,
and yet he won with a g deal in hand,.
most thoroughly turning the tables on a lot
of horses who last year were in a better class
than he was.

“Though he was bred in America Norman
I11. has always been trained and raced in
this country and John Watson, who has
had eharge of him since his yearling days,
has always beon a rare hand at bringing
out early winners, as is proved by his re-
markable series of Rrocklesby successes.
Norman IIl is not a very striking colt, but
at the same time he is a good 'dea! removed
from an ordinary lookjng one. and many
who loocked him over in the paddock felk
sure that he had improved fromn last year.
He has good size, a fair amount of quality
end s workmanlike appearance, whereas
several of his opponents were, if not exactly
fat horses, too backward to do themselves
full justice,
