On Thursday last one girl laughed go
heartily over the antios of a gray rat that
was none other than Klmer himself that
she had to go home for the rest of the day
to regain her composure, (eorge and Isaiah
and Josiah in the meantime huve taken on
a bit of a grouch hecause Flmer and Mi-
gnonette and the other rats devote 8o much
time to the stenog roomn inatead of spending
the afternoons with them. So indignant
has George become that yesterday he went
down to see Borough President Ahearn
about the rats, while Isaiah and Josiah
studied the Charter tofind fo nething therein
that would give them the right legally to
compel the rats to vigit their offices at least
a part of the day.

HIS SUBWAY BIDS TO00 LOw.

Graham Wants to Withdraw Them and
May Get Permission.

The Public Service Commission had
intended at its weekly meeting to-day
to make the awarda on the bids for the six
sections of the Fourth avenue subway in
Brooklyn, but action will probably be de-
ferred until next week because of a request
receiyed from James P. Graham, the lowest
bidder for two of the sections, to with-
draw.

Mr. Graham, whose contracting work,
according to information which has come
to the knowledge of the commission, has
hitherto been confined to the laying of
sewers in Bensonhurst and other surround-
ing districte of that territory, offered to
build the first section of the subway ex-
tending from Nassau street to Willoughby
street, and the fifth secotion running from
Tenth street to Twenty-seventh street,
at a price which was nearly $1,000,000 less
than the next lowest bidders and about
$4,000,000 less than the highest bidders
on those two sections,

Mr. Graham had a talk yesterday after-
noon with Chairman Willoox of the Public
Servioe Commission and it was learned last
night that Mr, Graham appealed to Chair-
man Willcox to be allowed to withdraw
his bids without baving to forfeit the de-
posits. It was ascertained that Mr.
Graham had informed the chairman of the
ocommission that in making out hs esti-
mates he had neglected to include in his
calculations several important factors,

and that should he be held to his bids the
result would mean a big monetary loss to

him.

The likelihood is that the commission
will to-day give to Mr. Graham the relief
he has ap| ed for. The commission has
for severa da{n past been considering the
advisability of awarding the contracts to
Mr., Graham. Some of the members of
the board have urged that Graham should
be kept to his bid or made to forfeit his
deposit, while other members have advo-
cated the rejection of the bids made by
Graham.

This situation which bhas arisen in the
board will be s#lved to-day by permitting
Graham to withdraw his offers.

The second lowest bidder on the Nassan
to Willoughby street section is Rogers
& Hq?eng, whose bid was $1,374,000,
against Graham's $1,020,478, and in the fifth
section, from Tenth street to Twenty-
seventh street, where (Graham offered tao
do the work for $1,413,635, the second lowest
blq was $1,045,040, which was put in jointly
by the Tide Water Building Company and
'l{omu B. Bryson.

MANY FEAR THEY BAVE RABIES

SCARE FOLLOWS THE DEATH OF
W. H. MARSH OF BROOKLYN.

Kvery Little Seratoh by a Household et
an Excuse for Alarm -A Pasteur Physi-
olan Tells What Should Be Done-Au-
topsy In Marsh Case Verines Dingnosis.

Because of representations coming from
# few individuals who constitute them-
selves a semi-medical society, Coroner
Brewer of Brooklyn, after consultation
with District Attorney Clarke, ordered
an autopsy to be performed yesterday
upon the body of William H. Marsh, the
Brooklyn man who died of rabies at his
home, 74 Ocean avenue, on Wednesday.

. Dr. Ira Von Giesen of the City Laboratory |

of Research, who assisted Coroner's
Physician Emil Hartung in the autopsy,
reported conourrently with the Coroner's
physician that Mr. Marsh had died as
the result of an undoubted case of rabies,
and that the administration of opiates by
the physicians attending him played no
part in the cause of death,

Dr. Von Giesen’'s opinion was so sure
that an incident of the autopsy led him
to take immediate measures of self pro-
tection. While he was removing a portion
of the backbone of the dead man for the
purpose of studying the condition of the
spinal cord the physician scratched his
wrist with the edge of one of the vertebra.
He told his fellow physician that he would
take no chances and that to-day he would
begin the twenty-three days Pasteur treat-
ment for the prevention of rabiea in his
own laboratory.

The examination of Mr. Marsh's body
brought out all of the characteristio poat
mortem signs of rabies, The lesion in the
medulla oblongata and the diseased con-
dition of the spinal ocord always brought
about by hydrophobia were found exist-
ing in the body of the man who had died
under the rabies diagnosis. Sinoe pseudo-
rabies is never fatal of itself and by its
nature leaves no marks of change in the
bodily tissue, the contention urged upon
District Attorney Clarke that Mr, Marsh's
death had been caused by fear and the
administration of drugs was found to be
absolutely baseless.

