This year will be one in which small hoats
particularly figure. Each season small boats
begome more and more popular, and while
many of the larger yachts will be in com«
mission, most of the sport will be in the classes
for yachts thirty-three fegt and under,

In this section there are seven associations.’

On the Sound the Long Islend asseciation
has a good programme and the clubs of this
association arrange their schedule so that
there is as little conflict as possible with
the. New York and Larchmont clubs. At
this end of the Bound there is the Metropoli-
tan - assoclation, composed of cluba with
anchorages between Astoria and College
Point. There is the Gravesend Bay assoocia-
tion, composed of six clubs with headquarters
on Gravesend Bay, and the New York Bay
associstion, which has ciubs that are socat-
tered all about the harbor. There is another
agsociation of clubs on the Hudson River,
another that booms the sport on Jamaica
Bay and gtill another that Interests itself on
the Great Bouth Bay.

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MOTOR PARKWAY TELLS PLANS

CONSTRUCTION WORK ON
NOW ORGANIZED.

ROAD

W. K. Vanderbilt, Jr., President of Com-
pany, te Formally Turn First Spadeful
of Earth en Saturday, June @, for Long
Island's Exclusive Automoblle Highway.

A. R. Pardington, second vice-president
and general mansger of the Long Island
Motor Parkway, issued the following oMcial
statement yesterday afternoon:

“The announcement by the oficers and
directors of the Long Island Motor Park-
way, Incorporated, of their authorization of
the oonstruction of the parkway, with the
work to begin forthwith, serves to dispel
many rumors with regard to the uncer-
tainty of the comstruction of this auto-
moblle highway, demonstrates the firm
belief of the promoters in the practicabflity
of their plans and should serve to make
easy the solution of many probleme which
are perplexing the automobile trade .owners
and drivers of motor cars and the promoters
of events of speed, endurance and economy.

“On Monday, May 11, the work of construc-
tion was organized and the chief engineer
was instructed to at once begin the work,
for which plans have been in preparation
and completed for some time. The interest
in the Long Island Motor Parkway has not
for a moment subsided, although the dis-
cussion by the public of its plans, purposea
and future has been practically abandoned,
The enormous amount of work of unique
character, the peculiar conditions which have
arisen and requived special treatment have
been ocarried on quietly, effectively md unob-
trusively.

“The result is that there has been secured
a right of way from the villages of Mineola,
Garden City and Hempstead, ithe wesiers
terminal to T.ake Ronkonkoma, extending
over a distance of thirty-five miles. Through-
out the entire tength the right of way is
100 feet wide and in many instances 200
fest. The route in its course traverses many

beauty spots of Long Island unknown
to the ordinary tourist, but holding particular
attraction to those who have ed upon or
toured on Long Ialand.

Fine New Cruising Power Beat Bullt for
Mulford Martin.

The Asor 1I., a fine oruising power boat
buiit for Mulford Martin of the American
Yacht Club, was launched from the yard of
B. F, Wood 4t City Island yesterday afternoon.
This yacht is bullt from designs by Willlam
Gardner and is to be used by Mr. Martin
going to and from his home at Rye.

The hull of this boat is built of steel of high
tensile strength, with frames, floors, keel,
keelson, beams and plating of the best quality
and possessing the highest physical pro-
portion, obtaining thereby a boat of maxi-
mum strength with only a moderate amount
of material entering into its construction.
The dimensions of the yacht are 130 feet
over all, 110 feet on the water line, 12 feet 6
inches beam and ¢ feet 8 inohes draught.

The hull is divided into five water tight
compartments by flve steal bulkheads ex-
tending from keel to deck, arranged as fol-
