*The Franco-Britsh Exhibition in Londen
the Chief Feature—Five Pageants, of
Which Dover Will Offer the Most Inter-
esting—Calals and Prague to Celebrate.

“There are more events of special interest
in Europe this summer and next fall than
in any one year since I went into business
some twenty odd years ago,” said the man-
ager of a company that makes a business
of personally conducting tourista to all
quarters of the globe. “The most interest-
ing exhibition of the year to Americans will
be the Franco-British exhibition, that
opened the other day at Shepherd's Bush,
near London. It will be open from May
to October and its chief feature will be the
Olympioc games that will be held during the
week of July 18, Although the exact pro-
gramme is not yet decided on, it is known
that there will be more than 2,000 competi-
tors from various countries who will take
part in these games.

“Two other exhibitjons of considerable
interest will take place in London during
the summer: the Hungarian exhibition, sup-
ported by the Budapest Government, will
be at Earl's Court, a popular West End
pleasure ground, and the Mexican national
exhibit will be presented in the Crystal
Palace. The London pageant that was
booked to take place this year has been
postponed until next summer, but five other
pageants have already been definitely
planned to come off during the three summer
months. The most important perhape is
the Chelsea pageant, which will be held
in the week beginning June 25. Chelsea
was the home of Sir Thomas Mare, Nell
Gwynna and many other men and women
famous in English history, besides the living
Ellen Terry, Augustine Birrell and others not
80 well known on this side the Atlantio,
The beautiful cathedral city of Winchester
will hold its pageant at the end of June
under the direction of ¥. R. Benson. Bed-
ford, in the north of London, will have a
pageant beginning the second week in
July, and Cheltenham, in Gloucestershire,
on the road from Plymouth to London, will
celebrate a few days later.

“During the last week in July comes the
Dover pageant, which will doubtless be the
most interesting of them all for American
sightseers. Its keynote will be the sea, and
the programme is most interestibg. The
first scene will show King Arthur, the battle
of Barham Downs, the death of Gawayne,
the embassy from the Roman Emperor
olaiming sovereignty, and King Arthur's de-
flance. The Knighta of the Round Table act
as narrative chorus, and the pageant shows
the historic events associated with the
town of Dover: William the Conqueror, the
founding of the Priory, Peter the Hermit,
the Barons' War, the founding of the Maison
Dieu, the Siege of Dover, the arrival of
Edward 1. and Eleanor from the Crusades,
and Henry V. after Agincourt.
