of the Keene stable during the last three
days. The fact that several veterinarians,
Frainer Rowe, who has been handling race-
horses for thirty years; H. De Courcey Forbes,
Mr. Keene's turf confidant, and others close
.. to the big stable insisted that Colin after a
workout at the Bay on Thursday had bowed
the middle tendons in both forelegs and
could never race again convinced the race-
:dnl public that the Commando colt’s career
g at an end. It was with much surprise
therefore that turf enthusiasts learned yes-
terday morning that Colin had not broken
down after all and might start in the Belmont
Stakes in the afternoon.

“How could such a serious mistake be
made?” asked hundreds on the way to Bel-
mont Park. “Wouldn't you think that Rowe
and the vets with all their experience would
be able to tell whether the colt had bowed
his tendons? Wouldn't you put confldenoce
in what they said? Well, they must have all
beén rattled!"

That just about hits the nail on the head.

;i Celin is such a valuable racer and turfmen
/are such emotional and excitable fellows
that it is easy to realize how a mountain was
made out of a molehill, From what several
siexpert trainers said yesterday the whole
;trouble was caused by the adjustment of
" pandages on Colin's forelegs. it was said
© that these bandages were put on so tightly
that they stopped the circulation and caused
swellings when they were removed. When
‘ Rowe saw thése lumps on the oolt's fore-
legs he jumped to the conclusion that the
tendons had been bowed and so ln-ined
when the vets were called in.

It was said that superficially the lndlenlonl

pointed to an injury of this kind, so that
; Forbes lost no time in sending word to the
.2 newspapers that Colin was done for. But
~ when the swellings disappeared on Friday
Rowe suddenly realized that he had made
« a8 error, which of coruse was a source of
gratification for Mr. Keene and the public
in general. But it may be sald that if Colin
.bad been the property of a profeasional
horseman and ring ' operator there would
have been a ory of fraud and sharp practice.

‘Colin was examined at Sheepshead Bay
at 9 o'clock yesterday morning by Dr.
McCully in the presence of Mr., Keene, Rowe
-and others. It was found that the colt was
perfectly sound and that his tendons were
as straight and strong as ever. As the heavy
rain had not set (n at that time It was decided
1o take Colin to Belmont Park on the regular

" horse train from the Bay. When Colin was

_led into the paddock, therefore, both sur-

. prise and satisfaction were manifested on

raldes. Mr. Keene, who was on hand to
his wonderful racer, said:

“We've brought Colin here with the idea
of starting him in the Belmont Stakes, but
we have not decided yet, He is a good deal
, better than we thought he was, and if the
track is not too muddy he will probably go!”

BEATS FAIR PLAY BY SMALL

MARGIN IN RAIN AND MUD.

Nottor Mistakes the Finish Mark and Nearly
Tosses the S38.,000 Race Away-—-Ova-
tion for Keene's Champlon—8ir Mar-,

Un, Kara and L. P, Daley Score.

With the rain falling In sheets before a
heavy gale which blew down the home stretch
and over a track fetlock deep In sloppy mud

James R. Keene's much talked of Colin -won

the $25,000 Belmont Stakes for three-year-

olds, one mile and three furlongs, at Belmont

Park yesterday. More than 30,000 persons

who Jammed the huge grand stands and
overflowed upon the benched” lawns saw the

groatest racehorse in the world defeat Au-

gust Belmont's colt Fair Play, a son of Hast-
ings, by a scant half length.

No more thrilling finlsh ever took place

on an American racetrack, and though Colin,

as sound as a gold eagle, was victorious he

had & narrow escape. The finish mark was
located some distance below the regular
judges’ stand and for that reason Notter,
the Keene jockey, came within an ace of
toasing the big race away, As he approached
the usual finish mark Notter eased Colin up
but just as Fair Play, under a terrific drive,
was about to push his head in front Notter
took in the situation at a glance and hustled
Colin to the real wire, where he triumphed
by a margin that was anything but safe.
When Colin was forbid as an added starter
the spectators could not believe their eyes.
Although the story about his supposed break-

down after a phenomenal time trial at Sheeps-
head Bay on Thursday had been officially

denjed nobody believed that Mr. Keene

and Trainer Rowe would send the son of
Commando to the post under such awful
weather and track conditions. But it ap-
pears that the managers of the Ksene stable
did not want to disappoint the public and
at the same time were anxious to take down
the rich prize as Colin came up from Bheeps-
head Bay in perfect condition. There was
not the slightest indication of a swelling on
either fore leg, and after Dr. McCully had
made a careful examination of the colt he
declared that there was no reason why Colin
should not go to the barrier.

Colin ruled the favorite, of course, with

1 to 2 quoted, while J, E. Madden's King
James got a play at 7 to 2 and Fair Play was
in eome demand at 9 to 2, F. A. Forsythe’s
