fpencer, who died in Paris some time
ago, should be admitted to probate and
that another will made in 1808 should be
rejected” da8 Invalid. The latter will was
bolographio in form but was not wit-
nessed properly.

Mr. Bpencer was.a son of Lorillard
Spencer, Sr,, and left an estate valued at
more than $2,000,000. In the holographic
will Mr. Spencer described himself as a

invoke the French laws as regulating the
disposition of his property, but Surrogate
Thomas in a lengthy opinion finds that
Spencer had never lost his domicile here
and was still legally a resident of New York.

The will of 1882, now admitted to pro-
bate, divided Mr. Bpencer’'s property in
equal shares among his father, mother,
two brothers, Aungustine and Lorillard
Spencer, Jr., and his sister, Leonori, now
the Princes Vicovaro. The will of 1898 left
everything to the Princess.

In his opinion Burrogate Thomas reviews
at great length the career of the testator
from his birth, in 1868, at 8 Fifth avenue
to his death in Paris. Spencer travelled
much and the Surrogate says that there is
evidence that his umfonment. became so
morbid in later years that it is a question
whether he was of sound mind in 1898,
Spenper studied art in Paris and New

ork, but on many occasions took ins

desoribe himself as a citizen of the
United States and a resident of New York.
As late as 1903 he paid taxes in Connectiout,
insiciing on being taxed there after his
pname, much against his will, had been
stricken from the tax lists here through the
action of other persons.

The Surrogate refers at length to an
oecasion in 1808 when Bpencer was arrested
and fined in France for insulting a gen-
darme, and points out that ever afterward
Spencer spoke harshly of the French people
and Government.

There has been some op-
position to it in our sub-committee, because
many of the members think some limitation
should be set on the height of the towers.
When the report reaches the Board of Alder-
men there is certain to be so much objeo-
tion from the property owners that I don't
believe the Board of . Alder: 'ouold dare
's e.

“The greatest opposition will come from
the owners of lote which have only twenty-
five or fifty feet front. According to Mr.
Flagg's gohn 26 per cent. of the area of the
lot can built on as high as the owner
chooses, while the rest can only be built up
to 185 feet. A man with a lot 100 feet wide
and 100 feet deep can build as high as he
likes on 25,000 square feet, and that makes
as big a building a8 most owners will want.
Adjoining this lot there may be a lot only
26 feet wide, which will give an unlimited
building area of only 6,000 feet. So much
of this space will be taken up with stair-
ways and elevators that there won't be
enough left to make the building f.y'

“Mr. l"h;{: plan for the builders of
these towers to buy the light and air rights
from gdjolnha( proport‘),r owners is going to
-cause no end of trouble, for I don't see

ust how the value of the light and air is to
e computed.

“The difficulty of fighting fires in those
high towers must not be overlooked, either.
According to our recommendations to the
Building Code Revision Committee, build-
ings over 100 feet high must have abso-
lutely no wood in their construction. Even
if a building is absolutely fireproof if a fire
starts in a room filled with combustible
material, there will be'a big blase before the
firemen can do 'cnythinf with it. Not-
withstanding all these objections to M.
Flagg's plan, it is by far the best that has
been presented to the sub-committes.”

DE CHAULNES DIED PRAYING.

Theodore P. Shouts Returns and Denles
Stories of Drug Addictions,

They invariabl
knelt together beside their bed and prayed.
It was while the Duke was kneeling that he
was stricken. He fell over on his side and
the Duchess supposed that he had merely
fainted.

He brea heavily once and was
still. She ' became frightened then and
screamed for hoIE. The first doctor;called
said that the Duke had died instantly.
