A. R. Pardington Announces That W. H,

R. Pardington, second vice-president
and general manager of the Long Island
Motor Parkway, sald yesterday he expeoted
n great gathering of automobllists to be
present to-morrow afternoon when construc-
tion work on the parkway will be formally
begun by Willlam K. Vanderbilt, Jr., presi-
dent of the company. The ceremoipies will
be held at 3,80 o'clock on the Barnes tract,
Jerusalem road, Central Park, L. I

Mr. Pardington announced the programme
for the afternoon would be started by an ad-
dress delivered by Hon. Willlam H. Hotoh-
kiss of Buffalo, president of the American
Automobile Association, August Heckscher
of Huntingtgn, L. 1., a member of the Park-
way board of directors and a good roads
enthusiast who -has served as a highway
rommissioner of Huntington town for two
or three years without salary, will make an
address, as will Russell A, Field, secretary
of the Long Island Automobile Club of Brook-
Ivn, and John C. Wetmore of New York.
tollowing these addresses W. K. Vander-
bilt, Jr.,, head of the Parkway project, will
formally turn the first spadeful of earth, fol-
Jowing which a large gang of Italian laborers
will continue their more extensive work.

E. G. Willlams, chief engineer of the com-
pany, has arranged to demonstrate to those
who are in attendance the method to be fol-
lowed [n clearing the ground of its growth
of trees and shrubbery by the use of giant
powder afd dynamite. The Thirteenth
Hegiment military band has been engaged
for the occasion and will give a concert from
2 o'clock until 4:30. The ceremonies are to
begin promptly at 3:30 o'clock, but if the
weather is inclement the affair will be post-
yponed for one week. The most direct route
