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GOSSIP OF THE RACETRACK

MUCH CRITICISM FOR JOCKEY
MILLER,

Censured for Winning With Fayette When
Madden Deelared in Favor of Sir Martin
—Also Scored for Handling of Dande-
HHon—Many Notables at the Track.

Jockey Miller cut an unusual figure in yes-
terday's racing. He was severely cenaured
for not taking yp Fayette to allow 8ir Martin
to win the Treniont Stakes, was roundly
soored for his poor handling of Dandelion
in the Brookdale Handicap, received addi-
tional scoring for his handling of King James
in the Derby and yet succeeded in riding two
winners.

John E. Madden declared to win the Tre-
mont Stakes with Sir Martin, and according
to the rules of racing Miller, who rode Fay-
ette, should have permitted the atable mate
to score, Fayette had a strong lead in the
stretch, when Sir Martin, leaving the others,
closed with a rush. Miller had plenty of time
to ease Fayetie up, but instead he went on
about his business for the reason, it was said,
that he did not want to have J. Lee, the colored
rider, tuke first honors.

Sir Martin, who is undoubtedly the best
two-year-old in training, shouldered 120
pounds and Madden wanted to win with him
because Fayette would get into future stake
engagements with a maiden allowance. Fay-
ette carvied 115 pounds and ran a splendid
race, but when Miller came back to the scales
he was criticised on all sides,

Madden's share of this event, first and
second. money combined, was $138,500. The
previous winners were Guarantee, Oregon,
Padishah, Chatham, Spinalong, Don Alonzo,
Dobbins, Gotham, Handspring, Don de Oro,
Handgball, Jean Bereaud, Maribert, Blues,
Whiskey King, Artvis, Magistrate, Merry
lark, Bohemian, Water Pearl and King
James, who won for Madden last year.

Fayette's time, 100 3-5, is a new record
for the race.

few were able to explain, but he rode the
Hamburg horse in such a manner that many
turfmen threw up their hands in disgust.
On the strength of his previous race Dan-«
delion looked to have this race at his mercy.
He had plenty of speed and looked to have
a royal chance to win on the far turn, but
Miller, instead of coming through on the
rail went to the outside and permitted Don
Enrique to carry him wide, losing just about
enough ground to cost him the race.

Mr. Keene was on hand to see Gretna Giraen
win, and was well pleased with the result.
tiretna Green’s share of the race was $4,075.
The Ben Brush gelding met Dandellon at
even scale weight, received 7 pounds from
Montgomery and gave similar weight to
Don Enrique. Previons winners of the
Brookdals were Hanover, Richmond, In-
spector B., Grey Dawn, Eon, Major Domo,
Charade, Don Alonwso, Stephen J. 8t. Maxim,
Lehmann, Royal Stag, Don de' Oro, Jean
Beraud, Carbuncle, Morningside, Hunter
Raine, Hermis, (io Between (twice), and Mr.
Keene’s Zambesi, who was last vear's winner.

Fair Play’s share of the Brooklvn Derby
was 213,350, The Hastings colt never ran a
better race in his life, and had he been ex-
tended he could easily have broken the track
record. According to the conditions he re-
ceived twelve pounds from Chapultepec and
eight from King James, which made him a
sure thine. He was quoted at prohibitive
odds and held the others safe at all stages.
Former winners of the Derby, ran for the first
time in 1887, were Hanover, Emperor of Nor-
folk, Cynosure, Burlington, Russell, Patron,
Rainbow, Dobbins, Keenan, Handspring,
Octagon, The Huguenot, Ahon, Petruchio,
Bonnie Burt, Major Daingerfield, Whorler,
Bryn Mawr, Cairngorm, EBelmere and Peter
Pan.

Matt J. Winn, manager of the Empire City
track, was at GGravesend yesterday,and said
when asked what the plans for the future
were at the Yonkers track

“We wiil do just what the other tracks do.
We will run off our stakes and also put on
overnight races if that is the general plan.
1 do not believe by any means that racing
is dead and think that things will shape
themselves satisfactorily in the near future.
Mr. Butler is with the Jockey Club in this
fight to a finish.”

The winning of the last rice by Dika, a
100 to 1 shot, wound up an eventful day.
Ineidentally it was a hard blow for Lucky
Jack McGinnis. Wild Refrain, who ran in
McGinnis's colors, was played away from
the track by her owner, who got as much as
10 to 1. McGinnig rooted hard for her when
she came with a gallant rush through the
stretch only to see his former jockey, Notter,
put up a desperate ride on Dika, which kept
Wild Refrain out of a victory by about four
inches.

Dika’'s gwner, W. W. Darden, did not bet
& penny on the Algolfilly, and so lost a chance
to secure enough money to pay his entire
stable expenses for a year. Dave Gideon
was supposed to have the winner of this race
in Fielder, who ran in his trainer’s colors,
and all of Gideon's friends had the tip, but
Fielder met with serlous racing luck and
could not deliver the goods. There were
nineteen starters in this event, and after a
very short delay Mars Cassidy sent them
away frop the barrier like a troop.of cavalry.
1t was one of the best starts ever seen on
a local racetrack,

Young Mr. Wright, who rode Oraculum
#o well in the gentlemen's cup, is one of
the best amateur jockeys in this country.
He is & mere boy, who has hadinuch experi-
ence in the saddle. He handled Oraculum
like a professional, having the colt well in
hand all the way, keeping a cool head and
easing up his mount at the end like an old
timer. He received a silver cup valued at
8150,

BURCHARD'S METROPOLITAN.

Veteran Player Beats Touchard in Finnl
Rotind at West Side T, C.

The Metropolitan championship lawn ten-
n#e tournament came to a close yesterday.
In the men’s singles Ross Burchard of the
West Side Tennis Club achieved what heshas
striven for before unsuccessfully on many
ocoasions. He won the final from Gustave F,
Touchard of the New York Lawn Tennis
Club in a four set match in which Touchard
did anything but cover himself with glory.
Burchard played his customary game of care«
ful placing and Touchard, never the calmest
of players, could not figure it out at all. Occa-
sionally when Touchard did come to the
net he was completely master of the situa-
tion. But he was unable long to retain him-
self there and did not play consistently good
tennis for many games of any one set.

There were two incidents to the match.
One was in the third game of the second set,
when Touchard was at the net placing the
balls wide from side to side, Burchard in go-
ing after one ran i a linesman and spilled
him rather hard. e linesman, bruised but
not much hurt, retired from his duties. In
the fourteenth game of the same set Touchard
conceived a violent dislike to the racquet he
held and Instead of lﬁylnc t aside he tossed
it highin the alr over the backstop, This action
was received v:lth mingled feelings by the
perasons present.

urchard scored 88 points to 32 for Touchard
in the first set, in w k!?l there was not one
deunce game. In the second set the points
were 58 to 51 in Burohard's favor. The third
set, which Touchard won, resulted all square
in points, each man getting 83. The final
set was 32 to 23 for Burchard.

Burchard is a veteran player. His age is
almost twice that of Touchard. Burchard

FIFTY YACHTS START IN ANNUAL
RACES ON THE SOUND.

The Aurora Defeats the Istalena in the 87
Foot Class by 24 Seconds—Commodore
Vanderblit Salls His Boat and Does a
Good Job of It—Fast Time Rules.

The annual regatta of the Manhasset Bay
Yacht Club which was sailed on the Sound
vesterday was probably the most successful
event in the history of the club.
