ENTRY BLANKS FOR GRAND
‘PRIZE ROAD RACE ISSUED,

Contest Commitiee of Automobdile Ciub of
America Sends Out Conditions for In«

terpstionsl Speed Contest at Savans
nah  Next Thanksgiving Day—Gosslp.

The ocontest committes of the Automobile
‘Club of America yesterday issued the entry
blanks and conditions for the international
road race for the Grand Prize of the Auto-
_ mohile Club of America, which will be held
at Sdvannah, Ga., next Thanksglving Day,

November 26, 1008, The Grand Prize of
the Automobjle Club of America is to be
a gold cup wvalued at $5,000 and is offered
for an annual international race in America:
‘under the rules adopted each year by the
International Auorlatlon of Recognized
Automobile Clubs.

The race next fall is to he run over a course
of 26.73 mjles, which will be covered fifteen
times, making the total distance of the race
400.05 miles, The course will be laid out
over the public roads of Chatham' county,
Georgia, near the oity of Savannah. The

roads arescientifically constructed of Augusta l

gravel; they vary from 30 to 60 feet in width
and are reported by.the U njted States Govern-
ment road expert to be the finest paved roads
fn the country and unequalled for speed.
The entire course will be patrolled by a large
force of armed State troops under military
arders from the Governor of Georgla.
Amerlq{n and foreign cars are eligible
to com but no more than thres cars
of any one make can be entered, The gmount
of the entrance feea is aspfollows: 8750 for
on& car, 91,800 for two cars of the same make
and 81,750 for three cars of the same make.
