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GOSSIP OF “THE RACETRACK

BALLOT PICKED T0O WIN TO0-
DAY'S SUBURBAN HANDICAP,

Price Makers Figure Him the Best of an
Excellent Fleld—No Arresta at Graves-
end Yesterday —J. K. Madden Says That
He Is Willing to Race for $300 Purses.

For the second time since its Inauguration
in 1884 the $25,000 Suburban Handleap, one
mile and a quarter, will be run at Sheepshead
Bay this afternoon without public hetting.
When: Pontiac won in 1885 there was prac-
tically no speculation on the big race, vet
a large crowd was in attendance. To-day's
fleld 18 so attractive that in spite of the turf's
embatrassing predicament just now it Is ex-
pected that many thousands of enthusiasts
will turn out if only to show their loyalty to
the sport of kings in its hour of need,

It was said last night that the Police Depart-
ment and the Pinkertons would enforce the
new betting Jaw with as much strictness as
prevailed at Gravesend, but apparently there
{s nothing to prevent private wagers among
friends. The Coney Island Jockey Club will
have to put up about $16,000 to guarantee the
full cash value of to-day’'s race, as the sub-
scription and starting fees, also the forfeits,
will amount to about $0,000,

The regular rates of admission to the track,
which has been reconstructed at an outlay
of nearly $200,000, will prevail, and if as many
as 20,000 persons should turn out the Coney
Island Jockey Club would possibly break
even on the day. Professional bookmakers
will do no business, so that the betting ring
will bg kept empty by the authorities.

1f Jgmes R. Keene's Ballot, with 127 pounds,
does not win to-day there will be great dis-
appoiatment. In prices quoted last night by
seversl expert layers who were requested to
give éstimate of odds that could be laid
against Ballot about 2 to 1 was the average.
Ballot is in magnificent condition and Trainer
Roweghinks he will gallop home. On Wednes-
day morning the Keene horse worked a mile
and a quarter at the Bay in 2:06 3-5. He ran
the first five furlongs in 0:50 3-5, the three-
quarters in 1:18 agd the mile in 130 4-5. At
no period was he let down and his perform-
ance was 8o impressive that a majority of
turfmgn tabbed him as a sure winner of to-
day’s event,

In the entries sent out last night fifteen
horseswwere named ;to, go, but at least one,
Dorante, will be scratched. Dorante will be
reserved for the $20,000 Tidal Stakes to be run
to-morrow, in which Colin and Stamina will
be the other starters. Opn form it looks as if
Ballot's moat dangerous ‘rivals would be
August Belmont's Fair Play, J. L. McGinnis's
Frank Gill, ¥, R. Hitochcoek's Dandelion and
J. E. Madden’s King James, all of whom were
contenders in last night's prices, The Subur-
ban will be run at 4 o'clock.

There were no new developments in the
situation at CGravesend yesterday. The
crowd was larger than on Wednesday, close
to 6,000 persons being present. There were
200 policemen on hand, supervised by Deputy
Commissioner Baker and Borough Inspector
Flood, but no arrests were made. 7The Pink-
ertons notified all of the professional layers
again that it any one accepted a wager he
would be permanently barred from the track.
It was said that the racetrack attorneys were
still gathering material for the test cases
to be tried in the near future, but nobody
in authority would talk for publication,
Beveral men entered the betting ring after
the third race and when ordered by the police
to "move on" refused point blank. They
were allowed to remain unmolested ond
the rumor soon spread that this move was
premeditated and was part of the mnateriul
to be usged in the courts.

The Pinkertons again requested the news-
paper reporters to refrain from publishing
odds, on the ground that there was no betting
except of a private nature and that no prices
were displayed by professional layers. The
man who usually secures the “official prices”
for a local turf paper was notified that he
must gug it all out, so that no public report
of the betting was made inside of the track.

DEFEATS THE AURORA IN A
FLUKY RACE ON THE SOUND.,

Sixty«first Annual Regatta of the New York
Yaoht Club Marred by Calms and Poor
Breezes--Aurora, Salled With Good
Judgment, Finishes First, but Allows.

The Avenger, owned by Robert W. Emmons,
2d of Boston, won her class race in the annual
regatta of the New York Yacht Club yester-
day, defeating the Aurora, owned by Com-
modore Corneliua Vanderbllt, by 29 seconds
and the Istalena by 13 minutes 15 seconds.
The Avenger also won the Bennett cup for
sloops, Commodore Vanderbilt's Aurora won
the race for the one design 57 footers, beating
the Istalena by 18 minutes 10 seconda.
It was o most tantalizing day. The wind
was from every point of the compass, and
it was only on the last leg of the course that
it held at all true, and then it came ahead
80 that the racers had to beat home. After
having salled far apart and in all sorts of
wind the three 57 footers were very close
together at the second mark, and when the
wind freshened practically made a new start.
This leg .was nine and one-half miles long,
and the Aurora gradually drew away from
the othertwo and almost succeeded in getting
ten minutes ahead of the Avenger, which
was the time she had to allow over the full
course of twenty and one-half miles, so that
while the Aurora was beaten, she had shown
up well, particularly when close hauled in a
light sailing breeze.
'he members of the New York Yacht Club
are wondering what hoodoo is speiling their
races. lLast week the races for the Spring
cup could not be sailed, and yesterday the
weather was such that the yachtsmen were
tired out when they finished. One wind blew
on one side of the Sound and another on the
other and in between these two was & calm,
Then these winds would shift snddeethly and a
acht after having cleverlﬁ work into a
l:.(t"n‘ position would by the change be put
st.
Bailors have a ruperstition against sk

He sailed around the course, but
could not reach the finishing line before the
time limit was up.

