[he new camp is on McConnel Creek, which
quns into the Ingenica River from the north
The Ingenica in turn is a tributary of the
Finlav, joining that stream a few miles above
Fort Girahame. Mr. Robertson’s mission ls to
exanine into the extent and value of the re-
ported discoverles, If the diggings turn out
good a demand is sure to be made on the Gov-

meut for expenditure in the way of roads
«nd trails, and in any event the ministry want
first hand, disinterested information about
adistrict concerning which but little authentio
18 known.

The Finlay River country has never been
properly prospected or explored, although
those who have some knowledge of 1he local-
1w agree that the geological conditions are
tavorable for the discovery of gold in paying
cuantities. Even the much advertised strike
bas not vet been proved to be of permanent
value, since at the last news received none of
the miners had yet reached bedrock. After

<siting McConnel Creek Mr. Robertson ex-
pects to go to Thutade Lake. which is wrongly
placed on the map, being. as a matter of fact,
¢lose to the head waters of the Ingenica River.
qhere he hopes to obtain a boat, by which
be will go down the Finlay River, which,
coming out of the lake mentioned, makes a
big horseshoe curve, to the north and so back
pest the mouth of the Ingeniea and Fort
Grahame,

While circumstances may alter his present
plans, Mr. Robertson's idea is, if possible,
to return via the Omenica, crossing the river
of that name near Duck Creek’ and Silver
(reek to strike the east and west trail which
runs from Hazelton east along the Suskwa
liver, across Babine Lake and the North
1acla Lake through the Omenica country
and terminating at Germansen. If the
weather proves favorable and the expedition
gustaing no severe untoward accidents a
very _large and important tract of country
will thus be vieited, and Mr. Robertson hopes
toadd materially to the store of official knowl-
edge regarding the character and possibili-
ties of the country. -

Some experienced men who have visited
the new Ingenica fleld go so far as to predict
that it will prove a second Cariboo, among
these optimistic prophets being A. E. John-
son, who is the first to reach Vanecouver and
Victoria direct from the fleld. He has a
little  vial of ocourse gold, which
he explains represents the proceeds of three
pans. According to Mr. Johnson, the ground
is richer than hitherto suppoked. In Mec-
Connel creek, he estimates, it runs from six
to seventy cents & pan, or $40 to $50 a day a
pan at sluicing. When he left for the out-
side thirty men were busy whipsawing lum-
ber to secure an adequate water supply, and
Johnson believes that in order to obtain the
best results companies with ample capital
will eventually secure all the claims and
install ditches, tapping small lakee several
niles away from the various creeks. He
considers that intelligent prospecting on
the north fork of the Ingenica and its creeks.
thus far unvisited, will be richly rewarded.
Johnson with a train of four dogs made the
trip into the Ingenica country from Hazelton
last April in twelve days, which included a
two day rest. From Bear Lake he crossed
over the summit and dropped into the In-
genica basin.
