» FINAL DETERMINATI ON,

M Purdy Says 1t Amounts Praetioally to a
Dental of the Purposes the Sults Are
instituted to Secure—Standard Ol Case
May Consume at Least Five Years.

\VASHINGTON, June 268,—~The case against

,e Standard Oil Company instituted at St.
onis by the Federal Government under
the Sherman anti-trust law will consume
at least five years in litigation, according
w the best opinion in the Department of
Justice, and will cost the Government more
than $150,000. The case against the Ameri-
can Tobacco Company and other corpora-
tans forming what i8 commonly called
0 Tobacco Trust has progressed faster
and all the testimony is now in the hands
of the court. These two cases ure re-
garded by the Attorney-General aa of the
greatest importance in blazing the way
for future prosecutions of great corpora-
ions by the Federal Government.

These prosecutions were cited by an
officar of the Department of .Justice this
morning in a general discussion of the out-
ook for anti-trust litigation. No new
cases are looked for in the near future;
and iv is denied, of course, that the exigen-
cies of the political campaign have any-
thing to do with the matter,

The speech which was delivered in Min-
peapolis two weeks ago by Milton 1. Purdy,
assistant to the Mborney -General, to which
fittle publicity was given at the time, has
been printed in pamphlet form and is re-
garded by the Nepartment, and presuma-
bly by the President, as voicing some of
the views of the Adninistration regarding
the 8herman law and the need of amending
that statute. It is admitted by the Ad:
ministration that the task of dissolving
3 great industrial trust and restoring its
geveral units to a state of competition is
a task for a Hercules and that under pres-
ent conditions the job is almoat a dishearten-
ing one to tackle. In his Mlnneapolls speesh
Mr. Purdy sald:

In practieal operntlon the Sherman law
defers action umtil the wvarious corporate
units which are thus bound together and em-
Pharked In a common business enterprise
have become 80 changed in form and interest
18 to render it well nigh impossible fog them
o return to those competitive conditions
A which they were before the combination
nas effected. This ltigation has almost
demonstrated that legal proceedings under
the Sherman law are of such a stupendous
character, often requiring three or four years
for their final determination, as ' to amount
to a practical denial of the very purposes
which the suits were instituted to secure,

President Roosevelt's great desire that
the Sherman aot be amended grows out of

e discouragingly meagre results which
tie Administration, despite all the official
nmse that has beeh made, has accomplished
under that statute, Only two or three
suite of the first magnitude have been won
in both administrations of President
W veit under the Sherman law, and no aotion
against one of the largest of the industrial
combinations has been fought to sucoessful
ssue by the Roosevelt A dministration.

fssued oh Thursday and studied overnight
by brokers and other members of the flnan-

olal community, As a result of the conalder-
ation bestowed upon the decurnent, the con-
clusjon was quite generally arrived at that
the company is in strohg position, able alike
to cope with a great volume of business or'to
weather a long period of severe depression,
The company had at the end of its fiscal year
a working capital of $17,184,714 and net our-
rent assets of $21,703,048, This showing of
financial strength, it was argued, atoned for
the statement that at the end of the year the
volume of orders on hand was the smailest in
the histomy of the organization, and brokers
with a reputation for conservatism flgured
out that the common &took was represented
by substantial praperty to an extent well
beyond its present markdt quotation.

It was argued in some quarters that the re-
duction In the price of steel announced a
couple of weéeks ago would be an important
matter for the American Car and Foundry
Company when next the railroads began to
place orders for equipment, as of course it
would mean that a great part of the material
used In car construction could be obtained
on more favorable terms than formerly,
Comparatively few people appreciate the
extent to which steel has superseded wood

for car bullding. Of the cars bfilt in this

country last year more than 72 per cent. were
either wholly built of steel or had steel under
frames, and the tendency is toward a further
{ncrease of this proportion.

There wnas less talk of an unfavorable
kind regarding the affairs of the Rock Isiand
properties, and as stich as there was ap-
peared to come from recognized bear quar-
ters it produced little effect on the issues
to which it partioularly applied and none
whatever on the rest of the market. The
St. Louis and San Franclasco stooks were
quoted higher than on Thursday, but were
so inactive that it would be impossible . to
‘any what might happen in case a buying
order or a sellifig order of fair eftent ap-
peared in them. The Rock Island issues
wers firm but only moderately active, the
5 per cent. bonds which are seoured by de-
posit of the St. Louis and 8an Francieco stook
being the least active of all. The definite
announcement that arrangements had Yeen
completed for the payment of the July in-
terest by the Bt. Louis and S8an Franolaco
naturally had a reassuring effect in view
of the use which the bears had made of rumors
to the contrary on the preceding day.

An Eastern railfoad man of the firet mag-
nitude, commenting on the disposition of
certain Western officials to regard the pros-
pect of a prosperous year fer the farmers
as the best forecast of a resumption of busi-
ness aotivity, savse: “I do not agree with
that idea. The farmers are prosperous now
and are the one class that was not hurt seri-
ously by the pamic or the depression which
followaed. They have been buying wire for
fences and other things to perhaps a greater
extent than usual, but that does not suffce
to keep our Industries employed. What
we must have is a restoration of the confidence
fn rallroad quarters so seriously disturbed-—
such a restoration as will result in the supply
of capital for raliroad work and the resump-
tion by the companles of ; that sort of develop-
ment. I have just been talking with a large
lumber dealer. He argued against an ad-
vance in rates. I told him hig business prac-
tically depended on the demands from the
rallroads, but he could not see it. I con-
vinced him, though, that 60 per cent. of the
lumber he handles is used direotly or In-
direotly by the rallroads, and he Is no longer
opposad to a reasonable Increase in the trans-
portation charges. It is not because there
{s doubt about the outlook for the orops
that only 1,000,000 tona of iron ore will have
been hauled down from the Lake Superior
mines by July 1, as compared with 10,000,000
tons at the same, date last year. No, the
destruction of confidence worked the evil,
and only the toctoutlon of conﬂdenco can
effect the cure.”

Consideration of the ten months statement
of the Burlington stimulated bull sentiment
on Northern Pacific. It could hardly have
failed of this kind of effect except in a bear
market and for the time being the bears cer-
tainly were not in control of the movement of
prices. That the equities of Northern Pacific
and Great Northern in the Burlington were of
great value nobody attempted to deny, in
view of what the figures disclosed, and at-
tempts at placing a valuation upon them
gave rise to pretty optimistic forecasts of the
size of the melon which Northern Pacific
would yet be able to divide among its stock-
holders as a result of the sale to Great North-
ern of its interest in the road.

The announcement of a reduction In the
vessel rates on ore carried down the lakes, it
was believed, marked the commencement of
the active ore season and was for that reason
regarded as a matter of no amall importance
by the bulls on United States Steel. There
were rumors of the placing of large orders
for steel in the near future, but the stories
on this poimt were vague, The stock was
strong, but whether its strength was due to
these stories and arguments or to the infer-
enoces drawn from the optimistic views ex-
pressed by a prominent banker prior to his
departure for Europe on Thursday it would be
diffoult to determine,

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

Moderate Improvement in Retall Trade
Due to the Warm Weather.

The trade reviews report a continuation
of the moderate improvemnant in retail
busineds this week on account of the warm
weather and good progress by the crops.
Bradetreel's says:

Trade’this week has taken on most of the
oharacteristice of & midsummer period,
and favorable weather has made for better
crop progress., The Bouthwestern winter
wheat harvest has gone forward under very
good conditions, and corn, cotton and spring
wheat have improved. Large though not
in many cases bumper crops are therefore
one week nearer fruition. Trade shows few
chapges. Retall business has been helped
by warm weather in most sections and by
wideapread reduction sales. Jobbing houses
have recelved moderate filling in orders and
made the udual clearance sales, Fall buying
has been and Is cautious, pending clearer
views of harvest, but more travelling sales-
men are on the road, and the feeling is con-
servitively optimistic, i

For Johnston it was contende:l that as at

t.he time of the admiassion of the insurance

prior to 1800, it was known as

the %‘:erpool and London Fire and Life
Insurance Company, subsequently in 1864
changing its name to its .present form, it
was not entitled to the exemption givén by
the statute. The company's contention is
that the mere changing of its name worked
no alteration in its le °gti.l ition.

NO MAIL ON BAD ROADS.

Rural Delivefry to Be Discontinued on.

Highways Not in Goed Condition.

WASHINGTON, June 26.—~In order to se-
oure good roads on the routes over which
rural carriers deliver mail Fourth As-
sistant Postmaster-General Degraw has
{ssued a new regulation that mail will not
be delivered on roads which are not kept
in good condition. Some time ago the
Fourth Assistant issued an order requiring
postmasters at rural dslivery offices to
report to the Department the num of
miles of road covered by rural de rg
from their offices apd the names of
officials having jurisdiction over ouoh sep-
arate section of roads.

Letters are now being sent to these road
officials notifying them that rutal delivery
will not be continued on roads which are
not kept in condition to be travelled with
fcdhty and safety at all seasons of the

They are requested to give atten-
{f; to the roads as soon as practicable.
New York has 1,804 rural routes, made un
of 1,620 miles of macadam road and 89,352
miles of earth, gravel and sand roads.

COLLECT MAIL BY AUTOMOBILES,

Preposition Under Counslideration by the
' Post Office Department. .

WABHINMON. June 28.—1In the near future
mail may be collected in the larger cities
of the United States by automobiles. Firat
Assistant Postmaster-General Grandfield
announced to-day that the Department
had under consideration a proposition from

a Detroit company to furnish automobiles
of the $600 p: “330 cart pattern to collect
the mails inst f wagons and fodt col-
lectors now used. If the automobiles can
be got without increasing the cost of mail
collection the wlll be accepted.
