Even a lot of
folks that had no real fleed for a bath just
couldn't wait untll next month, but went
ahead and took one yesterday despite the
bath taken during that hot spell early in the
month. And rarely have the public baths
of the East Side hit up a stroke like yester-
'8

daévar in frent of the Allen street bath,
which was about the bualest of all the oity
baths, you could see more small boys with
their damp hair sticking up in breene blown
wigps than ever came out of all the ol
gwmmin’' holes in the entire State of In-
diana. There were more than 4,000 baths
handed out to men, women, boys and
girls at the Allen street bath alone yester-
day, whereas the nifty new baths at Twenty-
third street and Avenue A dealt out about
2,500 or 8,000.

Chief Attendant Sweeney at Twenty-
third street and Chief Collier at Allen street
simply unpacked case after case of brand
pew baths from @ o'clock in the morning
until 9 o'clock at night, and the same was
true of the chiefs and attendants at the
thirteen floating baths strung along both
rivers from the Battery to West Ninety-
seventh street and at the eight “interior”
baths that are scattered from Allen street
to Fast 10ath street, Fast Side, West Bide,
all around the town.

And if you were a small boy and were
chased out of a bath at the end of the regu-
lation twenty minutes you could dress
quickly—remarkably quickly when all you
had to put on was—well, never mind; and
beat it out tothe street to get allhet u again.
One way of getting all het up wasto hang on
to the side rail of & horse car while the con-
ductor sneaked around in front of the horse
and chased you. Or you could select a slice
of watermelon from a pushcart and be
chased by the entire pushcart industry of

BOARD BILL 11 MONTHS.

§.P.C. A. Won't Take Him, the Pound's
Abolished and, by the Nine Warhorses
of Odin!

Under
the influence of this feeling he immediately
ordered his fire to be lit and burned every
volume before he went to bad.”
