To the drabbled mite of a girl the police of
Williamsburg already have traced robberies
that have mounted into hundreds of dollars
and are still mounting, She is the only
one who can appear in court to accuse Mrs.
Julia Campbell, now under arrest, of being
tha receiver of stolen goods and of having
been her preceptress in orime.

Yet though all this tallies up In police
eyes as a big welght of wiokednees and
police gnap judgment has probably placed
her in the list of the “bad ones,” Annie
Wilson, who sobbed before a strange man
who wus questioning her gently yesterday,
was only a soared child who had been
naughty. The oriminal overlaying the
child's heart of her was washed away with
the tears

Mexicans Hold Many for Deportation to
Hot Lande—Ralds Stop Mining.

Mzxic0 Crry, July 1.—~The Federal troops
under Gen. Loren=o Torres have just ef-
feocted the capture of 200 Yaquai Indian
warriors in the mountains north of Torin,
State of Sonora. It is announced in official
despatches that several hundred Yaquis
arenow confined in the conocentration camps
in the vicinity of Hermosillo and Guaymas
and that they will be deported to the hot
lands of Q&tim Reo territory as soon
as the transport arrives at Guaymas.

WHEAT HARVEST IN NEBRASKA.

The Crop Is 88 and 96 Per Cent. of Normal
—Corn In Splendid Condition.

OmAnA, Neb., July 1.—The wheat har-
vest is in full blast throughout southern
and eastern Nebraska and the returns
are showing better crops than the farmers
bad reasons to expect. In southern Ne-
braska the crop i8 running from twelve
to thirty bushels and is averaging eighteen
bushels to the acre, which is 88 per oent.
of an average crop. In central Nebraska
the orop is 98 per cent. of normal.

The t week has been the best corn
gowing weather during the season. The

orthwestern Railroad reports the corn
in northern Nebraska as geing ten days
in advance of the usual condition and in
splendid order. Much of it has been laid by.

Burlington and Union Pacific both report
upland corn as being extremely fine, off-
setting the loss in the lowlands by water.
Ten per cent. of the corn acreage waas
washed out by rains, but the loss i8 more
than offset by the corn on the uplands and
in western Nebraska.

The oat crop bids fair to be one of the
best in years.

TO THE BUNDREDS WHO HAVE
OOME TO THE SUMMER SOHOOL.

Students From All Over the World, Espe

elally Teachers, Take Possession of Uni- |-

versity Helghts—Feeding Childven and
Cooking Are In the Varied Curricalum,

The directors of the summer school of
New York University up at University
Heights bhave included in the season's
curriculum oourses in oooking, domestio
art and costume designing, manual train-
ing, drawing, general designing and, above
all, daneing.

More than 300 students, two-thirds of
whom are women, registered yesterday,
and Dr. James E. Lough, director in chief,
said that undoubtedly the attendance
figures would exceed 80 before the end
of the week. Every State in the Union is
represented and students have also come
from Mexico, Chile, Canada, Cuba, Porto
Rico and Japan.

Enki Ri, who has registered for several
courses dealing with political® economy
and oommerce, is the grandson of Lee
Sunsel, who is known as the Rookefeller
of the Formosan oil trade. The young
Japanese is endeavoring to obtain an ex-
haustive knowledge of American business
methods.

Bpecial attention has been given to the
needs of teachers, for whom have been pro-
vided quick courses in musio, feeding of
children, first ald.to the injured and the
theory of home sanitation. The musio
school, which is under the direction of Prof.
Hollis H. Dann of Cornell, is the first one
established for the purpose of training
teachers to work in the publio schools. In
addition to these special ocourses there
are sixty-two oollegiate ocourses in lan-
guages Jrcience, history, mathematios and
literature and forty-three courses in peda-
BOgY.

The main subject of discussion yester-
day afternoon, however, was the material
rather than the intellectual equipment of
the university, Among the feminine con-
m:fent s lly there were many lamen-
tations concerning trunks that had gone
estrap and suit oases that had been taken
to the wrong rooms and checks that had
been left in handbags that had been mislaid.

dents, who had just discovered for the first
time how long and how mountainous was
the way that led from the 207th street sta-
tion of the Broadway subway to the uni-
versity campus.
