Frank Lantry, the Tammany leader of
the Sixteonth district, travelled by the
Hayes train.+ It been said early in tho
week that Lantry and his associates would
not be allowed to go to Denver on the Tam-
many trains, but Murphy withdrew his
embargo. John Harrington, who is fight-
ing Lantry for the Tammany leadership of
the Sixteenth district, was also on the train
with a large number of his followers.

MORE TROUBLE IN HONDURAS.

President Davila Fears Revolt and Arrests
Many Suspeots.

MosBrLe, Ala., July 8.—~There is more
trouble in Honduras, according to a lotter
just received by Sefior Octavian Gallardo
from his brother Alphonso Gallardo, who is
now In exjle in Belize, British Honduras.
Both the Gallardo brothers were strong
supporters of the Bonilla Administration
which was put out of office in the last revolu-
tion. Sefior Octavian was connected with
the Custom House service at Truxillo,
which was the first point attacked by the
Nicaraguan forces in the recent war.

Some months ago President Davila pro-
claimed amnesty for all those who par-
ticipated in the war, and many of the soldiers
and statesmen, actixg on this proclamation,
promised not to take an active part in
politics and returned to their old homes in
Honduras after a rather doubtful existence
in exile in neighboring countries.

According to the letter received by Sefior
QGallardo from his brother under date of
June 25, Gens. Bulnes, Marin, Fernandio
Diaz, Martin Cabus and Guerrero and a
dozen others who returned four months ago
to Puerto Cortes and San Pedro underthe
general decree of amnesty have been ar-
rested and thrown into prison upon sus-
picion of plo®ing another uprising against
the government of President Davila.

Al! No One Seems to Have an ldea,

It doesn't make a bit of difference whether
you happen to be acquainted with any
schoolteachers or lady librarians or dele-
gates to the biennial convention of the
General Federation of Women's Clubs who
are stopping in town on their way home
from Boston or whether you have even
had a letter of introduction to a near literary
lady. If you are a real gentleman you
may walk boldly into the Martha Wash-
ington all by yourself, press the button
alongside one of the three elevators op-
posite the main desk in the office, and if
there are not too many other persons who
want to do the same thing at the same time
you can ride right up to the twelfth floor
and thence ascend to the roof.

It was not always thus. It is merely the
way the management has chosen to cele-
btrate the glorious Fourth, To-day, at
least, no mere man who wants to enjoy the
evening breeze wafted over from the East
River, or to get a peep at the show on the
Madison Square roof without giving up
the price of a tioket, will be obliged to pre-
vail upon a genuine Martha Washingtonian
to ask the night clerk for a blue ticket in-
scribed with an official “R.”

In order to make the possible masculine
oontingency feel perfectly at home in the
quarters from which it has hitherto prac-
tically been excluded the management
has introduced another innovation. It
has never before been possible to buy for
any amount of coin 80 much as a glass of
Pilsener within the sacred precinota of the
“Only Hotel in the World Exclusively for
Women,” but to-night “Martha Waahing-
ton Cocktails” will be served at a quarter
per to any person of either sex who dares
to sample them.

One may sit at one of the new pale green
tables in one of the pale green chairs be-
tween a palm and a rubber plant and right
under a subdued red and green and blue
and yellow Japanese lantern and order,
drink and pay for cocktail after cocktail
without any fear of molestation.

There are ever and ever so many places
in Manhattan where, after a man had
nearly as much to drink as the bartender
thinks he should consume, he is told not to
stay un{ longer, and there are other places
where they don't pay any attention to him
and where he has to depend upon some
friend or a chance stranger to lead him to
the doorway.

Not so at the Martha, The prettiest
waitress in the whole house has been
detailed for roof duty. Her portion it is to
count cocktails and after a gentleman
unattended by a lady has partaken of
thirteen to give him speciai’ eepionage, but
not on any account to interrupt or to die-
turb him. As soon, however, as he exhibits
signe of wishing to take his departure it
is her roéle to approach his temporary abid-
ing place and, stationing herself eighteen
inches to the left of his chair, to tap him
lightly on the shoulder and to sa{ in firm
but duleet tones and with a rising inflectiofi
“Elevator, sir?” )

After assisting him to rise, if necessary,
she may also, if it seems on any account
desirable, grasp his right elbow and gently
push him before her until he has descended
safely the short staircase and has arrived
at the elevator shaft. As soon as the car
arrives she need only hand him over to the
colored guardian thereof and her task is
completed.

The maid, as befits the dignity of her
office, is clad in sombre black, but in order
that her upﬁea‘mnce may not inspire too
much awe she 18 permitted to wear a much
beruffled apron, a pompadour and a smash-
ing big coiffure rosette.

D. D. McMillan, a graduate of Bowdoin,
Peary's alma mater, at present a teacher
in Worcester Academy. His assistant will

But he
is daily receiving contributions and he does
not doubt that the full sum will be con-
tributed before the Roosevelt starts north,
Financial matters made yesterday the
busiest day he has experienced in connection
with this expedition.

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RUSSIA'S FINANCES BSOUND.
Se Mimipter Kokovisoff Tells the Duma
—Budget of Revenue Passed.
Special Cae Despatoh to THm SUN.

f8r. PerEnssuna, July 3.—-The Dums &8
.midnight approved the budget of revenue,
amounting to $1,260,000,000.

Finanoe Minister Kokovtsoff said he
thought the country’s financial system had
fully sustained the test to which it had been
subjected. Notwithstanding the recent war
and internal disorders, he said, the ordinary
revenue had exoceeded the ordinary ex-
penditures by $4,600,000. The deficit for
1908, he thought, could not shake Russia’s
financial position. In concluding he de-
clared that the bankruptoy of Russia ex-
isted only in the pamphlets of Dr. Martin
and other ill wishers.

Dr. Martin is a former German officlal
who in 1006 published a book predioting
that the Russian Empire would soon be
bankrupt. It oreated such a sensation that
the German Government deemed an official
disavowal of it necessary. In March, 1906,
Dr. Martin issued a second publication in
which he made even stronger statements.
He said that a new Russian loan in the
German market was impossible. “The
loan of January, 1906, is the last contribution
from Germany’s national wealth which the
anti-German Czar will ever receive.”

UPRISING IN PARAGUAY,

Regiment Attacks Police Bullding in
Asuncion—Hours of Cannonading.
Spenial Cadle Despatoh to THE SUN.

BUENOS AYRES, July 8.—Advices received
here from Paraguay indicate that a eo-
called revolution that has broken out there
is confined to Asuncion, the capital. It is
probably only a mutiny of troops.

The Beoond Infantry Regiment attacked
police headquarters, and there was some-
what serious fighting. The rifle and cannon
fire lasted for five hours. The Government
gunboat Libertad bombarded the quarters
of the Beoond Infantry, ite fire lasting for
an hour. Bubsequently it renewed the at-
tack, doing serious

The leader of the revolt is not known here.
It is rumored that he is named Jara and
that he hoped to incorporate civilians with
the Red party.

Commeroce is at a standstill. The diplo-
matio corps hopes to mediate. The tele-
graph wires are cut and it is imposseible at
present to get full details of the trouble.

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BORROWED THE NAME ASTOR

AND ASTOR ESTATE OOMPLAINS
70 THE POLICE.

New Concern Offers in Advertisements to
Placo Money Where It Will Earn Over
O Fer Ceni. and Re Sure as Gove
ernment Bonds--Answers Misdirected.

Robert M. Ferguson, representing the
Astor estate, at 28 West Twenty-sixth street,
went to Police Headquarters yesterday to
see if he could have anything done about
several advertisements that have appeared
which gave the impression that the Astor
estate has an investment department that is
looking for business and is giving the guar-
antee of a Government bond that persons
who invest their money with the department
will earn over 6 per cent. interest.

The advertisement, which last appeared
yesterday morning, follows:

SBecured by Millions—We offer to large
and small investors an opportunity to place
thelr money where it will earn over 6 per
cent. and have the solid guarantee of a Gov-
ernment bond. For particulars address In-
vestment Department, Astor KEstates Com-
pany, New York City.

Mr. Ferguson said that since the first
of these announcements appeared many
letters have been received at the office of
the Astor estate which were addressed to
the Astor Estates Company. “These letters
went to Mr, Ferguson’s office because the
address of the Astor Fstates Company
wasn't given In the advertisement. Aside
from the letters many persons have called
at the office in West Twenty-sixth street
asking that their money be taken for invest-
ment.

One woman went to the office yesterday
morning, Mr. Ferguson said, laid down her
money and insisted that she wouldn't leave
until she had received the securities that had
been advertised. Finally she was persuaded
that there was some mistake. Mr. Fergu-
son decided then to see if he couldn’t put a
stop to that line of advertising.

Mr. Ferguson was told at Police Head-
quarters that there was nothing that the
polioe could do and he then consulted his
attorneys, Carter, Ledyard & Milburn.
Mr. Ferguson said later that he hadn't
decided what he would do, but that he had
notified the Post Office Department that
the Astor estate has nothing to do with
the concern that is advertising.

“The action we will take depends largely
on what this concern is doing,” said Mr.
Ferguson. “We would certainly take steps
to stop the use of the name if we thought
that unsuspecting persons were likely to
be swindled by it.”

It was learned yesterday afternoon that
the man rerponsible for the advertisements
was a Mr, Campbell of 1 West Thirty-fourth
street. On the hall directory of the Cen-
tury Building at 1 West Thirty-fourth
street the name Campbhell does not appear
and neither does that of the Astor Eatates
Company. An elevater man said that he
didn't know any one named Campbell in
the building, but that the Astor Estates
gompany was in Room 804 on the eighth

oor,

The only name on the door of this room
ie the “Land and Improvement Company,”
but a young woman stenographer in the
office said that Mr. Campbell was manager
of the office and was in. Mr. Campbell,
whose first name is John, said that he put
the advertisement in the papers and tﬁt

he had a right to use the name. He said
that the Astor Estates Company received
a charter from the Secretary of State earl

in May which enables it to buy and sell

real estate and do a number of other things.
The company is only capitalized at $10,000
now, said Mr, Campbell, but papers are
being prepared increasing the capitalization
to‘ ,000, which he said would be fully
paid up, 3

“We are incorporated as the Astor
Estates Company and have filed the name
at the County Clerk’s office, so I don't
see who is to énrevenr. us from using the
name,” he said. “We may not have as
many greenbacks as the Astors who are
interested in the Astor estate, but we've
got them skinned on gray matter., We
are going to have some big men in the
company, but I don’t care to give out their
names yet.

FIREWORK EXPLOSION KILLS 7.

Women and Littie Boy Vietims in Cleveland
Store ahd Three More May Die,

OLEVELAND, July 8.—Seven persons were
killed and a score suffered injuries which
{n several instances may result in death as
the result of an explosion of fireworks in
the store of 8. 8. Kresge in Ontario street
Just before noon to-day.

The dead are James H. Parker, ¢ years
old, lost in the store in which his mother
was shopping; Miss Mary Hughes, 27 years
old, a shopper; Miss Emma Schumaker,
10. years old, forewoman in the store, and
Misses Marie Wagner, 18, Eliza Reis, 17,
Anna Krefell, 20, and Frieda Krefell, 18,
saleagirls. 1

Among the injured are salesgirls, shop-
pers, firemen and a policeman. One of the
most seriously injured is Muriel Mayes, who
was trampled upon by her companions
when they followed her example and jumped
from a second floor window. Mrs. Carrie
Frank, a shopper, suffered internal injuries
in jumping from the second floor with her
thrmr-old granddaughter in her arms,
and Carrie Bowman, a salesgirl, was
gx_*urod internally.

POISONER WROTE 70 CORONER

HE IS BELIEVED TO BE NO"vﬂ‘N
THE OCEAN, BOUND FOR EUROPB,

Leotters Came From Bristol, Pa., and Bess
ton, and Spoke of Faots Then Knewn
Only to Authorities and the Murderer

—Pollce at European Ports Notifled.

PHILADELPHIA, July 8.—Admitting that
the murderer of Dr. William H. Wilson had

eluded them and that they did not even .

know his name, the Coroner's office and the
police decided to-day to disclose the oone
tenta of the counterfeit circular letter which
preceded the bottle of poisoned ale to the
physician's house.

They also made public two letters which
they said they were sure the murderer had
written, one from Bristol and the other
from Boston, after Dr. Wilson died, in
which the motive for the crime was de-
scribed as a husband's desire to avenge his
wife's death after she had been operated
upon by the physician.

The Bristol letter, written and mailed
on the day following the death of Dr. Wil
son, contained such an acourate -
tion of certain features of the deadly bottdé
of ale, which at the time were known on
to the Coroner and to the slayer himself,
that after being carefully studied by
Detective Paul and other sleuths it wes
regarded as genuine and not the vaporing
of a crank. The letter speaks for itself,
It is postmarked June 27, 5:30 P. M,

DEAR MR. CORONER: 1 want to write you
regarding the death®of Dr. W, H. Wilson,
This person was a malpractitioner and la
some way induced my wife, without my
knowledge, to become a patient of his. Aw
a result she died a few weeks ago. In order
to protect her name I did not give the last
attending physician all the facts,and she was
buried with another cause assigned.

To rid the community of this wholesals

baby killer I have removed him, as I might &
weed from a garden.

I was in the printing business in a smaftl
way in a suburban town a few years ago
and had a Pew fonts of card printing type
left: also a small press. The printing was
done entirely by myself. 1 bought one addi~
tional character of type.

Now that this service to the communit®
is rendered and the death of my dear wife
avenged, I am going to quit this part of the
world. I don't think you will ever find me,
but don't care what happens anyhow, My
only regret is the grief 1 caused his wife and
child, but 1 believe even they are better off
without him.
