Outaide the wind was fresher and they
were able to lay their course to tie Fire Island
lightship from Bcotland lightship and some
started sheets’ so that theyt travelled very
fast.» If they can sail over the 826 mile course
as they started they will be back again in the
harbor early te-mosrow morning.

The race was for yachts under 100 feet over
all length, and they sailed with regular time
allowance based on their rating under the
rule. The schooners 'in oomputing time
allowance figured at 85 per cent. of their full
rating and the yawls at 98 per cent. This
rule is supposed to put all the yachts on an
equal foating and make the result very close.
In ocean racing, though, there is always a
large element of luck. The yachts get sepa-
rated, and one after doing well may run into
e calm, while another far astern may catch a
a favoring breeze that will send her to the
front again, 3o that the result is in doubt
always until the race is ended.

Warren got a
fractured rib and collar boue, while Crawford
had one leg almost torn off. The leg was
smputated in the Monmouth Iospital. A
fleld hospital and ambulance in charge of
Dr. Edwin Sternberger took care of the men.
They will recover.

The Btearns was a total wreck, but ihe
Autooar got off with & bent steering knuckle.
Thia put it out of the race, however.

Another accident occurred in the twenty-
ninth mile of the same race. Not, twenty
yards from where the Stearns smaahup took
piace Bert Bellows in M. R. Guggenheim's
Renault hugged the rail too closely. The
onr tore away thirty feet of the infleld fence,
turned over and landed on Its side, & com-
plete wreck.
