Two lawyers were disbarred, one was
suspended for six months and another
was let off with a reprimand yesterday
by the Appellate Division of the upre me
Court, all on charges preferred the Bar
Asaoolation. Frank A. K. Boland and
Henry W. Leonard were disbarred, David
W. Rookmore was suspended and Frank
A. Hutsob was reprimanded.

Boland was disbarred for paying mouoy
to Herbert Mase, formerly an
clerk in Speocial Sessions in 1008, to ¢et
“assistance” in the trial of oriminal cases
against clients of Boland. The court holds
that the aotion of Boland was practioal
bribery to secure the release without trial
of a person charged with a corime and the
reléase from liability of other persons who
were on ball bonds in oriminal cases. Such
conduct on the part of a lawyer makes him
unfit for further practioe at the bar, says
the oourt, nor does Boland’s action in
turning BState’'s evidence against Mase
suffice to mitigate his offence against the
othios of the profession.

Leonard, who has been practising law
here since 1881, bhaving obtained his ad-
mission to the bar on a forged certificate
purporting to show that he had been ad-
mitted in New Jersey, pleaded the statute
of lmitations in his defence and that his
admission by the courts of this State con-
stituted a vested right. The Appellate
Divislon says that the statute of limitations
does not enter into such a case and ‘that
Leonard can claim no oonstitutional right
to hold an office which he obtained by fraud
upon the oourt. Though the report of a
referee who took testimony in Leonard’s
casé was favorable to the lawyer the oourt
holds that he is entitled to no merciful
consideration but must be disbarred.

About the time the disbarment proceed-
ings were begun Leonard got into trouble
in the Supreme Court when it was shown
that a former client of his, relying upon a
mppouod decree of divorce which he had
handed over to her, had remarried, only
to disoover later that the decree was a

WIRELESS MESSAGE FROM FLEET.,

The Fifteen Battleships Encounter a Thick
Fog Outside the Golden Gate.

SaN FrANOISCO, July 8.—A wireless from
the flagship Connecticut received here late
last. night reported that the Atlantic fleet of
fifteen shipe will start in squadron forma-
tion on the Honolulu lap of tho long voyage
to the Orient. The message is as follows:

U. 8. 8. Connecticut, at Sea.—The Atlantic
battleship fleet passed out through the Golden
(Gate at a speed of 10 knots. When outside
the heads a thick fog shut in, The fleet was
stopped off the llghtshlp by wireless tele-
gram and gun signals in order to discharge
pilots. On the second gun signal the fleet
proceeded on its course for Honolulu, The
fog lifted about 8 o’clock. At 9 o’clock to-
night the fleet changed its formation in per-
fect order to line of squadron,

MORE SUMMER HOMES OPENED.

“Social Register’” Notes an Increase In
the Number of County Resldences,

Statigtics in the Summer Social Register,
which has just been issued, show a large

increase in the number of country residences
opened and a corresponding decrease in the
number of persons who formerly had to be
addressed in care of their bankers abroad.
Three hundred and eighty families have
arrived to April 1, as compared with 209
last year, the large increase being sug-

ested by the editdrs as probably due to

e money panic last fall. Only 717 families
give addresses in care of foreign bankers,
as against 1,808 in 1907. Yet the tide of
travel is not all one way, for 1,062 families
have gone abroad since April 1, while only
778 went last year,
