Down the road in front of the olubhouse
and not fifty feet away a high power runa-
Lout swirled along and Lew Fields waved his
hand in passing. Then there was a lall.

There was some more chugging and a red
(ouring car turned into the half moon road-
way that led to the country club ‘entrance.
A stocky man wearing a tan lingn duster,
artificial glasses and natural teeth jumped
out of the car nimbly with only Henry
Hofmeyer and the reporter to receive him,
It was the President of the United States.

Instantly Henry Hofmeyer swallowed
nearly a foot of hay and gaped. Inside the
clibhonse and on the verande furthest
from the porte-cochére were perhaps
twenty-filve persons, and none of them
knew that the President had arrived.

Only Douglas Robinson, Mr. Roosevelt's
brother-in-law, knew anything about Mr.

Roosevelt's coming, and Mr. Robinson
wasn't at all sure of it Mr. Robinson had
arrived at the club from New York at the
same moment that THE SUN reporter got
there He was asked what time the Presi-
Jent was expected.

“Is Mr. Roosevelt expected?” Mr. Robin-
<on asked cagily. “Who told you? Why,
it was 11 o'clock last night when Mrs.
wobinson and 1, over at the President's
cottage at Oyster Bay, where we stayed last
night, suggested that he come over here
and see my son, his nephew, play polo
to-day.”

“Well, a vague rumor got around, Mr,
Robinson that Mr. Roosevelt would be
here," it was explained.

“Well, then, you watch for him and
when he comes let me know,” suggested
the President's brother-in-law. “And in
the meantime a friend of mine is suggest-
ing that I go in and have a vague drink.”

And Mr. Robinson had hardly gone when
the red touring car swung into the haif
moon in front of the clubhouse and the
President jumped from the Becret Service
car to help Mrs. Roosevelt to the roadway.
Before Mrs. Roosevelt and Mrs. Robinson
had stepped out of the car another and
simaller car, which belongs to Mr. Robinson,
turned into the half moon and in it were
Monroe Robinson, & son of Douglds Robin-
son, and Kermit Roosevelt, who wore a
blue serge coat, white flar.nel trousers and
a big Panama hat turned up in front, and
with them was Mms: Theodore Douglas
Robinson, the young wife of the polo player
who is the President's nephew and Douglas
Robineon's son. Douglas Robinson bustled
out the clubhouse door just then and hustled
them inside.

The women of the party went straight
through the clubhouse to the veranda, on
the other side faeing the polo fleld. On the
right is the bar, Where the President went
before issning upon the veranda is not
known definitely. He turned to the right.

Incidentally, the polo game, as has been
initimated, was between the teams of the
Philadelphia Country Club and the 8quadron
A team, of which Douglas Robinson’s son,
Theodore Robinson, is a member, Just as
the players were about ready to go on the
field Mr. and Mrs, Roosevelt, Mr. and Mra,
Douglas Robinson, Mrs. Teddy Robinson
(wife of the polo player of the day), Kermit
Roosevelt and Monroe Robinson, Teddy's
brother, took their places around a table
at the east end of the veranda.

Tumbles 88 Feet While Golng 40 Miles wn
Hour—Five Seriously Hurt.

Mies Elizabeth Sherley, jaw broken, three
teeth knocked out, wrist brokeén; Mrs.
Shelby Williams Bonnie, bad cut®over right
oye, bruised; Shelby Williama Bonnie, leg
broken, shoulder dislocated; Sam Barr,
xzﬂmn bruised and badly scslded on

the morning had no fear of encountering
vehicles.

NEW YORK HAS SUBWAY CRAZE.

So Says Commissioner Bassett, Whe Praises
Beriin's Street Car System.
ial Cable Despateh o THE Suw,

BERLIN, July 19.—Edward Bassett, a
member of the New York Public Utilities
Commission, has arrived here to study the
transport conditions. He has inspected the
street rallway system, and finds it superior
in some respects to that of New York,
especially in the easiness of the stopping
and starting of the cars and their vom-
parative noiselessness, the ballast being
80 laid as to take up a great part of the
sound, Mr. Bassett desuvribes New York
as crazy on the subject of subways and
adds

“While in Berlin I have seen that the
elevated and subway lines can mutually
assist each other.”

Mr. Bassett particularly condemns the
costly coonection of a esubway system
with an elevated line as exemplified by
the section of subway oconneocting the
Brooklyn and Williamsburg bridges, which
he considers also #s dangerous owing to the
rising and falling gradients.

He notices that economy is beiter prao-
tised in Berlin, citing as an instance the
continuous waste of cil on the bearings of
the cars of the New York system. He
has seen (he hanging street railway at
Elberfeld ard intende to visit the experi-
mental section now operating in a suburb
of Berlin, but. he reserves his opinion as to
whether such a line is to be recommended
for New York.

The subway craze, he says, & equivalent
to putting passengers in the cellar and
bandling freight irafflo on the ground
floor.

Maine Breaks Her Steering Gear In Hell
Gate and Anchors.

The steamship Maine, bound from New
Bedford to this port, broke her steering
gwar when Capt. Webber put her helm
hard over early yeaterday morning to clear
Hallets Point, in Hell Gate. There were
dengerous shoals not more than a ship's
length away and Capt. Webber dropped
anchor as the Maine drifted into Pot Cove,
He tooted for holp and a passing tug took
a mesage to the Manhattan shore that
brought two New Haven tugs. One tug
acted as rudder and the other helped the
engines of the Maine take her to her pier
at the foot of Clarkson street, Only a few
of her 200 passengers knew what had nap-
pened to her until long after she dropped
anchor in Pot Cove. Most were eating
breakfast and did not let the acoident upset
their appetite.

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TAFT ON FEDERAL LICENSES

DOES NOT THINK DEMOCRATIC
PLATFORM IDiA FEASIBLE.

—

Considers Features Propesed Irrecencline
ble—Seme Original Suggestions Kx.
peoted In Acoceptance Speech—Will
Falk at New Court House Openiug.

Mot SpriNgs, Va., July 13.—Mr. Taft is
opposed to the Federal licensing of corpora-
tions, proposed in the Demooratio plat-
form. That is evident from what he has
said to Hepublicans who have conferred
with him in ragard to his speech of ac-
ceptance. To ote man who discussed this
plank with him Mr. Taft said:

“An attempt to frame a that will
acoomplish two irreconcilablé things ie
not instanoced for the first time in the present
Democratio platform,”

The plank to which Mr. Taft referred
advocates “a license system which will,
without abridging the right of each State
to create corporations or its right to reg-
ulate as it wilk foreign corporations doing
business within its limits, make it neces-
sary for a manufacturing or trading cor-
poration engaged in interstate commerce
to take out a Federal license before it
aball be permitted to control as much as
25 per ocent of the produot in which it
deals, the license to proteot the public
from watered stock and to prohibit the
oontrol by such corporation of more than
50 per cent. of the total amount of any
produot consumed in the United States.”

Apparently the irreconcilable features,
as Mr. Taft views the plank, are the prop-
osition to have a corporation striotly
amenable to forty-six different laws of
forty-six different States _and at the same
time answerable to a 25 per cent. Federal
license law. In effect éomewhat the same
condition, however, seems to prevail under
the present interstate commeroce law.

The Bryan licensing proposition differs
from that recently favored by President
Roosevelt in that licensing under the Roose-
velt plan was to be optional with the corpora-
tion. If a corporation flled a full account-
ing with the Federal Government and con-
vinced the Commissioner of Corporations
that it was not doing business in unrea-
sonable restraint of trade it was to be
licensed ard to be free from prosecution
for reascnabie restraint of trade. In other
wqrds, as the Precident's supporters con-
tended, a premium was to be placed on
honesty and publicity and the line was to
be drawn betweer the good and the bad
corporation.

, Presumably this was one of “my policies”
to which Mr, Taft subscribed, but the can-
Jidate's attitude toward the Denver propo-
sition would seem to indicate that he is not
strongly inclined toward the licensing idea,
or at leest he would go no further than to
make it optional. Tl 4

A good wmany people whe have talked
with Mr. Taft down here expect him to
make some original suggestions in his
treatment of the question ‘a his speech
of acceptance. It is known that many of
the politicians with whom he has conferred
have urged on him the necessity of dis-
pelling the notlon that he is merely voicing
the Roosevelt ideas. That Mr. Taft will
assert his own stvewng individuality and
independent opinions in the coming speech
of acceptanoe i oceitain, but at the sanre
time he will confirue to stand in a general
way as representing the Rooseve!t policies.

There is good reason to believe that Mr,
Taft will say in effect that Mr. Roosevelt
is to be honored for having awakened
the consciousness of the nation to the neces-
sity of honesty in businees and that if
elected he will use every endeavor to have
placed on the statute books laws which,
while aiding legitimate business, will make
lesa possible dishonesty in corporation
affaive.

Mpr, Taft started to work to-day on his
speesch of acceptance. He spent prac-
tiually the entire day etudying the Demo-
cratio platform, and, strange to say, the
Republican platform too. It will take
Aim probably the rest of the week to com-
plete his speech, and he will have no politi-
cal visitors. Afteritis pompleted, however,
he will summon most of the leaders of the
party to Hot Springs to get their opinions
on |t.

There is no doubt here that Mr. Taft is
going to challenge the Democratic party
to justify, if it oan, the radicalism of the
Denver platform. Heis going toset up the
imsue of destructiveness on the one side
against constructiveness on the other.

There are some propositions in the Demo-
oratio platform on whioh Mr. Taft's opinions
are well known. He has as regards
{njunctions that he believes no injunction
should be iwued without due notico unless
irreparable injury were in prospect. That
i» what the Kepublican platform advocates
on the injunction question. Mr. Taft in
his speech of acceptance will undoubtedly
oppose the Democratic plank favoring
immediate independence for the Filipinos.
He has said that the Islanders wouldn't
be ready for self-government at least for a
genaration, ‘

In commenting op his speech of accept-
anoe to-day Mr. Taft sald:

“] see THE SUN suggests that a formal
notification is & work of supererogution,
and as | approach the work I am inclined
to yield to that opinion.” .

Mr, Taft was visited to-day by J. H,
MoClintoe, chairman of the Board of Super-
visors of Bath county, and Lanier Dunn,
another Bath county Republecan, who in-
vi the ocandidate over to Bath Court
House to the opening of the term next
Monday.

American Then Polishes O Several Op-
ponents With Freozen Wax Bullets.

LoxroNn, July 18.—Before the regular
Olympic games opened at Shephsrd's Bush
to-day there was a series of exciting duels
with pistols fought in a secluded corner cof
the exhihition grounds. Nobedy's hanor
was at stake, yet several of the duellista
were killed, while wounds without number
were dealt out.

It was the competition for honors of the
well known Paris olub whioh exists to
enjoy and promote the apparently exciting
sport of harmlese duelling. The competi-
tors use ice coaled pistols and frozen wax
bullets,. They wear a light protection over
their clothes and a mask muggesting a
diver's helmet, which an American at the
competition to-day christened a peekahoo
hat.

There were eleven competitors, repre-
senting France, Amerioa, Russia and
Sweden. Walter Winans, the crack Ameri-
can shot, was instantly shot in the heart
by Major Ferpns of France. Mr. Winans
acknowledged that he had received a death
wound, but he survived to kill subse-
quently several of his opponents and came
out high on the list of winners. Every man
engaged was frequently killed befcre the
finish, Mr. Winans is enthusiastic about
the sport, which he is trying to popularize
in England.

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HEADQUARTERSIN THE TOWER

REPUBLICAN COMMITTEE STICKS
T0 METROPOLITAN LIFE.

Chalrman Hitohcook Prediots That He
Wen't De Much Talking All Summer
--State Convention Probably Sept. 33—
County Committee Strings Big BBanner.

Frank H. Hitchcook, chairman of the
Republican national committee, got here
yesterday and had a talk with George R.
Sheldon, the national treasurer. The most
important announcement that followed was
that the national headauarters are to be
established after all in the tower of the
Metropolitan Life Ruilding and will . be
opened about August 1.

Mr. Hitchcook went to the Hotel Man-
battan and started out early in the fore-
noon to inspect several floors of the Matro-
politan tower to pick out the headquarters
rooms. He favored the Metropolitan Life
Building because it had become known
nationally as the Republican headquarters.
The tenth floor suited him, and in the after-
noon he and Mr. S8heldon looked over the
floor together and engaged it.

Chairman Hitohoook said that he didn’t
believe any good purpose would be served
by discussing his campaign plans for the
benefit of the opposition and that he wotild
probably bave very little to say all summer.
He said:

“I am going to Utjca to-night as soon as I
get the mase uf work ahead of me cleared
away and wi'l there confer with Mr. Sher-
man and receive his suggestions as to the
campaign, | am coming back on Wednes-
day and will then meet several of the Re-
publican State leaders and go over the
local situation. I shall stay here all that
dey and then go to Washington and socon
afterward will join Mr. Taft at Hot Springs.”

Chairmsn Hitchocock said that Mr. Taft
would not do any speaking before Sep-
tember 1, but that after that date he would
make a few speeches. Mr. Hitchoook
didn't want to disousa the publicity of
campaign funds, since that subject was
being well hapdled by National Treasurer
Sheldon.

When Mr. Bheldon got to his office in his
bagking house at 2 Wall street yesterday
morning he found a stack of letters awaiting
him, many of which contained campaign
contributions. Mr. Sheldon said that he
would not announce the oontributions
as they come in and would give ont no in-
formation concerning them until the treas-
urer's hooks are opened after the election.

State Chairman Woodruff appeared at
headquarters, at 12 East Thirtieth street;

Only 1290 Out of 13,000 Enlisted Men
Left In San Franclsco.

WaarNaToN, July 18.—The totsl number
of absentees from the Atlantie battleship
fleet when it left San Franciscu waa 129 en-
listed men, There are about 13,000 men on
the fleet. The absentees are about one per
cent. of the full enlisted complement of the
veseels, Officlals of the Navy Department
believe wnot more than one-quarter of
this numbef have deserted. The amall per-
centage of abmentees proves to the satis-
faction of the Navy Department officlals
that the world oruise is popular with the en-
listed men.

The largeat number of missing seamen
on any one veseel was twenty-eight from
the New Jersey. The Kearsarge had a ful)
enlisted complement, with none missing,
fince leaving Hampton Roads last Decem-
ber the total desertions from the battleship
fleet have reached 603, or about 7 per cent,

OIL FIELD STILIL AFLAME.

Light Seen 78 Miles Off—Fears for Kbano
Wells Also.

TamProo, Mexioowuly 18.~No direot word
has been received from the great oil fleld
fire on the Ban Geronimo River, seventy-
five miles southwest of here, for two days.
The light of the flames can still be seen
from here, and it is evident that the under-
ground basin of oil is still burning flercely.

The usnal route of travel to that distriot
is by boat, but the burning oil upon the
river and upon Lake Tamiapeta makes it
dangerous to make the trip. It is reported
that the flow of oll in the wells at Ebano,
situated about forty miles distant from the
burning fleld, shows a decrease.

It is feared that the two oil basina are
oonneoted by an underground channel and
that both may be entirely destroyed.

PR, SIMPSON WAS TRIED FOR
MURDERING HER HUSBAND,

Dentist Calls to See HiaWite and Mre, Hop
ner Puts a Bulliet in Him--ie
Alone From Nerthpors to & Hospiis
Hero—Family Had Quarrelled Much.

Dr. James W. Bimpsgn, the dentist who
waa tried and acquitted in Riverhead, L. I,
for the murder of his father-in-law, Bartiey
T. Horner, in 1907, was shot yesterday afters
noon at Northport by the dead man's widow,
Ella Horner, as he tried to get in the Horner
residence to see his wife. His mother-in-
law fired at him twioce through the door,
the second shot striking Simpeon in the
right side over the liver, Simpson was
brought to Roosevelt Hospital in New
York at his own request last night. He
was in good condition and will be put under
the X-ray to-day for a location of the bullet.
Mrs. Horner was released on bail by order
of the District Attorney.

Dr. Simpson got to Northport on the 1
o'clock train from New York and after
alighting at the station walked to the
Horner house by the turnpike road, a dis-
tance of about hnlg a mile. The stories
of what ococurred at the house differ some-
what, but according to Simpaon's statemens
made to Justios of the Paace Richard W,
Hawkins he walked up on a side poroh
on which a bay window of the dining room
opens. He aaw Mrs. Horner in the room
and went to the window, which was
soreened.

“Is that you, Milly?" he asked Mra.
Horner,

Mrs. Horner asked him what he wanted.

“I want to see Julia," he replied,

“Get out of here at onoe!” Mrs. Horner
replied.

Dr. Simpson says he saw Mu.\ﬂom-'
walk toward the back of the dining room
and he went to the door, expecting her to
open it.
