No records were broken, either for the
shot put or thediscus. In the discus throw-
ing the United States made a clean sweep
capturing first, second and third. In the
shot put America was compelled to yield
second place to a member of the United
Kingdom team. Sheridan's final mark with
the discus was 184 feet 2 inches—two feet
short of the Olympio record, which he made
with a magnificent throw in 1008. M. H.
GiMn of the Chicago Athletic Club took
éecond place, with M. F. Horr of the Irish
Americans third,

* Rose, who represents the Olympic A. C.
of San Francisco, won the shot put with
40 feet 134 inches, two feet behind his record
performance. Horgan of Ireland un-
expectedly took second place, with Garrels
of the Chicago Athletic Club third.

Three Americans qualified for the finals:
W. W, Coe of the Boston Athletic Club, 42
feet 10}4 inches; J. C. Garrels of the Chicago
Athletio Club, 43 feet 8 inches, and Rose,
48 feet 2! inches. Rose bettered his marik
by five inches in the finals, but Garrels
could not improve on his distance in the
preliminaries.

After a rainy morning the weather
cleared somewhat this afternoon and in
the presence of a handful of spec-
tators the semi-finals in the 200 meter
swimming race, breast stroke, and the
1,000 meter oycling trials were started.
A few minutes later four sections of the
shot putters began work in the infield,

Eng'and won both heats of the ssmi-
finals in the 200 meter swimming, with
Hungary and Sweden claiming second
places. The time was slightly better than
the best made in the trial heats yesterday.
England also won six of the sixteen heats
of the 1,000 meter oycling (three-fifths of a
mile). The United States won a single heat,
Cameron making the distance in 1 minute
20 2-5 seconds.

A fifth heat of the fanoy diving trials
ended with a German in first place, scoring
81.8 points, while Grote of the American
team came second with 70.5 points. So far
none of the other divers have approached
the American, QGaidzik, who scored 87
points in the first heat on Tuesday.

The discus throwers were divided into
eight sections for the trial heats this morn-
ing, firsts and seconds qualifying for the
final round. \Interest among the spec;
tators natura centred in section 8,
where Bheridan, the record holder, was
entered. He had no difficulty in outstrip-
ping all the other entries in his section,
making a throw of 133 feet 1}4 inches in the
trial. Five American throwers qualified,
entering the finals against nineother men,
mostly from Continental countries. The
Americans who qualified were, besides
Sheridan, Giffin, section 4, 133 feet 6! inches;
Horr, section 5, 120 feet 5 inches; Burroughs,
seotion 1, 122 feet 9!4 inches; Dearborn,
section 8, 126 feet 414 inches.

Considering the conditions, experts say
that the performances of the day were
excellent. The discus throw, for ex-
ample, would undoubtedly have been at
least ten feet more on a decent day. Rose's
fine put of the shot would also surely have
been even better than it was. In his
practice during the week he put the shot
over fifty feet.

It was fortunate there was no track run-
ning. Water stood in many places on the
track, which was in none too good condi-
tion yesterday. The ten mile walk was a
fine performance under the circumstances.
No event roused more enthusiasm than the
final of the 400 meter swim. Taylor would
have won, anyhow. Austria’s protest
against Beaurepaire will be considered
to-night.

.The accident on the track during the
100 kilometer bicycle race was an unpar-
donable affair. There are too many un-
employed officials in the centre of the arena
mos$ of the time. On more than one oc-

on in the last two days the spectators
have shouted to some of them to get off the
track. When crossing during the cycle
race this morning the catastrophe hap-
pened. Walking Judge Harry Venn tried to
oross the track from the running track, at
the same time sheltering himself from the
heavy rain with an open umbrella.

Goekelberg, a Belgian, who had been rid-
ing at the head of the racers Yor lap after
lap, collided with him and fell on his head.
Venn was knocked down. A dozen riders
who were some yards behind the leader
just had time to swerve and avoid a general
spill. The Belgian, who was badly shaken
and bleeding from the head and mouth,
warmly remonstrated and then remounted,
but he was then more than half a lap behind.

A oouple of the racers were so threaten-
ing toward Venn that the police were called
into the arena, but the incident, which might
have been fatal, passed off without further
disturbance.

The bicyclists complain that the track
in undulyc‘mrd on tires, and also that the
crossing and recrossing from the centre
of the stadium over the cinder track to
the judges' box leaves enough mud, dirt
and arn on the cycling track to make rid-
ing tiresome, To-day brooms were used
freely, but it is suggested that a tunnel
should be made, and all track crossing thus
e avoided.

The swimmers say the tank is deader
than the usual swimming batn, while the
deep sunk central portion used for diving
makes the water particularly hard re-
sisting, as they are unable to spread in-
stantaneously sideways, being confined to
the sunk portion,
