HILDRETH BUYS MONTGOMERY
BACK FROM WILLIAMS.

Belmont Says Brighton Did Right In Can.
celling Stakes—Hot Tip on Cymbal
Proves Worthless—Tralner Burch Ine
Jured—Toseben for the Jump Next Year.

Montgomery, the four-year-old Pessnra
colt, has changed hands again. 8. C. Hil-
dreth, who sold him recently to T. H. Will-
{ams for 88,000, bought bim back yesterday
for a smaller sum. Montgomery ran a couple
of races in Willlams's colors but was so badly
beaten that the Californja turf magnate was
selzed with an attack of cold feet. Bo Hil-
dreth agreed to take the horse off Willlams's
hands und will let him have a good rest before
sending him to the post for some of his fall
engagementa, Montgomery, it will- be re-
membered, was sold by F. A. Forsythe, his
breeder, to Emil Herz last year for $25,000
cash. Herzsoon went to the wall and handed
the horse over to Hildreth for 815,000, In
California last winter Montgomery won the
Burns Handicap, but since coming East
he has been a bitter disappointment,

August Belmont, who is [n Bwitzerland,
sent word to 8. 8. Howland yesterday that
he approved of the actinn of the Brighton
Beach Racing Assoclation in declaring off
its stakes. Mr. Belmont's message, it seems,
was delayed. It is sald that the chairman
of the Jockey Club will not return here until
fall.

Willam Gerst's Cymbal was a redhot tip
in the second race yesterday Trainer Blute
said the colt was in great trim and could not
lose, E. Dugan was put up, and 11 to 5 was
the closing quotation. Cymbal showed such
a lot of early speed that it seemed as if Blute
knew what he was talking about, but the colt
suddenly chueked it and finished so far back
in the ruck that Blute could not understand
what had happened. The success of Monocle
in this event was in the nature of a surprise.
He ran the best race of his life, showing plenty
of early speed, a quality that was lacking
in previous events, Coat of Arms, who
finjshed third, was sold recently'by Willlam
Llakeland to John Baker, in whose name he
ran yesterday.

Bedouin could have received better hand-
ling in the handicap. He carried-top weight,
giving ten pounds by the scale to Cairngorm

and six to Black Oak. McCarthy made en-
tirely too much use of Bedouin in sticking
close to the pacemaker to the far turn. Then
he messed his horse about in such a manner
that Bedouin seemed to stop just at the criti-
ca) moment. After that the horse ran under
his own courage and was beaten two necks.

"With perfect handling Bedouin could not
have Jost. Calrngorm, the winner of this
race, scored his first success of the season.

Farmer Bfll Scully, who is a believer in
long shots, put over a genuine sleeper in
Complete, the winner of the fifth race. At
one stage of the oral speculation there was as
much as 50 to 1 quoted against the fillly. She
had not started since June & at Gravesend,
when she finished next to last in a fleld of
fourteen. Banguine looked like a cinch in
thils race, but Complete was a trifle too much
for him.

Wien Ruble won the last race, in which he
was entered to be sold for $500, an unknown
horseman bid him up to 81,000, the colt's
trajner retaining him with the usual $5 in-
crease. The run up netted $700 for J. 8. Hoy,
who ran second with Ragman. Forg ran in
the name of her new owner, F. W. Healey,
for the first time, but she did not run up to
her best form. Beven of the eight starters
in' this event received support.

The Chelsea Stable cut The Wrestler loose
in the third event. The paddock sharps had
the tip in plenty of time to profit by it. Go-
wan was the natural choice at 2, with Queen
Marguerite at 5 to 2, Castlewood at 3, and
The Wrestler at 7 to 2. Little Upton rode
The Wrestler with splendid judgment and
put up the strongest kind of a finish. The
struggle for the place between Queen Mar-
guerite and Gowan was so close that few of
the spectators could separate them, Gowan
was on the rail with Queep Marguerite tom-
petely shutting her off from view, while The
Wrestler, on the outside, made it even more
difficult to determine' which got the place.
The judges decided that Queen Marguerite
had taken it by a couple of inches

The smart péople could not decide which
was the better filly, the Newcastle Stable’s
Royal Captive or the Montpelier Stable's
Manviette, in the two-year-old handicap,
80 they were made equal favorites. Royal
Captive had Notter up and gave seven pounds
to Manviette, ridden by E. Dugan. The
latter looked as if she would roll home when
she reached the head of the stretch, but she
quit cold and Royal Captive landed the large
end of the purse. Bummer Night, who took
the place, is a chestnut filly by Star S8hoot—
Blue Mass, owned by H. B. Durygs, while
Chafinch, who was third at a long price,
is & colt by Goldfinch—Modreda, owned by
M. L. Schwartz, a Wall Street man. Enoch
Wishard put C. Madden, an apprentice, on
A. B. Bpreckels's Torbellino, the topweight,
with the result that the Solitaire II. colt was
last.

Little Sweet had a narrow escape while
riding C. R. Ellison's Earl’s Court in the fifth
race. There was a wild scramble for ad-
vantageous positions as the horses rushed
toward the lower turn, Sweet was so anxious
to secure the rail that he crowded in hetween
two horses until he was actually grazing
the fence. He got into such close quarters
in the middle of the turn that Earl's Court
stumbled and  almost went down. Sweet
pulled him up with a quick jerk and, though
the coit lost a lot of ground, the boy pluckily
tried to make it up. He hustled his mount
up the backstretch until he was within hailing
distance of the leaders, when the colt sfopped
from overexertiont

It was reported at the track that Preston
Burch, a well known trainer, had been seri-
ously injured on his way to the races. Burch,
it was sald, waa riding in a pony cart with
his wife when he was run into by an auto-
mobile. He was taken home.

It is announced that the Harbor Hill cup
Steeplechase, ' for three-year-olds, will be
run as usual at Belmont Park during the fall
meeting.

That Is Why the Attendance at Olymple
Games Is S0 Small.

LoNpON, July 18 —There is no doubt that
the prohibitive prices asked for seats at
the Stadium are responsible for the poor
attendance. Uncovered seats opposite the
winning post cost $1.20, and the cheapest
oovered seats, from which a satisfaotory
view of the racing is impossible, oost 70
oents,

The other covered seats cost $1.50, $2.50
and $5, and if a spectator wants to spend
the day in the Stadium he has to pay half

asmuchagain. Ontheday of the Marathon
race these prices will be doubled.

Mr, Sullivan, president of the American
Amateur Athletic Union, said to-day that
the seats were empty owing entirely to the
stupidity of the promoters. The ission
prices were not only ridiculous  but im-
goaslblo He was wi llng to vuar that the

tadium would be packed if 80 cents was
asked for a seat for the day of issue. The

management was losing hundreds of pounds
dAil If reasonable prices were charged
the publlo would go to the Stadium.
