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AISER ANGLES FOR TURKEY

SULTAN NOT LIKELY TO HITCH
ON TO TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

His Best Game Is Playing Off Powers
Against Each Other—More Trouble
Impending In Servia—Honest Souvenlr

LoNDoON, July 18.—There has been much
making of great alliances in the European
press this week. It is annou nced from
Paris that the Emperor William's reply to
the Anglo-Russian entente is to be the
inclusion of Turkey in the Triple Alliance.
This assumes a willingness to .com mit
himself on the part of the Sultan, Abdul
Hamid, which is quite inconsistent with
all his previous policy. He has preserved
his political independence heretofore largely
by his skill in playing off first oneand then
another of the great Powers agaigst its
neighbors. He is far too shrewd a states-
man to have any confidence ip the disin-
terestedness or permanency of the Kaiser's
affection for him.

The impending agreement among the
Powers in regard to Macedonia has aroused
enhanced suspicion at the Yildiz Kiosk,
but there is strong reason to believe that
genuine reforms will really be insisted
upon to end the present long continued
crisis and that Germany will be forced by
a sensd of decency, if nothing else, to
abandon her dog in the manger attitude,
which on several occasions has prevented
the necessary insistence to overcome the
Sultan’s passive opposition.

Another report deals with the relations
between Austria and Turkey. Nothing
definite has transpired, but the rumor
of an agreement is based upon the grave
situation in Servia, where some sort of
coup d'état seems imminent. It is quite
evident that King Peter is too weak a
charaoter to deal with the primitive passions
which rage in that turbulent little kingdom.
Aocording to current bellef, this murder
made monarch would be glad to retire to
the obscurity whence he came. Abdication
s common talk, but it is dificult to see how
it could be carried into effect without in-
volving an interregnum of dangerous
violence.

It {s with regard to the serious situation
which may arise at any moment that Aus-
tria would like to have an understanding
with Turkey and the other Powers. Aus-
tria's long standing ambition in regard to
Bervian territury is mot particularly keen
at the presen. moment, and the other Powers
would not lcok with favor on any move-
ment to take agzreasive advantage of the
Servian troubles.

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BUT FRANCE'S OWN WAR BAIL-
ILOON HAS TO BE TINKERED.

Republique Not en Exhibition at the Ane
nual Military Review—Story of the
Earllest Ciroumnavigation of Afriea
on Scarabs—A Divercee's Dress Bill.

Parms, July 18.—The pleasure felt in
France over the difficulties whioh Count
Zeppelin is enduring with his German air-
ship has been somewhat marred by reports
that the new French dirigible République,
which was built toreplacethe Patrie, is far
from being a suocess. These reports are
confirmed by the République's absence
from the recent military review.

An attempt is generally made to have
some special feature to distinguish this
pational féte. At one time it was planned
that the two battalions of the Foreign
Legion which bore the brunt of the fighting
at Morooco should attend this year, but the
idea was abandoned because it was thought
it might hurt the susceptibilities of the
neighboring Powers, many deserters from
which fill the ranks of the Legion. Then
it was proposed that the République should
repeat the Patrie's feat of last year and
visit the review; but this was found im-
possible, as after a short trip the airship
had been dismounted for oconsiderable
changes, especially with a view to improving
her equilibrium.

Coincident with the dawning triumpb
of aerial navigation comes the unearthing
of the reoord of a grand adventure of the
world's first great navigator and explorer.
His name was Peteneith, and he lived in
Egypt 2,000 years before Columbus disoov-
ered America. His great exploit was the
practical oiroumnavigation of Africa, a
voyage more than three times as long as
that of Columbus. It ocoupied him nearly
five years.

The story is told on two large scarabs
which recently came into the possession
of the Brussels museum from a private
colleotion. The first scarab was engraved
for King Nechao IL., 610 B. C., to commem-
orate the voyage. It sets forth that the
King sent a messenger “to ocomplete the
oircuit of the unknown land,” that the
messenger returned by water to Bubastis,
where the scarab was discovered, and that
the King had a detailed report of the won-
ders seen during the voyage taken down
from the envoy's lips. * :

The second scarab contains Peteneith's
own report of his explorations. Prof.

t of Brussels supplied a translation
to the French Academy yesterday, After
a long enumeration of his various dis-
tinctions, the royal envoy desoribes the
stages of his journey. He started in the
year 8 of King Nechao from the Red Sea
and navigated toward the Land of Punt,
which is frequently mentioned in the text,
arriving at the ocean in less than two monthg
after leaving Egypt.

A year and seven months navigation
toward the south brought him to a moun-
tain which he oalls the “Horn of the Earth,”
in whioh he fancled that he identified a
mountain whioh the Egyptians ever sinoe
the Eighteenth Dynasty had regarded as
their most remote southern frontier.

Prof. Capart observed to the academy
that this “Horn 8f the Earth” was not likely
to have been the Cape of Good Hope, but
some point much higher up the east coast.
At all events, from this point the explorer
travelled absolutely in an unknown werld

that he met na inhabitants. Finally, in the
twelfth year of King Nechao’s reign, after
:rm” of nearly five years, Petenelth
safe and sound in Bubaatis, on one
of the branohes of the Nile deita, bringing
with him numerous produots from the re-
gions he visited. The King directed that
a record of the journey should be engraved
on steel in the temple fo proclaim for all
time over the earth the name of his envoy.

Prof. Capart added that the text published
by Fouocart in 1885, which was ocopied at
Simbellawin, in the northeast of the Delta,
poems to refer to a royal messenger.

LOSS TO EACH POWER ENGAGED
900,000 DEAD AND WOUNBED.

Germany Could Put 4,760,000 Men in the
Fleld, at a Cost of $1,500,000,000 a
Year—Beggars Drive Miss Morgan From
Berlin—Ambassador Hill Gives a Dinoer.

BeRLIN, July 17.—The bellicose section
of the public, including the fire eaters of
the army, have been rather taken aback
by a bulletin issued by the General Staff
on the authority of Gen. Blume as to the
probable oost of a modern E war,

Germany, it is afirmed, would be able
to put 4,750,000 troops in the field. A war
fought against another European Power
would cost Germany $1,500,000,000 per an-
num as long as it lasted. The indirect loss
through financial depression and the paral-
ysis of industry would be far greater. If
three, four or more European Powers were
involved, as would be likely in view of
existing alliances, the drain on the resources
of Europe would be appalling.

Incidentally Gen. Blume expresses the
opinion that the loss of life would be heavier
than in the recent Russo-Japanese war,
when 20 per ocent. of the Japanese armies
in the fleld were killed or wounded. Reck-
oning in the same proportion, a European
Power would lose approximately 00,000
killed and wounded during the same length
of time, and Gen. Blume belleves the pro-
portion would be much higher. He de-
olares it would be a veritable orgy cf blood.

Many Think Haakon Should Abdicate
—Crisis Through Visit of Fallleres.
Special Cadle Despatoh to THR SUK,

Paris, July 18.—~The voyage of peaoe
which President Fallidres began this morn-
ing before most Parisians had eaten their
breakfasts is expedted to strengthen greatly
the prestige of Franoe in Europe, but other
effects are anticipated as well.

A prominent member of the Norwegian
oolony in Paris said to-day that the French
President will get a tremendous welcome
in Norway, largely because Norwegians
have already grown tired of their young
King and have a decided leaning toward
the establishment of a republic. Aocord-
ing to this informant there is not the slight-
est doubt that Norwegians will do away
with the monarchy after Haakon's death
if not before. Thus the visit of President
Fallidres comes at an opportune moment
for the rallying of republican sympathirers.

Whether President Fallidres knows it or
not, says this Norwegian, he will be the
means of adding strength to ths party
which desires to depose Haakon at once and
elect a President. A number of letters
were shown to-day whioh have passed
between this Norwegian party and its
agents in  Paris, stating that they are
willing even to elect Haakon the first Presi-
dent, but that as King he must go.

“Modern Norway wants no King,” says
one of these letters,
Norwegians recognize that a mistake was
made when Haakon was chosen King. A
monarchy even then was accepted only out
of respect for tradition. But, whatever is
the reason, public opinion in Norway has
undergone a signifioant change. The King
and Queen are now in a delicate position,
which they can set right by abdication as
soon as they realize it.”

“Haakon eeems entirely unoconsoious of
this situation, but if he is sinocere this can-
not last long. It is not only that thq Demo-
cratio element reproaches him for not
keeping in touch with the people and not
being sympathetio with their interests to
the extent whioh he promised, but he for-
gets that Nofway made him King only
because at that moment it was & condition
necessary to her political independence to
establish a monarchy.

“Wise observers of g¢he situation udmit
on all sides that President Fallidre's pres-
enoe may precipitate the realization of this
proud dream of Norwegians, vis:—a re-
publio of Norway '

‘Already in the Storthing the Constitu-
tional party has proposed an amendment
to the Constitution, declaring that in the
event of the extinoction of the present
dynasty it would be well to consider whether
or not & monarchical régime ought to
oontinue.
