The stewards
saw Musgrave tugging at the bridle when
Dr. Pillow reached a point near the end of
the far turn and when the race was over,
Dr. Pillow having finished second, the
stewards announced that because of the ride
Musgrave's case would be referred im-
mediately to the Jockey Club with a recom-
mendation that his license should be revoked,
Musgrave is under contract to ride John
Sanford's horses at Sarstoga, but he will
probably be kept on the ground until the
turf governors have had an investigation,
W. R.’GriMin when he heard of the boy's
plight was thunderstruck.

“Dr. Pillow never ran a better race in his
life,” he said. “I did not bet on him, in fact
1 have never wagered a dollar on his chances
in any of his races because of his tendency
to run out on the turn. He has shown this
defeot both in his work and in races and for
that reason I told Musgrave before to-day's
event that if he expected to win he would
have to keep the colt near the rail. When
Dr. Pillow was rounding the turn he began
to bear out as usual and I suppose that Mus-
grave was compelled to take a tight hold on
the reins to keep him near the rail in scocor-
dance with my instructions. 1 do not be-
lieve that he was guilty of a criminal ride and
hope that the stewards will exonerate him
of all blame. "

Musgrave did such good work in the saddle
early in the year that he left the employ of

to the Newoastle Stable. Soon after that the
boy was seriously Injured by a fall and ap-
peared to have lost his nerve when he re-
sumed riding, for his work ever aince has not
been up to his best standard.

While the stewards are to be commended
for their activity in Musgrave'’s case, even if it
can be shown that the boy did no wrong,
many of the spectators yesterday wondered
why the stewards did not at least ask Jockey
Miller to explain what looked like a decidedly
queer ride on Cad Doggett's Star Thistle in
the third race. This colt, on form, looked
to be a sure winner of this event and the oral
bettors made him a hot favorite at 7 to 5.
Miller, however, did not get .im away any
too well at the start and after that he pro-
ceeded to take the colt up on the far turn.
When Star Thistle reached the head of the

colt finished just outside of the money there
was all kinds of harsh commenta.
