[ BITCHCOCK HERE FOR WORK

MAY PUT W. L. WARD IN CHARGE
WHEN HE GOES TO CHICAGO.

Summons Leaders In Esstern States for
Campalgn  Conferences—Talks With
Woodruff, Parsons and Loeb and Says
Later It's Hands Off in State Polltics,

Frank H. Hitohoock, ohairman of the
Republican national committee, came to
this city yesterday to open the Taft head-
quarters in the East. The headquarters
will be on the tenth and eleventh floors of
the tower of the Metropolitan Life Build-
ing in Madison Square. The work of
furnishing the twenty-five or more rooms
that Mr. Hitohoock has leased was begun
yesterday and by the early part of next
week the headquarters will be ready for
occupancy.

Mr. Hitchoock found awaiting him when
he reached the Hotel Manhattan from
Washington yesterday morning and when
he went to the Metropolitan Life Bullding
bushels of letters from men and women
appealing for jobs at headquarters. Many
applicants tried to see him personally, but
Mr. Hitchcock eluded these, He will piock
out his staff mostly from recommendations
of local leaders who will be able to vouch
for the efficiency of their candidates.

Save for a trip to Washington next Tues-

day or Wednesday Mr. Hitohoock will
remain in this city until about August 15.
By that time he hopes to have the Eastern
headquarters in running order and then
he will go to Chicago to open ghe main
headquarters. But while the principal
headquarters are to be in Chicago it is not
the intention of Mr. Hitchoook to spend
all of his time there. He said yesterday
that he was planning to be in Chicago and
New York in alternate weeks.
, While he is in Chicago the headquarters
hers will be in charge of a membeyr of the
executive committee of the national commit~
tee. Just who this would be Mr. Hitchoook
said had not been decided, but he would
make an announcement of the seleotion early
next week. It is believed that the choloe
will be Willam L. Ward of Westchester,
"the Republican national ocommitteeman
from this State.

Mr. Hitchoook has sent letters to the
Republican leaders of the New England and
Eastern States to meet him in this city in the
next two weeks, and it is his hope that by
the time he leaves for Chicago he will have
everything shipehape for the running of
the campaign in this part of the country.
Already the leaders have begun to call
upon him. Among those whom he saw yes-

y were Timothy L. Woodruff and
Herbert Parsons. Speaking of his confer-
ence with them Mr, Hitchoook said:

“The talks I had with them were almost
entirely concerning details of the plans for
the coming campaign. As the chairmen of
the State and the local Republican organiza-
tions Mr. Woodruff and Mr. ns will
have to play an important part in the cam-

n.

“Was any reference made to the guber-
patorial situation in this State by Mr. Par-
sons or Mr. Woodruff?" he was od.

“I known what you mean,” Mr. Hitchoook
replied";u"zou are referring to the announce-
ment e by Gov. Hughes that he might
become a candidate for renomination. Of
ocourse it was inevitable that both Mr. Par-
sons and Mr. Woodruff should mention this
matter, but as chairman of the national com-
mittee it wae my duty merely to listen to
what they said and to give no advice on a
matter which concerns the State of New

York alone. ‘
“In fact, to use a colloquial expression,
it is not the province of chalrman of the

pational committee to butt in on the purely
State political situation in New York.
Of course it is the hope of mywself and also
of Secretary Taft and every member-of the
Republican” national committee that the
Republican party of the State will assist
the national ticket by selecting the strong-
est possible State ticket, and anything that
1 and my colleagues on the national com-
mittee can do to bring that about we will
do. But at this time it would be out of
place for me to make any comment on the
merits of any of the men who have been
mentioned as possible candidates for the
Governorship. All that we shall ask of the
State leaders is that they nominate a can-
didate who will strengthen the national
ticket in this State.

APPORTIONMENT LAW UPHELD.

ﬁmreme Court Justice Fitts Declares It to
5 Be Constitutional.

ALBANY, July 81.—-Without leaving the
bench Supreme Court Justice Fitta this
afternoon decided and dictated to the court
stenographer his opinion upholding the con-
stitutionality of the apportionment law
passed by the Legislature last year and re-
fusing a writ of mandamus restraining the
Secretary of State from issuing the usual
election notices to ooynty clerks. These
notices are ready and will be sent out to-
night unless a stay is eecured pending an
appeal to the Appellate Division, which
under the circumstances is deemed to be
impossible of accomplishment in time to
be of any service in this proceeding.

B. B. Coyne and G. A. McLaughlin ap-
peared for the relator, Alexander Porter of
New York city, and insisted that the appor-
tionment law of 1007 was unconstitutional
because it was passed at a special instead
of at & regular session of the Legislat

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With Coat Thrown Over Pajamas He Leads
Employees and Fires at Robbers.

Stamrorp, Conn., July S81.—E. C. Con-
verse directed a hunt for three masked
robbers last night. The thieves were sur-
prised by Mr. Converse's watchman, Luigi,
and after their leader had a brief hand to
hand encounter with him they fled, ex-
shots with the watohman as they
believed one of the robbers was
hit by a bullet from the watchman's gun.

They were pursued toward Stamford by
half a dozen of Mr. Converse's employees,
Mr. Converse, armed with a pistol, and with
a coat'thrown over his pajamas, leading
the pursuers. Mr. Converse fired a shot
or two after the robbers and then returned
to his home and sent out a police alarm.

Shortly after receiving the alarm the
Stamford police heard of a man who an-
swered the watchman's description of the
leader. He board ed the westbound Co-
Jonial express here and seemed to be lame
and to have an injured arm.

Mr. Converse retired about 9 last evening
slightly indisposed. At 9:30 Walker, the
caretaker, went about extinguishing the
lights an ooo(n, that all was secure. He
was back in his room when the watch-
man whistled for Buster and the other
collies that acccmpany him on his rounds,
As the dogs trotted from the kennels they

used at a hedge fifty feet east of the
K‘;me and began to bark. “What's the
matter, Buster?” cried Luigi, hurrying
toward the spot. He stumbled over a
thickset man who lay behind the hedge.
The man, who was masked, jumped up
and pressing a revolver against Luigi's
breast cried: “Throw up your hands!

Luigi hit the hand that held the revolver
with a club he carried. After a brief strug-
gle the robber turned and ran after
two confederates, who had been behind the
hedge with him.

Luigi opened fire and the second shot
he thinks found a mark, for one of the men
staggered, uttered a sham cry, turned
arﬁ fired three shots at the watchman.
The other robbers o{mned fire, but the
shooting was aimless in the dark.

The shots aroused Mr. Converse and
others in the house. Mr Converse seized
two big revolvers, overlooking in his ex-
citement that one was not loaded, threw
on & leather hunting coat and ran down
to the lawn. There handed the empty
.revolver to Walter Scofleld, his chauffeur,
and ran with him toward caretaker Walker
and Luigi, who had followed the robbers
toward Stamford. Now and then the pur-
sued and their pursuers fired a shot, but
without effeot, nverse hurried back to
the house and by telephone notified the
police of Stamford, Greenwich and other
towns,

Two years ago Mr. Converse's daughter
Mrs, Antoinette C. Morrill, was shwund
disfigured for life by burglars in her home
near Stamford. She was living apart from
her husband then and subsequently gt
a divoroe from him and the custody of the
children, She is now living in Stamford.

Mr. Converse spent thousands of dollars
looking for his daughter's assailant and
eventually he secured the  conviction of
one of the burglars, John firown, a New
York hostler, who was very friendly with
one of Mrs. Morrill's servants. After being
convicted Brown confessed and he is now
serving a term in State prison.

A few weeks ago a cousin of Mr. Converse
was robbed of jewelry in a California hotel.
The news despatches had it that it was
the Greenwich man who was robbed, but
that Mr. Converse denied.
