MULTITUDE OF FRIENDS PAINED
BY HIS ILLNESS.

veteran Actor and Manager Gains a Little,
but 1t Is Feared He Can't Live Long
—Business Reverses and the Loss of His
Theatre Helped Break His Health.

News that Tony Pastor was dylng—Tony
Pastor who amused New York vaudeville-
goera for nearly fifty years and showed,
especially to members of his profession
who were troubled, that he had a heart
g0 big it was hard to believe his little body
could contain it—made lots of folks sorry
yesterday. Famous and rich actors whom
Touy brought out vears ago, actors who
maie good with Fourteenth street audi-
ences but never got a chance uptown, and
vaudeville specialists on circuits in many
parts of the country, hoped Tony would
pull through.

Scores of them and other friends of the
veteran aotor mana sent telegrams to
his summer home, Kerry Cottage, at Elm-
hurst, L. 1., and hope was rekindled by the
answers that were senf. But those at the
be-iside did not deny that the patient’s con-

ditlon was grave and that they ox%ootod
'(l"wh vl/uul come before long, though
onvm

ght hold on for three or four days.

Dr. 8. H. Folwell, one of the two ‘:gond-
ing physicians, found shortly before ®
o'olock last night that the patient's pulee
and temperature were normal and that the
patient was resting ily. Besides the
doctors, Mr. Pastor's wife and the Rev.
Father Kannedy are with him oonstantly,
Mre. James Stack and her son Otto, cousins
o} thr Pastor, arrived from Boston last
night.

Mr, Pastor's general breakdown is at-
tributed to wo over heavy losses he is
said to have suffered in theatrical enter-
rises last winter, and to fretting over his
ailure to renew his lease to his old theatre
in Tammany Hall. The building is to be
torn down. Mr. Pastor had-not been in
strong health law:y. anyway, and this,
toqet er with his advanced age, consider-
ably augments the illness. ‘

day al|l reserve strencth seemed to leave
him, He rapidly became worse and, indeed,
for two days was in a semi-oonscious state.

Everybody around Fourteenth street
knows'Tony Pastor. He and his little theatre
which he startel twenty-seven years ago
Lave been as much a part of the neighbor-
hood as Union Square. The neighborhood
changed as the years went by, but Tony
Pastor didn't. From year to year his regu-
lar patrons paid r money to s80é his
shows, which changed only for the better
&9 vaudeville advanced, and never seemed
(o realize that the rolypoly er with
the close, cropped mustache, who
intil & few years ago d his own sin '3
ect week after week, was getting old. Tony
Pastor himself was the most popular per-
frrmer who ever appeared on his own
stage. His audiences were his friends.
They made jim feel that.

“The happiest moments of my life,” said
ho not long ago, “have been those when I
was on the stage before a large audience
an felt that 1 was amusing the people.
It is a very satisfaotory feeling to have
whon you are conscious that you arp makin
vour auditors forget themselvel, the
i nhappinesses, their troubles and disap-
fuintments. "

served his popularity,” that he made his
money % bard work, that he gave thou-
sands to charity and never failed to help a

* Tony Pastor's appearance indicated an
ng2 of 85 or 0. Ho is 78 years old as
nearly as can be figired. He never would
tell when he was born, but was d of
tha fact. that the svent took place in Green-
wich Village. is father was a violinist
in an orchestra, and Tony waited until
hn was & vears old before he avpeared in
public. His début was in the Dey Street
( hurch, when he sang at a temperanoce
revival. A’ year later he broke into the
chow business as an infant prodigy, sivging

st Barnum's Museum. Soon he jolnel
Raymond & Waring's Menagerie, ap-
rearing in burnt cork and playicg the

tambo end of the minstrel band. 1In 1847
he went with a circus, doing tumbling and
rlaving juvenile parts. /

As the shows in those days did not per-
form at night he organized a concert com-
rany and gave shows in the schoolhouses.
That was his star as a msnager, bu his
hosses didn't approve and sooiled his plan.
His brothers, Frank and Billy, were in
the same show, one a bareback rider and
the other a tumbler. ToAy tried riding
too, but fell off too often to make a success
gt it. Ultimately, however, he became a
ringmaster, vocalist and dancer in the
side show.

Tony
Pastor decided to branch out as a manager
and put out a variety s ow on a higher
rlane. His money went into the idea and,
with Sam Sharpley, the minstrel manager,
te leased the Volks Garden at 201 Bowery
a~d in March, 1865, he announced vau
ville fit for women to attend. He was a
vauleville manager always after that.

Success didn't come without a lot of
larac work, but it arrived finally snd in
ten years he opened his new theatre at
5% Broadway and began his policy of bring-
ing over Europcan performers and of en-
couraging local talent.

TORPEDOTHAT CARRIES A GUN

LIEUTENANT-COMMANDER DAVIS
TALKS OF HIS INVENTION.

The Idea Is That the Terpedo, After HitUng
« Ship, Will Gend a Shell Inside to Ralse
Ruoctions—Its Success Due Largely
te Vanadium Steel—Tests Promising.

Lieutenant-Commander Cleland Davis,
U. 8. N, a short acoount of whose combina-
tion torpedo ‘and gun was telegraphed
from Boston on Wednesday night, was at
the Waldorf-Astoria yesterday on his way
to Washington to resume his dutles as
assistant ohief of the Bureau of Equipment
of the Navy Department. Lieutenant-
Commander Davis is the inventor of the
new naval instrument of war which was
tested suocessfully in Hull Bay, near Boston.

At the Waldorf yesterday he was
with 8. 8. Wales of the Carnegle Steel
Company, whose suocess in making plates
of steel with vanadium flux has been
of great asalstance to Lieutenant-Com-
mander Davis in perfecting his own in-
vention. Commander Davis talked about
his invention and the experiments which
he has been making up to a certain point
Beyond that point there seemed to be a
naval secret, which of course he did not
discuss,

However, as the layman listening to his
talk understood, the new invention seems
to be a combination of the familiar sub-
marine torpedo and a firing a heavily
charged -explosive shell. The cheerful
stunt which this instrument is expected to
do, and according to reports from Wash-
ington has demonstrated that it will do,
is first by means of the torpedo fired in the
ordinary way from a torpedo tube or boat
to break a hole in the side of a ship under
water, and seoond to project through the
hole a shell from the gun. The shell ex-
ploding in the vitals of a ship will it is ex-
pected put a ship out of business.

This invention marks a new and radical
advanoe in the long contest between pro-
jectiles and armor plate. All the projectiles
are now fired of course at a ship above
water, and up to date it has been about an
even contest between the foroe of the pro-
jectile and the resistance of the plate.
The new under water gun reaches a ship
where she is not armored and hence has
the best of the fight as it looks.

Mr. Davis loft Washington Wednesday
evening and only upon hjs arrival at the
Waldorf-Astoria heard the official report
of the result of his last e: ment, A
caisson representing a comphrtment of a
warship had been sunk in the bay and the
Davis torpedo gun had gone to work upon
it, It was fourd that the torpedo had
torn a hole in the side of the caisson, the
resistance being equal to that of a battle-
ship below water line, and then through
that hole the shell had entered and passed
through the caisson on the opposite side
and beyond for some distance.

If the caisson had been equipped with
engines, coal bunkers, cross-sections and
such like interference as it would meet in
the interior of a ship, the progreas of the
shall would have been retarded until it
had exploded. »

“Our experiments this week,” said Com-
mander Davis, “have shown that it will be
necessary for the battleship of the future
to be armored to the keel to escape destruo-
tion from torpedoes of the new eort. T he
