" Sames Duane Phelps of Syracuse Takes
@ Forty Cent Room, No. 28, in an Ob-
eoure Utlea Hotel, and Makes an End
of Himgelif—Had Been In Hespital,

Urica, N. Y., Aug. 19.—The Rev. Dr.
James Duane Phelps of Syracuse, financial
of Syracuse University, com-

mitted suicide early this morning in his
yoom at the Wurs Hotel by shooting him-
pelf in the head. He killed himself in a top
story room of a cheap hostelry. His act
was not discovered until nearly five hours

 Iater, when his body was seen hanging out

of & broken front window on the fourth
floor. His friends say that he waa broken
down by overwork and that he had been
very much worried of Jate over the mental
condition of a near relative. He was once
an inmate of an insane asylum,

On the dresser in the harricaded room
was a note written on the green wrapping
paper that had covered the revalver and
cartrfiges that Mr. Pholys cerried to the
hotel in his hand. It read as followr:

My name is J. O. Phelps of Syracuse, 1
Bhave done this because I did not dare to live.
Btil) I believe Christ died for me, the utter-
most man,

That was all. The paper had heen folded

with the writing in view and Phelps's foun-
tain pén was lying across it.
. At an early hour yesterday morning
Mr. Phelps left Thousand Island Park in
company with his youngest son, I. Fenton
Phelps, aged 17. The clerg7nan had heen
one of the instructors in literature at the
summer school there, and on M-nday he
had told Mr, SBawyer, wvho has ctarge of
the work there, that he was {oo ill to cou-
tinue.- Sawyer evidently thought that
the iliness was serious for he telegraphed
to Fugene M. Kates, manager of the Northern
Christian Advocale, saying that "helps was
very sick apd that some one would have to
do his work\ o1 the Advocate.

When they left the park Fenton Phelps
eaid he supposed that he and his father
were going to Watertown to take a train
from that city to Syracuse. His father was

going on to New York to visit another
son, Ray Phelps, who is in the insurance
business there

After reaching Watertown Mr. Phelps
told his son that he thought it would be
better for him to go to Utica and take the
New York train from this city. He directed
his son to go on to their home in Syracuse,
and turned over his suit case to the boy with
the remark that he did not want to be
bothered with it,

It was rearly 9:30 o'clock yesterday
morning when Phelps walked into Joe
Wure's hotel. carrying in his hand a little
green package that Wurs subsequently
learneéd concealed a new revolver and a box
of cartridges., He said that he wanted to lie
