BELMONT PARK'S 0UT DOWN
POLICY , CAUSES. CRITICISM.

Bay and Gravesend Sheunid Be Fol-
lowed at Queens—Letup in Restrio
« Yoens Likely at Breekiyn Traock,

Horsemen in general and several members
of the Jookey Club in particular were in-
clined to criticise the plan of the West-
chester Racipg Association yesterday when
it was learned that there would probably
be but four days of racing esch week at
Belmont Park. As the spring meeting of
the Westchester Racing Association netted
more than $100,000 in profits for eighteen
. | days it seems to be the opinion that the fall
mmlu at Belmont Park should be run off
fo its entirety. It was said yesterdsy that
there might be no overnight purses hung up
at Belmont Park, but that the programme
would be made up entirely of stake events.
It has been suggested that the United Hunts
Racing Associstion could fill in the open
dites at Belmont Park with a oross-country
meeting, but such an arrangement might
not prove a financial success because of the
heavy expense entailed in operating the
big track. The Westchester Racing Apsd-
clation has always been regarded as the
chief factor in the affairs of the Jookey Club,
while ,Belmont Park has been l’mmtly
called “the home of the turf governors.”
When it is taken into consideration that the
Coney Island Jockey Club has been willing
to lose $300,000 in making good its obliga-
tions to horsemen, while the Brookliyn
Jockey Club s ready to run off its fall meet-
fog without a single opén date, the policy of
the Belmont Park management seems odd,
say many followers of the turf.

It is practically a foregone conolusion
that the fall meeting at Brighton will not be
held unleas the Jockey Club or some private
individuals lease the track and run the racea
for the benefit of the horsemen. ‘It was said
yesterday that the horsemen themselves
might reach some agreement by which they
would conduct a meeting at the Beach on
the cooperative plan, but nothing definite
has been decided upon. o far the Brighton
management has not shown the slightest in-
dication that~d meeting will he run, so that
it looks as if there would be a default unless
héroic measures are resorted to.

The stockholders of the Brooklyn Jockey
Club bheld a meeting yésterday and dis-
cussed the coming session at Gravesend.
It was the opinion of those present that
while no bookmaking or poolselling could
‘| be tolerated, oral speculation in adcord- | 3%
snoe with the decisions handed down by
Justices Bischoff, Gaynor and Hoyt would
not be interfered with.
