The authors are Harrison Rhodes and
Thomas A, Wise, and Mw Wise himself
plays the part of BSenator Langdon of
Mississippi, & part quite as humorous as
any he has recently played, but with far
more dramatio significance, mellowness
and value. As a result his acting seemed
greatly improved, when perhaps it was
only seen again after a lapse of years.

ploturesque and significant. It rang

Mr. Fairbanks plzyed the part of a Wash-
ington reporter, shrewd, sceptical and
honest, who became the honest Senator's
private secretary and confidential adviser,
Mr. Fairbanks neither carried a large
notebook nor acted like a boor, for which
he should receive the thanks of the Grid-
iron Club.

made a droll foil to Mr. Wise's slow and
rotund £enatur. The conception of these
two characters alone, in their delightful
relations of youth guiding age, would
make the play worth while,

But it has the further recommendation
of an interesting story, if not, perhaps,
a very plausible one, told by means of
brisk and well ordered action, It hu
suspense, climax,development.
