SHERMAN ON“WORLD” ARTICLE,

He Says the Charges, so Far as He Ja
Converned, Have No Substanoe Whatever.

Urioa, Oot, 20,—Congressman Jamea 8,
Shermsn, Republican Vice-Presidential
nominee, unperturbed the charges
in the New York Worid to-day which seek
to involve him in alleged fraudulent land
deals in New Mexico, left for Rocheater
soon after 4 o'olock this afternoon to

binding in the present campaign. Before
leaving Mr. Sherman made this statement
to THE SUN reporter:

My attention has been called to a sensa-
tional article in to-day’'s New York World,
making charges against me in connection
with the New Mexico Lumber and Develop-
ment Company, a coproration which has
not been In existence for some years. A
careful reading shows that the charges, so
far as I am concerned, have no substance
whatever, and a8 to my connection with
the enterprise the fullest possible investiga-
tion and publicity are courted. The fact
about it briefly is: that some years since
Mr. Burke presented a business proposi-
tion involving the purchase of timber iands
in New Mexioco, which were not United
States property, and the sconstruction of
a railroad, There were ten gentlemen,
I think, who gave 8800 each to form a com-
pahy and investigate the projeot. Experts
were employed te inspect the ‘property.
Some of us visited the lands, so there was
no gecret about it, and on the other hand
the local papers had much to say of it at
the time. After looking into'the matter
carefully and at length we decided that
the lands available would not yleld a profit
on the railroad éonstruction and develop-
ment. The plan was abandoned, the com-
pany dissolved, about half the sum invested
was paid back to each of us and our pros-
.pective connection with the enterprise was
ended,

Not one foot or one dollar's worth of
United States property was concerned
with it in any way. There was no secreoy
about it and no need for any. I never
urged the passage of any such bill as is
referred to and the World article does not
say that I did. What Mr, Burke or any one
else did before or after our investigation
of the proposition I do not know, and if he
or anybody else attempted any bribery
business it was without the knowledge,
consent or approval of myself or any
of my associates in the investigation. My
secretary acknowledged the receipt of
Mr. Burke's letter of August 9, signing my
pame as he has the right to do in my ab-
sence. He showed me Mr. Burke's -letter
on my return, and knowing there was
nothing in the transaction on my part to
conceal or apologize for I paid no more
attention to it. The whole affair was purely
a legitimate private enterprise, which as
business men we investigated and turned
down half a dozen years ago.

It may be of interest in this connection
to say that later Mr. Burke wrote me saying
he was being pressed to make statements
which would be caloulated to injure me and
asked me to see him in Chicago on a date
when I was billed to speak there, That
letter was not even acknowledged, because
I have nothing to say or promise to prevent
the disclosure of any public or private act:
of mine.. If he has found a market for the
wares the incident must go along with what
1 suppose is to be expected in the last week
of a campaign.

HAINSES PLEAD NOT

THE CAPTAIN ON/THE GROUND
® OF INSANITY..

His Counsel Seek to Delay Trial and Give
Out Letters Signed ‘‘Clandia''—0One
Says “Everything Is Over Between
Peter and Me; Fe Has Found, Out."”

Capt. Peter C. Hains and his brother,
T. Jenkins Hains, were arraigned before
Justice Garretson in the Supreme Court
at Flufhing yumrd;( on the indiotments
charging them with murder in the first
degree in the killing of Willlam E, Annls.
T, Jenkins Hains entered a plea of not
guilty and Capt. Hains made the same
plea on the ground that he was insane
at the time the act was committed.

It was the third time the brothers had
been arraigned since they were indicted
two weoks ago. John F. Mclntyre, of
oounsel for the Hainses, had asked at the

the indictment against T. Jenkins  Hains
on the ground that it was defeotive. He
based this plea on the ground that an in-
dictment could not charge a defendant
with being both a principal and an aoces-
sory before the fact, ‘

T. Jenkins Hains was called to plead
first, and Justioe Garretson then stated
that after a careful examination of the
Penal Code he had decided that & man can
be indicted both as a principal and as an
acocessory. Lawyer Molntyre then en-
tered the plea for him and immedintely
Capt. Hains was called. .

“We enter a plea of not guilty on the
ground that the defendant was insane at
the time of the commission of the act
charged in the, indictment,” responded
Lawyer Molntyre. »

Mr. McIntyre had with him a copy of
a letter alleged to have been written by
Mrs. Peter C. Haina to William E. Annis
on June 1 last, whioh ‘Mr. Molntyre de-
olared had much to do with driving Capt.
Hains cragy and causing him to shoot
Annis. The lawyer said that this letter
formed the basis of his plea of insanity
yesterday and would have an importdnt
part in trial of Capt. Hains,

The letter is said to have been written
the day.after Mrs. Hains signed the con-
fession which she declares was forced
upon her, and oounsel for the defence
intends to use it to refute testimony from
the prosecution regarding the alleged
confession. . Only a part of the letter was
made public, which was as follows:

Dear Biuuy; Den't come over Monday
morning. Rverything is over between
Peter and me, He has foiund out every-

thing.

I am going 8 Boston. Wil send you my
address. I want to see You. [ am ajmost
crazy. Cood-by. CLAUDIA,

“For the same reason 1 could not allow
him to testify at his brother's trial while
in that state, and, he will of course be
one of the principal witnesses for his
brother. If brother's trial is set for
the near future, andl should be compelled
to produce him, the trial would certainly
be upset by a higher court on the ground
:ah:t the testimony of an insane man was

SUICIDE HER ONLY WAY.

Mrs. C. M. Stebbins Said Se In & Letter
Before Sheoting Herself.

Mrs. Harriet Stebbins, wife of Charles
M. Stebbins, manager of ‘the Pure 0il
Company of East Newark, tried to end her
life, which had been an unhappy ona
ever since her marriage ten years ago,
by shooting herself in the head last night
in the Continental Hotel, Newark, where
Mr. and Mrs. Btebhins have lived sinoe
last July, 8he was removed to a hospital,
where it is said she will die. Btebbins
says that his wife used drugs and was
under their influence when she shot her-

self,

Boon after they were married in Corn-
wall, N, Y., Mrs. Stebbins became jealous,
according to her husband, and this was
aggravated by doses of a sleeping powder
which she took constantly. During their
married life’ the Stebbinses have lived
in Newburah, Albln{. Cornwall, Rochester
and, Buffalo. In Newburgh the drug
so far got the beat of her that ehe was con-
fined for three weeks in an insane asylum.
A Albany she had to go to a hospital for
treatment. 'Mr Stebbins said she fre-
quently threatened his life with a re-
volver and the only way he was able to
subdue her was to defy her.

After dinner last night Stebbins went
upstairs to tell his wife that he was going
to the theatre. He found her lying in

bed drow;y.

“It is the sense of this Grand Jury that
contract labor should be abolished in
this institution and a system incorporated
whereby oonvicts woukl make clothing
for inmates of the county institutions
only and thus not issue a uct which
is in competition with paid labor."

Vickers, who had charge.of the original
prosscution, Alexander Simpson of Jer-
sey City is defending Whitmore.

X
George A. Flagg produced and sw
to a map of the Lamp Black Swamp, and
Irving Crane and Albert Thompson told
of the finding of Mrs. Whitmore's body
in the swamp hole. Policemap Andrew
Walsh said he took charge of the body
and sent it to Undertaker Bernard P.
Walsh's morgue. Dr. Otto H. Schultz,
Coroner's  physician in New York, and
County Physician Charles B. Converse
of Hudson county testified that the
autopsy showed that the woman's death
was caused by drowning. Special Officer
Henry J. Trapper of Harrison said he
found some of the woman's clothing
olinging to a raft in the Passaio. ‘
Morgue Keeper Walsh teatified that wnen
Whitmore was brought to the morgue
by newspaper men on January 2 he de-
olared that the body was not that of his

wife. On the following day, Walsh said,
the defendant said he thought the woman
was his wife.