Miss Edna Thompson, the young woman
who works in the office of Mr. Marsh's
manufactory and who handled his wounded
bulldog on the same day that Mr. Marsh
is supposed to have become infected with
the rabies virus, is suffering now from
nothing so muoh as the ill advised ministra-
tions of her friends, according to the physi-
cian who has been giving her the precau-
tionary Pasteur treatment for the last four
days. The tragio death of her employer
and her natural nervousness have been
played upon by those who have come in
contact with her until she is suffering from
nervous relapse but nothing more serious.

“Miss Thompson has no signs of rabies or
pseudo-rabies or even hysteria,” said Dr.
William I,. Wheeler of the Pasteur Institute,

the physician who has been treating her,
yoeterday. “Unless her friends leave her
alone she may be driven to nervous prostra-
tion, but I have given her my assuranoe
that as far as danger of rabies is concerned
she need have no fear. I will continue
givinf her the Pasteur treatment for the
stipulated time, simply as a matter of pre-
caution. Mr. Ramsey Marsh, the son of
the dead man, who handled the dog at the
same time that his father became innoocu-
lated, is also taking the treatment. He is
doing it as a matter of precaution also,”

Since the faots of . Marsh's sudden
seizure on Monday last and su ent
death have become known e has
a general hysteria of rablies terror, accord-
ing to Dr. Wheeler. All day Wednesday
and yesterday from 9 o'clock until 3 in the
afternoon there was a steady stream of
people hurrying to the institute, driven by
mad fear that some trivial scratch they had
received from the family cat or pudp;zz in
weeks or monthe past had doome em
to the fate of the Brooklyn man. All of
these timorous ones were reassured, some
a bit roughlz). when they insigted that they
were going to die. )

Dr. Wheeler said yesterday that timid
folk should have some definite assurance

that any bite from a household pet or other
animal did not neceseari oreshadow
death by rabies. Simple o ation on

the part of one bitten would serve to allay

most fears, said he,

“There is no season which brings about
more cases of rabies than any ether season,”
said Dr. Wheeler.” “There are as many cases
iP? wigmr as in th:g:ﬁ:uué part of summer,

or does suscepti y de upon an
physical condition in the bonf‘:?the tien{
sanitation or climaoteric condition. The doc-
tors have been unable to trace the source
and fundamental causes of the growth of
the rabies germ, just as they have failed to
find the source of the yellow faver bacillus,

“The period of incubation of the germ
in the human being is longer than in that
of the dog, on account of whom 95 per cent
of rabies cases are caused. The saliva
of the dog afflicted with rabies is not infec-
tious more than three or four days before
the dog begina to show signs of the disease.

“If one is bitten by a dog, therefore, the
firat thing to do is to tie the animal up, if it
ba one's own dog, and keep it under observa-
tion for a week. If no signs of rabies are
vigible in the creature in that time the one
bitten need have no fear of being subject
to the disease himself. Rabies can only
be transferred by direct inoculation. The
number of cases depends entirely upon the
number of dogs that are so aMicted. The
spread of the disease within the last few
years can only be attributed to the greater
number of dogs in existence and their wide
distribution,

“The period of incubation in a human
being is all the way from two weeks to a
year in duration fter even the first signs
‘of rabies are disoovered in an individual,
those of mental depression, unreasonin
fear, excitability, medical aid cannot ava
nything. It is very difficult to diagnose
these nym‘ptoms as being indicative of
hydrophobia, mno«LUemly one should not
take any chances if he has been bitten, bt
should carefully keep the dog under ob-
pervation.”

The funeral of Mr. Marsh will be held on
Saturday from the Marsh home in Flatbush,

S. P, C. A, SAYS “DON'T WORRY.”
Two Automoblles to Be Added to Dog
Catehing Equipment,

According to W. K. Horton, general
manager of the American Society for the
: Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, there is
Jittle nead of uneasiness on aoccount of
vicions and stray dogs in the city.

“The soociety is more active than ever
before,” he said yesterday, “and the force of
dog catohers, which at pressnt is working
overtime, will be more than doubled on
June 1. In the months of January, Feb-
ruary, March and April of this year the
society destroyed 41,300 cats and dogs, as
against 28,440 for the same period in 1907,
an thoreade of 12,022,

“The number of seizures of cats and dogs
on the streets in these monthsof the present

ear was 10,401; last year, 2,550,
increase of 7,851, approximately 400 per cent.
Our average of s»izures on the streets this
year amounts to about 2,600 a month,”

The sooiety's dog ocatching equipment
at present consists of four crews with
wagons, two working in Manhattan and
The Bronx and two In Brooklyn, The
former, Mr. Horton says, collect on average
of 250 cats and d a day, the latter 120.

DISASTROUS WRECK IN BELGIUN,

Frem 40 to 60 Killed and More Than 100 |
Hert in Crash Near Antworp.
Speetal Cable Deaputey 1o TAR Sux,
FANTwERP, May 21.-The locomotive of
an express train bound for Antwerp jumped
the track at Contrich, six miles out of the
city, at 9 o'clook this morning and orasied
into a train on a siding whioh was crowded

with excursionists. From forty to sixty

injured,

I'he train that was run into had bheen
aldetracked at Contich to allow the exprees
to pess, The switchman either forgot to
replace the switch or the switch did not
act. Hence the express ran into tho rear
end of the other train, which was unusually
full of workmen, soldiers and a party of
pilgrims bound for a shrine at Liepse, near
lierre,

Some of the killed were horribly muti-
lated, The heads of three decapitated
soldiers were pressed o deep into the earth
that it was necessary to dig them out with
spades. The bodies of some little white
frocked pilgrim girls were found coverad
with blood and blackened with coal dust.
Several of the injured have since died,

Little remains of the train that was
run into except bent metal and splintered
wood, strewn with fragments of clothing.
The switchman has disappeares. His ar-
rest has been ordered. The total number
of victims is not certainly known, but prob-
ably the report that sixty were killed and
a hundred injured is not exaggeratad.

The engineer and flreman of the express
train were killed.

SUFFRAGETTES STORM ASQUITH,

Beslege Premier's House and Obstruot the
Street -8ix of Them Arrested,
Special Cadle Despateh 1o TRR SUN,

IoNnpoN, May 21,—Twenty suffrageties
besieged the official reeidence of Prime
Minister Asquith in Downing street this
morning and sent in a written demand for a
more definite statement upon the Gavern-
ment’'s intentions as to woman suffrage
than Mr, Asquith made in the House of
Commons yesterday.

Six of the women were arrested and
charged with obstructing a publia street,
Among those arrested was Miss Maloney,
who gained fame in Dundee recently by
preventing Mr. Churchill from addressing
an open air meeting by her persiatent ringing
of a large bell.

When Mr. Asquith sent out to his callers
a message that there was no anawer to their
communication the women began making
speeches. Finally the police persuaded
them 85 leave Mr. Asquith's doorstep, but
they returned and took possession of a
motor car that was standing in Downing
street and began making more speeches.
The arrests followed.

When the prisoners were arraigned Miss
Maloney preferred serving a week's time
in jail to giving bond for good behavior.
Two others will have to serve fourieen
days. The othera gave peave bonds.

CHILDREN SING FOR EMPEROR

And Dance Teo - 82,000 of Them Call on
Francis Joseph,

VIENNA, May 21.-Eighty-two thousand
Viennese #chool children drawn up in the
imperial park of the Palace of Schoen-
brunn gave an ovation to-day to the Emperor
Francis Joseph, who stood upon a balcony
of the palace with members of his family
and court attachés.

The school girls were bareheaded and were
dreased in white, with sashes of black and
yellow, The boys wore .red, with white
scarfs.

In front of the army of children stood a
choir of 1,000. While the choir sang, 240
children, twelve from each district of the
city, attired in the costumes of different
periods, danced

The demonstration was organized as the
school children's commemoration of his
Majesty's jubliee, the celebrations of which

are being everywhere directed as far as
possible to the promotion of the welfare
of the children of the empire.

In thanking the Burgomaster for to-day's
display the Emperor said:

“I find children the loveliest things in
the world.

*WRECKING CREW” TRANSFER
OPERATIONS TO THFE BRONX.

Explosive Fired at Haychester Damaged
One Girder In & Four Span Viaduct
Across New Haven Tracks-Long List
of Unpunished Crimes of This Kind,

That a wrecking crew of the Sam Parks
variety has been enlisted in the last few
months to impress upon the erectors of
structural steel the wisdom of employing
none but members of the Housesmiths

i and Bridgemen's Union is the conclusion

that has heen forced upon a good many
contractors by things that have happsned
lately.

Cutting the ropes of derricks half in two
80 that a strain would break themn used to
be one of the favorite methods of the old
Sam Parks crew when they wanted to show
a contractor that he was in wrong with the
union. In addition to a revival ef this form
of entertainment dynamite, which was used
in those days to damage buildings in the
¢ity, is being resorted to to damage bridges.
The cut rope of a derrick serves as a warn-
ing that the wreckers are on the job, but
the dynamite not only does this but destroys
valuable property with no more apparent
risk to the wreckers. The joba it is used on
are open shop jobs, where a dynamiter, if
he is a skilled ironworker, could get em-
ployment like anybody else,

Some of the wreckers seem to have made
a dynamite call where Lewis F. Shoemaker
& Co, are building for the New Haven
railroad a big steel bridge to carry the
old Baychester road over the tracks of
the road near the Baychester station, The
call was* made about 4 o'clock yesterday
morning, and despite the presence of two
watohmen the ocallers were able to leave
their dynamite and get away nicely, pro-
vided, that is, that they had not left it there
over night. The dynamite twisted the
heavy steel beams making up one of the
main girders of one of the spans and blew
a number of steel plates off the girder, but
didn't result in the collapse of the bridge,
as it was evidently meant to do. As it was,
$2,000 may cover the loss.

Some thne ago the National Erectors'
Association, to which belong most of the
firms that are putting up the bridges over
the new six track road the New Haven is
building through The Bronx, decided on
the open shop. By that is meant that they
decided that they would employ whatever
men they chose, membership in the house-
smiths’ union not being the prime essential.
That rule went into force practically all over
the East. The bridge which was pioked
out for the latest objeot lesson to show the
unpopularity among dynamiters of the open
shop i8 being erected by a Philadelphia
o ncern, of which Lewis D. Rights is the
New York manager. It is one of the largest
of the many going up in The Bronx, having
u total length of 346 feet and a total weight,
it is said, of 800 tons. There are four spans
supported on cement piers. On this job
wbout thirty ironworkers have been em-
ployed, comprising, under the principle of
the open shop, both union and non-union
men. The work of erecting the steel was
practically completed, which may account
for the time selected for the dynamite oall.

Two watchmen have been employed reg-
ularly to watch the bridge at night, but
the job was a big one on account of the
Jength of the structure. They were stand-
ing  under the bridge early yesterday
morning when there was an-explosion that
almost knocked thein off their feet, rattled
the windows in Unienport three miles away
and broke panes of glass in a building be-
hind the West Cheater police station.

Subsequent investigation disciosed that
the dynamite-—-at least that is what the

yolice and the engineers believe it was
)ad been put directly under one of the
main girders of the centre span, where it
rested on the pier at what is called the
anchor. Had there been enough to wreck
the girder the span might have collapsed.
As it wans, it simply bent and twisted the
two top and bottom steel beams of the
plate girder and destroyed some of the
plates, besides wrecking a good part of the
anchor. There wasr, however, plenty of
support for the bridge left, though the
enlire structure, as it rested on the pier,
seemed to have been moved a trifle by the
explosion, The police, after a talk with the
representative of the contractors, con-
cluded that the explosive had a time fuse,
or some time device that might have been
set when the men quit work. Nobody
was seen running away. Yesterday morn-
ing two loaded revolvers were found on the
West Farms road, some distance from the
bridge, within a fow feet of each other.

Mr. Rights, the manager of the firm,
told the detectives from the Bronx bureau
that the firm had received no threats that
the bridge would be blown up and that no
attempt had been made to interfere with
thae men at work. From other experiences
his firm had had, however, Mr., Rights
said he thought it quite probable that it
was the work of a wreckingw crew.

“In common with a lot of other bridge
concerns,” he said, “we have been harrass »d
not only in The Bronx, but in other cities
including Philadelphia, Chicago, Cleve-
land anrf Fall River. Only a month ago an
attempt was made to wreck a bridge we
are building at Tremont avenne.”

The attempt on the ‘I'remont avenue
bridge was a derrick cutting affair. About
a month ago watchmen noticed 8ome men
loitering near the bridge. When they came
to investigate they found that four guy
ropes hnl(lnﬁ up a sixty ton derrick had
been sawed through. The derrick was held
in place by {wo remaining ropes.

About & menth earlier, 8 me one made a
visit to the big bridge being erected across
Pelbam Bay and extracted a lot of bolts.
This had the effect of weakening the draw,
which came dangerously near tumbling
into the bay.

In all a dozen big bridges are being
erected over the New Haven's tracks in
The Bronx. Although the foroe of guards
has been increased the contracto s say that
it im almost impessible to guard the work
in such & manner that the dynamiters could
not get in one of their calla if they wanted to.

1 a report whioh Walter Drew, one of
the officers of the National Erectora Asso-
ciation, made a month ago, attention was
callgtl ta the activities of the wreckers in
various piarts of thu country in consequence
of the open shop rule. In addition to the
Tremont fHvenue bridge incident there was
mentioned in this the d{numiling of ' two
bridges in Cleveland built by the Lucius
Construction Company, the attempt to blow
up the Pennsylvania Rairoad’'s bridge at
Perth Amboy erected by the Pennsylvania
Steel Conipany, and an attempt to destroy
a bridge at Hackensack put up by the
American Bridge Company. A number of
other cases were mentioned, all happening
within one month.