When the regatta committee, H. de B,
Parsons, Frnest F. Lorillard, Walter C, Kerr
and James D. Sparkman, went out to the
starting line off Prospect Point early in the
morning there was every prospect of there
being & nice sailing wind for the regatta.
The course was first to the Scotch Capa buoy
8 miles north !4 weat, then to a mark o
Woolsey's Reef, 8 miles northeast by east *
eant, and then 94 miles southwest !4 sout
to the finish,

This meant that the first leg would be a
run, and balloon jibtopsails were sent up in
stops and all were ready to be started. B J,
Callanan's Eclipse was the first off. She
crossed the line on the port tack and broke
out a balloon jibtopsail and set a small main
topmast staysail., Later she set a spinnaker

to_port,

1p|?e 58 footers were next. The Aurora and
Istalena were in one class and these two and
the Avenger in the regular class, Commo-
dore Vanderbilt had the wheel on the Aurora
and with him were T. A, Keck and W. Butier
Duncan, Jr G. M. Pynchon had the tiller
on the Istalena and Robert W. Emmons sailed
the Avenger and had with him Daniel Bacon.
Just before the signal sounded the Aurora
reached down the line from the committee
boat end and was dangerously near being
over too soon. She gybed at the eastern end
and started ten seconds after the gun, but the
gybe had killed her way.

The Istalena came down with good head-
way and crossed 25 seconds after the signal,
Both broke out balloons and took in small
headsails and the Istalena soon went by the
Aurora. The Avenger started 3 minutes 25
seconds after the M‘mal and followed the
others, The Aurora held to the east of the
course, the Istalena to the west and the
Avenger between the two.

The handicap clasa came next. Mimosa
111., with Stuyvesant Wainwright at the
wheel, started at 1:40:18, Simitar at 1:40:21
Dorwina at 1:40:50 and Miladi at 1:41:21,
Then came the New York Yacht Club 30
footers, seven of them. Harry L. Maxwell,
sailing the Phryne, with her owner, J. Rogers
Maxwell, on board, chose the eastern end of
the line and crossed almost with the signal.

By the time these boats atarted the leaders
had run out of the southerly wind and had
found a soft spot beyond which the wind was
coming north. Light sails were taken in and
it became a beat to the firet mark and a slow
one too. Those that had taken the easterly
course had shown the best judgment, as re-
sults showed, and the Aurora was leading in
her class and Alera, Mimosa and Phryne in
theirs, while the others were scatterad.

All made a short hitch and then the Ista-
Inea #tood across the Sound to get into a
southerly breeze that was sending coasting
schooners along at a fair rate, but between
the two winds was a long soft spot. The
Aurora kept her weather position as long
as she could, but the Avenger seemed to
eatch all the light airs and gradually drifted
into the westerly position of all,

The wind was very bafing. At one time
the vachts would be close hauled and then a
little later all would be carrying light sails.
Time after time they xkybed and so slowl
but surely worked on toward the mark o
Woolsey's Reef and before reaching there
found a iight wind from the north, The
times taken at that mark were Aurora, 5:28:30;

Again the wind shifted, this time more to
the east, and they started for home with
booms to starboard and carrying balloons.
The tide was runnlnx west and they made
slow progress, The Avenger made a clever
turn and at once took the lead from the Ista-
lena, but when that yacht had got her sail
drawing she soon moved into second place

Then a good sailing breeze struck across
the Bound for the Long Island shore and Com-
modore Vanderbilt held the Aurora to wind-
ward of the others in order to catch It first.
Mr. Pvnchon kept his yacht sailing =o that
her sails drew as well as possible under the
conditions, but this keot her well in the mid-
dle of the Bound and when the new wind
T?;‘nvk the Aurora the Istalena was badly
eft.

Two short tacks had to be made to fetch
the finishing line, and the Aurora crossed at
7:11:08. The Avenger finished at 7:23:51, and
as she had started 3 minutes 15 seconds after
the Aurora the Avenger won the race by the
small margin of 20 seconds. The avenger
beat the Istalena boat for boat.

When these yachts finished the others were
far astern and the wind was fast getting
lighter and lighter. The time limit on the
race was half an honr after supset, which
made It 3 minutes after 8 o'clock, but in the
race for the Bennett cup the 30 footers got
an allowance of 51 minutes from the 53 {ooi-
ers. They had started 15 minutes after those
yachts, so that they had until about a quarter
after 8 o'clock to get in.

The Dahinda was the only yacht that
reached the finish line after the 57 footers,
She finished at 8:16:42, and her time figured in
the Bennett cup face as her finigh in the class
race was long after the time had expired.
She. was beaten by the Avenger for that
trophy 18 seconds. She beat the Aurora by
11 seconds, The summaries:
